Hyde Pare, Ma**., March 1, 1870.
The mc vement among the women of the country

vo iftcuns universal and impartial suffrage and be¬
come equals with the masculine members of numan-
ity m the matter of civil ami political rights seems
to be falsing most remarkable headway In Massa¬
chusetts. it may be said, in fact, to have reached
the very paroxysm of delight, lor It cas most un¬

questionably passed through the various stages of
doubt ana ridicule, and is last becoming a quostlou
which is to be met in opposition only by sober aud
.emus argument. Here in Massachusetts, as well
win other sections of New England, the matter
has been frequently and vigorously agitated
auring the past few yeara, and it has finally
ripened into a formidable movement on the
part of the petticoat brigade, which will give
encouragement to ibeir sister sympathizers all over
"the land, aud this little obsenre town of Hyde
Park, a dozen miles from Boston, will pop into his¬
tory as the renowned and sacred territory where
the women of America asserted and demanded civil
.nd political equality in spite of all law and public
sentiment, for about two months the wilftal and
atrong-iaiuded femiuiaes of the town have been agi¬
tating the matter of appearing at the polls to-day
and demanding the privilege of throwing their
ballots Tor town officers, and in pursuance of the
agitation and determination they were on hand for
this express purpose this afternoon, some
of ftiem walking long distances, and all
braving one of the most severe and blinding
¦now storms of the season. Two or three days ago a
preliminary meeting wad held and the arrangements
and details were decided upon and nominations
made for town ottlcers whom they should support,
the ticket selected including a couple of women as
candidates for School Commissioners. They admitted
sympathizing men to this primwy gathering, and
their most iudustrious and able champion aud co-
worker was SylvauuB Cobb, the clever and versatile
¦torv writer, aud through his efforts and counsel the
movement gained guillemot strength to assert Itself
conspicuously upon ihe world.
The occasion which afforded the oppressed sex an

opportunity to as.scrt their wrongs and demand an
adjustment was the annual election of town officers.
The election took place in the Music Hall building,
which, by the way, is nothing more than the old
Apollo Garden lager beer building, recently trans¬
ported hither from Boston.
The polls were opened at two o'clock, but long

btfore this hour aJi the townspeople had assembled,
and many had come from Boston and elsewhere to
witness Hie triumph or defeat of. -the women who
.tared." The weather, as already stated, was most
unpropitlous, and the general conclusion was that
the elements, if nothing more, would chill and, per¬
haps, wholly destroy the feminine ardor which would
have been expected under other circumstances,

STlllkC AlBOKCJ SEISES.

Specie Payment* va. Wages.
A movement has lately been set on foot by the

proprietors of lines of steamers running from ttils
port to reduce the wages ot seamen, firemen ana
coal passers ten dollars per month, and has been pnt
Into effect by the proprietors of the Cromwell line
and Merchants' lino, which run steamers between
this port and New Orleans. The ostensible reason
for the reduction is tne approximation of paper
money to a gold value. This, the seamen and others
affected assert, is only a pretext to put
in practice a long cherished intention or
cutting down wages: and, entertaining these
views, ana being resolved not to submit to what they
regard as an lnjunctice, many of those affected hav«
struck. The nucleus ef the strike IS the Ocewo .Sea¬
men's Benevolent Association. On last (Saturday
tne George Washington, of Cromwell's lino, and the
1'resceui City, of the Merchants' line, which were to
sail lor New Orleans on that day, found themselves
without crews. The proprietors 01 the Cromwell
line hastily picked up what men they coaid
find, put them on » tug in the East river
aud brought them around to pl«r No. »
North river, where the George Washington
was lying, and put them on board, takingHits method of shipping the men to avoid antici¬
pated trouble from the strikers, who swarmed ou
ttie pier and who they reared would prevent the
men rrom coming on board from the pier. The
Crescent city steamed down to Governor s* Island
aud received ineu similarly nicked up, who were
brought down to the Island on a tug- The strikers
held a meeting last eveninp to initiate a general
strike, but refused lor tne present to make puoiic
their plans.

T2E JERSEY PAVEMENT "RINGS."

The great thoroughfare leading from Jersey City
to Newark Is Grand street, formerly styled the Plank
road. That part of it running from Mill creek.the
boundary between Jersey city and Bergen.to Hud¬
son avenue, in Bergen, is being recon¬
structed, and it was found necessary to
drive plleB to a great depth the entire
distance on account of the swamp. This necessi¬
tated a heavy outlay. Bui now, that this part of the
job Is completed, comes the crowning work or all.
the paving. No sooner was the meeting of property
holders called to consider the question as to what
pavement shonl4 be adopted than the advocates
of half a dozen pavements rushed Into the
Common Counotl ohamber and each bad a
hearing. It was Anally resolved thai a com¬
mittee be appointed to select from woodjpavements
and a committee on slone pavements, as it Is gen¬
erally believed ihat toe xicoison is the only wood
pavement the Improvements and modifications of K
ate worth notice. The Williams pavement has a
..shoulder" on eacli block at tue base. The Robins
pavement has a "(.boulder" also, instead of a strip of
wood oeiween the blocks, and the wood IS subjected
to trie hoc vapor of carbolic!1 acid, which. It is
claimed, render* it very durable. None of tbls
lms been laid anywhere. The Ream pavement cou-
slsta of blocxs boand together by three-quarter inch
pins, forming saciionn. each half a yard square,
'llio different wooden pavements enumerated pos¬
sess advantages, It in claimed, over the Nlcolson in
many respects. The poor old stone pavement, the
messenger ot antiquity, wits nowhere in such a
crowd, lint the decision of this question Is a serious
business for the taxpayers. There is pending in
the Legislature a bill incorporating "Tne Wood
Paving Comtiany," the incorporators of which, it is
stated, have a Arm foothold not only in Bergen, but
In Newark and othor cities of the Htate.

Followinir the reading of a portion of tbe Scriptures
that gentleman, in a brief address, explained the
objects or the association of which be is president
and adverted earnestly to the great amount of
money annually expended in New Tork for intoxi¬
cating drinks, their deleterious results to those who
are the vlcUmsof the beastial habit of dally partak¬
ing of them, and closed an eloquent appeal by invok¬
ing the aid of all present to sustain the society In Its
efforts to extend the good work.

Rev. Henry ward Beecher was the next speaker.
In all the earnestness and eloquence for which this
gentleman is noted he alluded to the faithful band
of temperance men now endeavoring to work a re¬
generation among the men and women of the pres¬
ent day. Social indulgence he stamped as pernicious
in the sxtreine, being the pitfall of many noble
young men, who, oy Invitation and example, are
sacrificed to the habit of drink.
