Mr. i'otes¬
tad, wiio is regarded here as a quiet, inoffensive
gentleman, tell* a ditlterent tale. He-says llildreth,
after transacting nu bismess.that Is leaving bis
papers to be ex iruiuci.insisted, as he was going
awuy, that he must liuve a definite answer as to the
time when his business would l»o attended to. Rlr.
Potestad said he was unable to give a defi¬
nite answer; whereupon Hildreth became
very abusive, not only towards Mr. i'otestad person¬
ally, but towards tnc Spanish government in gene¬
ral. Ho denounced all connected with it in vlgoious
style. Mr. Potestad told lilm to leave, but lie con¬
tinued bis abuse and refused to go. Mr. Potestad
then used force to put him out, but he had no inten¬
tion of lujurlng him, and his fall down the steps was
accidental and, as i'otestad sa.vs, his own fault.
Even.Iiutler is puzzled to know what to do with
Potestad. He cannot be arrested, and the only thing
Secretary Fish can do, If he thinks the provocation

THE ALEXANDER MYSTERY.
A Hearing and Another Adjournment.An Ab¬
sent Witness the Cause.Protest of Counsel.
The case of Captain John Alexander, alleged to

have been poisoned, was virtually decided a fewdnya
ago by the report or Professor Doremas to the eirect
that lie found no poison In the stomach or other in¬
ternal organs of deceased; but that did not
bring this long-drawn-out examination to a
clo««. Mr. Cook, who then appeared for
the defendants, Mr. and Mrs, Garduor, re¬
marked that tho testimony of tho witnesses,
taken when the uccused parties were not present,
was of little or no value. At this. Coroner Flynn
said he would adjourn tho rurther hearing of the
case till yesterday morning, In order thai the defend*
ant's counsel might have an opportunity to cross-
examine the witnesses. Mr. Cook said bo would
waive that right and desired that the investigation
should then be brought to a close; but the Coroner
hud otherwiso ordered. At the hearing yesterday
afternoon Mrs. Uurfce (daughter of deceased), with
her counsel, Mr. A. A. Kedileld, were present, as
also wt re Mr. and Mrs. Gardner, with thoir
legal advisers, Messrs. Audrews and Armstrong.
The latter remarked that they did not wish to

ctoss-exnmlne tho wltuesscs, and saio if. the
opposing coansol wished to procrastinate the case
merely with the view of keeping these persons in
jail, their counsel would certainly give them no

opportunity of doing so, and would prevent It if pos¬
sible. This being the case, Mr. Iledfleld said there
would he 110 necessity for the witnesses remaining,
mid a number of the.u left.

tbe State tax. Flsk having bis bands comparatively

The flrat part 01 tlis resolution will be carried out,

of course, but in regard to the second it is mere ta'.k.
The late railroad war in tbe halls of the Legislature
proved beyond all doubt how puny is the power of
tbe people against that of a rlcli corporation. Fisk
has DUt his Duud to the plough and will not look
back. Any bill can be passed or defeated Just as
Camden and Auiboy directs. Fisk has no contest
with this power, and he always succeeded in con-
eliiating it. At the same time bia bill is both just
and rational, as the time for special legislation has
passed. Without the Erie depot and workshops trie
Seventh ward of Jersey City would be a community
oi paupers, this should be taken into account.
Camden and Amboy confer* very little benefit ou the
city m comparison.

THE CITY EXPRESSJ1EJ » AftflS.

"Expressive" Memorial to Congress "E*«
pressing7' tbe Grievances of tbe "Express"
Trade.
A meeting of tbe city expressmen wa< held last

night at Mechanic's Hall, Third avenue, between
Forty-seventh and Forty -eighth streets, for the pur¬
pose of taking Into consideration tbe pro¬
priety of having a distinction made between
tho local carriers and the chartered trans¬
portation companies of tbe oity and reliev¬
ing them from tbe gross receipt tax of
three per cent. For the redress of their grievances
the following memorial to Congress adopted at their
meeting last night:.
Tbe memorial sets forth that the business of the

expressmen is the carrying or carting of goods, and
Is precisely similar to that done by cartmen an l
teamsters generally and witnont auy deflued or
continuous route or direction; that on Octooer 28,
1865, Commissioner orton decided not to require
return* or gross receipts for taxation rrom cartmen,
by reason or doubts as to the Intention of C'omrress
to Include them under tlie words "other
vehicles." in section loii of the Koveuuo law, snd
giving them the benefit or the doubt, ou account of
tneir inability, as a class, to pay a tax out or their
receipts, being only -the moderate wages or un¬
skilled labor." At present the expressmen, under
section 104, are held to a still greater tax as doing
an express business. The expressmen claim that
there are grave doubts as to the Intention of Con¬
gress in this particular, as their business is no more
an express business thaa is tbgt or cartmen. They,
therefore, pray that all the laws tuxlng gross re¬
ceipts be abolished altogether, or that city express¬men be put on a fait competitive footing with cart
ami dray men by the enactment or a law declaring
that persons doing a city express business be
deemed cartmen, draymon and tetmsiere for ail the
purposes of the Internal Revenue law.
