The Gold Sensation Subsiding.

Yesterday was a comparatively quiet day la the
Gold ltoom. Ths quotations fluctuated very littlo,
gold opening at 112 and closing at 112J*. Dealers
lounged about the room apparently indifferent to
speculation, and even those assembled around tho
fountain lor the most part conducted business lei-
aurelv, breaking out only ai long Intervals into
spasmodic uproar. One or two Jovial members
astonished the spectators in tno galleries by occa¬
sional vocal attempts at "Shoo, Fly" ana "Tommy
Dodd," and the oiloers or the room leaned back in
their easy chairs and let the machlae run itself.

BOOKWUKLIO JUSTICE.

In this
case, where no possible doubt could exist as to tho
man's guilt, caught In the act, the property found
on his person, and well known as a professional
thief, who nas accumulated wealth m this pro¬
fession. We ask, who4s responsible that within a
few days he should be liberated to Drey on the com¬
munity, on the nominal ban of half the amount ue
stole? Of ceurse he forfeited his ball and the case
dropped. We claim' that, with the rest of the tax-
paying community, we have a right to some pro¬
tection for our property, and that the authorities
should not have rusted aatUiled with the mere state¬
ment of the prisoner's counsel that Hart was con¬
fined in Moyamensing l'rison, .which appears to
Have had no better foundation than that one of
Ilart'a "pais" had said so. within two weeks past
this man has been seen and recognized oa Broad¬
way, and no doubt could be easily found and re¬
arrested! if the agents of criminal justice in this city
bad been stimulated by some ample reward to a
warmer interest in the matter than that of simple
abstract Justice, or protecuon to a patient and long-
suffering community.

Robert D. nolines. Past <;raud Worthy Master of

Clio uranu Lodge, P. and A. M., of the Siate of New
York, died, of consumption, at his residence, 45
Barrow streot, in tiua city, last evening. The do-
oeascd gentleman was bom In tho Ninth ward In
lbie, and was consequently in his fifty-fourth year
at the timo of his death, lie was educated at old
Public School No. 3, uud the earlier yeats of nu life
subsequent to his graduation wcro paused in a variety
of pursuits. Wiillo yet a very young man he became
private secretary to Henry Eckford, tho eminent
shipbuilder, and accompanied that gentleman on a
tour tlirough the Mediterranean islaims and the
Kingdom of Creece. lieturmng thence to tho butted
State* he emoted upon the study of law, under the
direction of W m. J. llasMne, arid, having been .admit¬
ted to the bar continued his legal practice until
mute recently, covoilng a period of about thirty
years. He u!so entered the arena of journalism
at»out the year 1810 and continued to contribute to
tiiu daily aud weekly press and various literary
periodicals up to the time of his death, his most
prominent journalistic connection being with the
New York L-nvatch, of whlett paper he was widelyknown as the editor uud compiler of Masonic
news matter. It was in connection with
that department aud ins high rank, as a Ma»on
that ho was best known, having taken the thirty-three
degrees, and, for two terms, held the oillee oi U. W.
M., his latter term expiring about three years since,
wiien lie was superseded by Austin. It was always
a source of pride to himself aud of credit to me
order of which he was so noted a member that
during tho tune he held tills Important oillee he
abandoned lus journalistic connection, to avoid
the possibility ot a suspicion that his influence
as a journalist nilutit be directed to the
carrying out of his views lu his ofllcial capacity
as a Mason but he nevertheless carried out the
resolve ut no menu personal and pecuuiary sacri¬
fice.

The captain then
went forward, and, seeing something on the star-
board bow which looked like land, ordered tae ves¬
sel to be kept oil a polat; but tno order bad scarcely
been glveu when she struck on a sand bar and re¬
mained hard and last aground. The captain called
all nands and commenced throwing the cargo over¬
board In order to ease her off. TUe weather wan
culm aa« the ship lav at ease, and by morning the
vessel was backed oil some ten feet, wbeu u wandiscovered thai she had stove a large hole lu her
bows, and the eilori had to be abandoned.
Shortly aitcrsuunsea strong nortuoast wind set

lu, whicu mode (lie vessel laoor heavily, and efforts
were at ouce made for blading tae passengers and
crew. This wan a very huzardoas undertaking, and
reiiuired two (lays <*aturdav and .Sunday) to accom¬
plish it; oue of lue boats was stove and two were
swauiped during tho operation, but no lives werelost. A tie baggage aud eilccis of tue crew and
passengers were saved, together with about *»w,ouoin {Spanish gold. Much oi tue cargo as was tinownoverboard duiiod away 10 the southward, and that
remaining In tUe vessel will oe a total loss.When tueio gent emeu leu the ship she wan lyingatumi hair a mne out, broadside on, and every seamaking a clean breach over her. The passenger*were Kindly cared lor by the inhabitants or thel>laud, until Wednesday, wtien they chartered nschooner aud saiied lor Elizabeth City, leaving Uie
captain aud crow with tho wreck.
Captain Thomas Cruien, the Underwriters' agentat Norfolk, set out lor Body lsauu as soou as belearned oi the disaster, aud mu wrecking lugs itoso-luie aud Oriahd also weul to her assistance, 'l'ueweather to day has beeu very favorable, and tt tahoped thai the vessel may yet bo taken off audsaved.
