After tiiefmging of a ujmn by the congregation
and the delivery of u prayer the preacher uroceeued
with ins discourse from Job Jttv., J and
2, the sermon, as well as the other
services, tun hi; In tu« Welsh language.

that of the patriarchs and dwellers In antedi¬
luvian tunes, alluuin? also to the incomparable
difference between a mortal's span ol lUe and tlio
eternal existence beyond the grave, lie assorted
that, in auditiun to the uutnral causes tending to ab¬
breviate human lite, such as bin. urease, Ac., u had
oeen twice shortened by direct ordiuaiiou oi tue
Almighty.oucc immediately after the flood, and
again shortly before the advent of David. Hut aslife was sborleueo by sl>;, so with tin gradualdriving out of sin which he believed was
in progress through tus world, the human
span or life would lie extended. To some death Is
the greatestof troubles, the culmination of griefs and
the introduction to eternal misery and despair; but
to others, to the believers in Christ, it is but the mo¬
mentary psng which ends all palu and care ami un¬
locks the door to an eternal ltlo free from alt pain
and full of glory.
