It would
empower the Lord Lieutenant of lrelana to
suspend the writ of naveas corpus and provide
Lor summary tral without fury of eertain offences
oreated by the blil, such a8 the possession of pow-
der, prowling by night, or travelling without desti-
nation or purpose, 1y would compensare the vietims
©f violence and increase the powers of the officers of
Justice for obtaining evidence. 'The bill was to re.
main In force for a limited time, and could be ap-
plied only (o districts in wilch the Lord Lisutenant
Lind procisimed the suspension ol the writ of habeas
eorpus, ‘Ihe press In districts under ihe operation
of the law wonld be beld amenable Tor olences
against onder,

This siatement was recelved with uproarlous ap-
Pplause (rom Loth sides of the House,

Mr. Gladstone sald this brief aunouncement was
all that it was thought expedient now to make,

Mr., Cmchester Fortescue, jCntel Secretary for
Ireland, prescuted imperative reasons why the go-
vernment had up to woe present moment preferred
to adhere Lo the letter of the law tn dealing with 1 re-
land rather than resort to another suspension of the
writ of habeas corpus.

disemboweiled the woman, A large neision had
been made (o ke avdomen, from which the entrialla,
mangied and cul, gushed out. It (8 impossible to
describe the sickening horror of the seene. Blopad
bespattered ihe roum, ou the foor sud un the furni.
ture. The bedelothing was dyed with the gore,  °

‘I'iere 12 po doubt whitever that the ill-fated crea-
tore strugeled desperately for her e, The sppear-
ance of the room indicated that her assassin bad
overcome her only arter a fderce and prolonged re-
sistance. Hesides, the stroggle was heard by and
Bolually awoke tae negroes in the sdjoiming house,
ana the negro man rising from his bed rasued to the
door just Iv time to see the lorm of the murderer
leapiug  through the side window with a
bound apnd nurry of down the street.
