LA CONCIBRGERIN—ITS HISTORY AND USES.

Facing the river, on the opposlte side, 18 La Con-
clergerie, the only prison, of bistorical interest
which stil! exista i Paris. When the kings of
France iLuhabiled the I'niais de la Cik: the Concler-
gerie wad tue dwelling of wie concierge. For centu-
ries it nak been uwed a8 a prison and has igured
much in bistory, ‘The wreason of Porinet Leclero in-
troduced lnto Paris the partisans of the Duke of Bur-
gundy, whe Lrokeiuto \ue prisons (among others the
Conclergene) auid assussinated sbe prisoners of the
Armagnac party on tbe 12ith of June, 1418, Ravull-
lac, Oamiens, Moswgomery, the mvolantary mur-
derer of Lieary 1L, and other ceiebritles, have been
incarcerated within the walls of the Conciergerie,
On the 24 of September, 1792, the massacre of 1418
wis repewed, Tbe gates of the prison rolled back to
give entrance fo. those who never left the Coneler-
gerie until en rowle for the scallfold. Marie Antol-
nette and her sister-in-iaw, Eildzabeth, Madame Ro-
Iand, the Girondins, Daoton, the Duke of uUrleans,

AT THH PRISON QATH—ENTER.

To the gate of this prison I directed my steps. A
gray-beaded tarngey opensd the iron-barred gate
and told me to traverse the yard.

Executien of a Negro in Georgia for the
Murder of His Employer.

The COrime, Trial and Convietion—Partioulars of
the Criminal's Punishment

WairNsssoro, (a., March 12, 1870,

On yeaterday the usual quiet ol this town was dis-
turted by the excib & incid to the kon
ol & oriminal for the murder of a fellow belng.
Early lnst summer Ben Gouby, & negro of indifferent
charueter and noted as a desperado since the eman-
olpatlon of mis race, brutally murdered his ein-
ployer, & man of standing, named Adkin Lewis.
The manner of ¢he deed was such a8 to
shook and horrily any civiized community,
and it has since becn characierized as ono of the
most cold-dlooded butoheries ever recorded. Wish

doom such a orlme merited as the hands of his fel
low citizens, the murderer fed Lhe vicinily, Laking
with b his wife.
