mik dealers present were Messra. T, W. Decker,

Lins, Hopxins and Smith,

“Mr. GEORGE B, CRANE, who wus e'ected chairman,

on catling (he meeling w0 oraer stated woul it waa
the object of the producers to B0 Arrange matters
(e, wiile their interests wonld be thoroughty pro.
1ected, the dealers in the eity eould not suffer in any
way by any sction they abould sce Mt to take; and
he e:nressed a desire that evervihing would be
done 1 a st of goxd will and harmony.

Mr. I, P, CAaup, oOf the town of Somers, then in-
troduced the subject of the iaportance of the milk
trade, by satting forth an array of tgures that rather
sturtled somo of the farmers present. Along the
line of the Harlem road, he satd, there were 18,000
cows, which gave 40,000,000 guarts of milk s year,
and they had cost about $2,000,000. It took £700,000
A year to pay for the hired pelp In the business,
averazing each employé at thirty-flve dollars per
monih. Duorlng the winer months §500,000 were
expended in Kesping the cows and  paying for extra
reed, e sad the meeting should resolve that only
pure mik snonld be gent to the city, and that the
cand shoud not be ailowed to leave the piatforms
on thelr arrival at the depot, Under the presant
aystem they were gobibled up by irresponsible par-
e on thear arrivad 1n New Yorg, and (e often hap-
pencd that tie owners never saw then again.

Mr. 0 W, UBCK®R was bere lonaly called for and

The question as to what ought to be done with
miK arriving at the city depot sour gave rise Lo con-
siderable discussion, and oue of the gentismen sug-
gesied that 1t gbouid be sent back to the eountry,
whemnee 16 came, Iree of charge, by the rallroad com-
pany. Tnis, in s opinion, would effeciually settie
the subject of the milk surplus,
