Mr. Tweed received by mes¬
senger tills afternoon odi.i»l notico of his dismissal
from the position of Deputy Street Com¬
missioner. llo received tho fatal woodaxe
document, with good grace, and avowed his deter¬
mination never to hold public office again, but to
devote himself to his friends. Ills rooms to night
arc oesioged by politicians I rain the city and coun¬
try, and sympathy seems to be largely with him
lu his discomfiture, no accepts tho order
lrom Ills commander, "Never more be oQlcer
of mine," and say s ttiat.now he will be officer at large
for tho city and will make things Hot. Mr. Tweed
says he win liavo a charter for New York ready next
week, which will bo satisfactory to all honest men
of all partlCB, ami which will reduco taxation lu the
metropolis hundreds of thousands of dollars per
annum.

Statement*
As any additional Information bearing even re¬

motely on the defalcation uud sudden disappearance
of ex-Collector Bailey must at this time be eirgeriy
sought afier by the public, tbe following particulars of
the arrest of bis confidential clerk, together with the
statement or that party, will be found interesting.
Through the courtesy of Warden Tracy, a Hkrai.d
reporter obtained aa Interview last evening with K.
J. 0. Koop, who was lately the "right-hand man" of
the missing Collector, but is now|eitJoylng the hos.
pltallllea ol Ludlow street jail. Koop, who Is of
German extraction, florid complexion and gentle¬
manly address, was quite communicative and en¬
deavored to Impress his interrogator with trie be¬
lief tnut he possessed no Information regarding the
flight of his chief, which he desired to conceal.

STATEMENT OK KOOP.
The late confidential clerk to Hallev says that be

left the city and proceeded to Albany on official bust-
utss, by direction of Commissioner Delano, on Hie
same day (Tuesday) that tbe ex-Collector disap¬
peared. After transacting his affairs there be re¬
turned to tbe city last Friday morning, and oil en¬
tering tbe Collector's office was informed of llailey's
flight. He found a letter in the ofllce addressed to htm
(Koop) enclosing a check lor $i,iou from the ex-col-
lector as part payment lor funds loaned by him to
Bailey. Having presented this check ut the bank on
which it was drawn be was informed by the cashier
that Bai'ey did not have that amount remaining to
