This association la
comparatively new, having been organized last No¬
vember, and already having on Us rolls some
18,000 members.energetic, wide awake young men,
full of vim and determination to infuse morality and
uprightness Into our city politics and secure the
election to public oillces ot true and honost man,
ami thereby put an end to tho present franda and
corruptions existing in every department and branch
of our municipal government,

Mr. Cii aid es K. liKfTicic, cnalrmnn of the commit¬
tee presided, and after tho proceedings of the pre¬
vious meeting were read and approved made quilo
a lengthy speech, laklug as his text tfle present cor¬
ruptions of our city pontics. He spoke wltn feeling
and euewy on the subject, and after portraying these
abuses and their rapid und a.arming growth during
the past tew years indicated the Herculean labor
the* bad set themselves to accomplish and the pro¬
pose I mode oi doing it through their organization.
He had no doubt, through their central cl»ib organ¬
isation and branch organizations in every ward of
the city, of Dnal and speedy success, lu the course
oi tii* remark-. he stated that ofllceholders were now
ruling In this city nine thousand sinecure positions,
wild salaries ranting from il.ooo to su.ouo a year.Of thcie smecure places he stated further that Wil¬
liam M. Tweed now holds nine.

Two or three evenings subse-
quently the latter and his wile, alter visiting Newark,
wnere they propose removing, returned home,
and on entering their domicile found there
Kllkommen aud a companion named Morgan,
bjth being um'er the influence of drink. Mary
Rtiffley wa» there also. Pretty soon Mr. I.enz retired,
aud as his wile was about doing likewise, one ef the
men must into her chamber, she having Just douned
her night clothes, and, setting a chair, dealt tier a
terrific blow on the head, felling her instanur.
The husband Jumped out of lied and ran to his wile's
assistance, but ue. too. was felled In a similar man¬
ner. Besides, he was oeaten and bruised about the
face until hts features wee unrecognizable.
