Bome or these braves had ilxewise netr scted to ilintt
their war.ue daring to making incursious ana run-
Ding off the scruohy ponies of other triues. but bad
possessed themselves of American hon.es from tue
ranches of settlers. About twenty mr.es abov*** a
trading post or the Ncrthwest Far Company. Hers
coionei Baker learned that these ingenuous natives
bad suddenly conceive ! the idea of emigrating en
maset; and were at that moment scouring across
the plains away otT towards her Majesty's dominions,
la great disorder, and as last as uietr tll-nourtshsd
ponies could carry them, it was a pity to arrest
them en route to a foreign soli; but runners were
¦eut off at once with assurances ol safety, providedthey wouut give up the stolen horses tucn in their
possession. The principal chief ol the Bloods, old
Mull Ilaca Fat (this is a literal translation of his ept-
gramatlc. but unpoetlc name, wtucli u always sup-
Board to al lnde to some real or Imaginary quality ot
le individual), and the other cluels were in much
doubt wtetner it verity was altogether sale to turn
about; but ih.'jr w anted very much to g«st uaca to
their sbe.tered winter retreats on the Manas, and
therefore concluded to go down to ibe trading postand hear what Colonel Baker wished to hay to tnem;
which tney did. The chieia came in wuu me usual
"iiowr" 'how?" and handshaking; but were evi¬
dently far from being at their ease.« On being to d
lhat tne troops old nut come to molest them pro-
viue« wvuia Rgrw w stop ste^Bg icitk

the whiles ind give up iboec thay now had.thai they
came only 10 pumsn the Fiogans-the ehtela ex-
prea->«a great lallaiaonon; they immediately Insisted
on shaking hands all round once or iwioe more with
the officer*, and then through the whole command
with their - How T" and a vigorouii hand shake;
tnen came bach, and seemed qutie inclined to re-
jieut the process, lent some uiijfUt even yet po^ailtiy
doul>l the warmth of their frleudaiiip. lhey »yut
without a remonatrance roraucn of it>e stolen horses
us had not been already trailed otr lo other tribe*,
and orueied brought In likewise an abundance of
freah bUfll.O meat: Which wan very a<xeptat4e, since
tne tioopi hud fared rather hardly lor diet us well
a* com:r;rt on the march. Old Hull JUacn Fat is a
tine looking Indian pnyslca.ly.tall, broad uud
heavily built. and ol an almost benevolent
expression rrtlier than otherwise. ilo had rind
hlmse.l in his best apparel; iiih lens and body
were eoca ed in buckskin leggings uud a aim t;
around mm lie had wrapped a white woollen
blanket: aud on his head rested an oid stovepipe
am. or an uncommonly battered and dlsreputab.e
aspect; tue old chief was evidently proud or this
acquisition as u special auu honorable distinction
above all his fellow chiefs, and undoubtedly wore
it only in council with the whiles; ai oitter times
hia august brow went listless.
Leaving ihe trading post, a march of three days

brought die expedition in to Fort Shaw, to/eiuer
witu all tlieir captured aud recovered st«ek, aud a
more sorry and fke.eton lot ono probably never »et
eyes on cxcent at an Indian camp and in tns
winfr. This valuable lot of the Horse species some
2oo s'.rong, remains at liie post; ihe cavalry panned
ou to Fort Euls.

I have been delayed several days In wntlna this
letter, otherwise you would have received it ear.ier.
1 unserve tlui me Eastern papers aro constantly
commtmung ou iiie killing in cold blood ol the
women and children. They ought not to assume
such inhuman b;rbarity iigs been perpetr.ued, us
uoOiing of the k.ud was <Joii<\ 'Ihe most of the

wi>nij!ii were o it ol the camp in tne brush or woods
cooking breakiast ut nr.* Huh the attack wa.s nude;
uoue ol these wete injuiod, nor were any women
anu children designedly killed; eo lar as I can learn
ed'oris were made to nave iu inauv of tlieiu a* poisl
bie. War is inhuman and uesuuuiivc orilie, aud all
Indian wars have necu especially so-being wais oi
extermination, l.et any one ira-t the ui^tjry aud
termination of the tw#im-at Indian wars in tne
early seti.li meat ol New Kir.' uud. aud so on down to
tne present, time. tliey are ml a sad commentary to
l ie vJimtiun civilization ol America.

It seema strunge t.iui
mere suou'd ua such a want of kuowL-uge of
toe position winch army oauers have to maln-
tain In rclerouce to Iudiun affairs. f have in
iny coinmuud at '.east Ave thousand times of frontier
settlements, in* chicf ana only duty beiuipfco give
protectio.i to tlic families re;idinnou these iong tines
agaiust tin; outrages of Indians. The government
nas uivite l these ? euiers here by opening the nuds
to tlioni lor p.e-einptiou and improvement. The
number of men, women anil clilldien on this extend-
eci trontier is very gr^at, a id ifi.re is not a <uy
irom one year's end 10 ttie oilier that these lamilies
are exempt irom t.ie leariul luouahtol being mur¬
dered in the most lleudish manner, tne men scalps,
tne women ravished and tlie brains ol melr c'Ul-
dren dashed ohi. When 1 said iu apieviousiieuer
that e'ijlit hundred hau m ;t tnat late bines lw»2 I
wasbe.ow me figure and should nave said t.veive
Hundred.
My unties are to protect tnese people. I have

notiuna to «lo witn Indians but In turn connection.
There Is scarcely a nay jn wnicn 1 do not receive the
most neai trending appeals to save settlers from mo
cruel late wuicn may come upon tliem, and 1 am
j.jrce l to the alternatives of cnoostng wuetlier 1
snail regard their appeals or a.lotv them to be
butchered in order to save myself irom tne line and
cry of people who know u»t the Indiana, and whiwe
families have not me lear.inormug, noon and
uiuht.ol t>eiu#f ravisned anJ scalped by tnem. Tiio
wife of me man at the oentro oi wealth, civilization
and refinement is not moro dear to ium thou is the
v ile of the pioneer of the frontier.

l h.ive no hesitation in making my choice. T am
QOhiy to suind bu the people oi er whom 1 am placwt
int'l 'jive them what protection / can. He Have
not the tioops to place ate«ch man's house *o deieuJ
if, mil liavo someti'Bes to taice me ottcusive to
punlsn lor cri.ucs already commu ted in order to
prevent the perpetration of others. In taking llio
otr-fn lvc 1 have to s<?:cct that (season when l can
catch the Uends and ir a village is attacked and
w omen an l children killed, tne responsibility is not
witti toe soldier, but with the people whose crimes
necessitated the attack.
During thenar, did anyone hesitate to attack a

village or tcwi' occupied oy the eueiny because
women and children were wnuiu its limit* V Did
we cease to throw shells into Vlcksourg or Atlauia
iwcavwe woiiieu aua culldreu were there? It tne
women a.id c.in iren woie save \ in those placei it
was bt caus'j tuev Dad cellars to go into; and should
any o! me women and chiMreu o: the l'legans nave
lost tue.r lives, i sinc^reiy regret tnat tney bad not
Kimliiuvp^ces o reinge. ill jiuh I doubt if thev
would tiavo ato 1'ed euounoiviw of ihoiu, tor they
fjuht wlch more lury than the tneu.
TUe solUkis do not want to kill the Indians. After

long years ol Indian lronoer eurvicc 1 am satieUed
thHt they are tn« only good practical friends tue In¬
dians have.* .

we cannot avoid beintr abused by one Bide or the
other. If we allow me deleuceless people on the
frontier to :>o seal;.ed and ravi»ned we are burnt in
ctllgy and execrated as soulless monsters, lusensiole
to tno suflertngs of humanity. H the Indian is pun¬
ished to give se.urlty to inese people, we are the same
soulless monsters irom the otuer side. Tula is a bad
predicament to be in, out, as 1 have said, I have
nutdt my choice and am going to viand ly the
pinwle iclioni the government has place l me l<#se. to
pro'ect. The reservation is the last ditch of the
wild Indian, out to get mm tuero he must be forced
ou t>y the tro ips. lnoaj»who think he can be in-
nuced to go mere by other means are mistaken.
When on ttie rcicrvatlo.i he will have to be kept
tiiere by the presence of me troops, aud thus become
tanuiblc lor the good work of civilization, and Ue
can only be protected iu his rltrnts wftlie tnere oy
tl.e troops keeping o.t the emigrants who encroaeu
ou his iatid.

All these points are practically exhibited each
year. 1'he t aevcnnjs, Arapahoes, Conianches, Kio-
wus and Apacnes have Just been forced ou by the
troops. During tha last year, as soon as I withdrew
ttie troops iroiu the sac and l ox lteservition, the
euiigrunis took possession. A flood of emigration
u.most ten thousdui airou<{ moved lu solid mans
and occupied tue osaife Reservation, because there
were nodroops there tj keep rliem oir. Ail the other
reservations ou wnicn the ludian mar ve: b.' placed
will be lost in tne same manner unless guarded by
tue military.

However Inefficient the doctors or the Board may be

ta the discharge of their duties. and however well-
pronn led reasonn the suffering ruWIc hare to com-

pi8in of the red tape manner ol tlie Board of trans¬
acting tie business, the attorneys of tne Board
.mould not be Uicladed in the blame. Yet It should
not t>e lost eight of that this Increased activity
on the part of these law*era aprtnga not
solely from an honest deal re lo aerve the

people well. in every case brought into
court In the name of the Health Board and which
results favorably for the complainant, "costs" are
taxed and generally collected, which go to increase
the income of the attorney, and thus constitute
unite an effectual Incentive for filing oomplalut upon
complaint against Mich as fail to comply with the
thousand and one provisions of the health ordi¬
nances. Hence since the organization of the Board
no less than 7,302 civil actions for the recovtry of
penalties have been instituted in the ~ixth District
civil Court, presided over by Judge fliacldeua H.

The caase
of action is frenciaily stated to have accrued because
the tenements described were not kept In proper
order, as for instance, that ttie bedrooms were dark
and had no ventilating or transom windows: that
ihcro was no the escape; that the yards, cellars and
siaira were In a tlliiiy condition: that the vaults
were not cleaned; that there was no sewer connec¬
tion with the street *eiver-; that iliere was not suro¬
dent area in irout of celiar-lo'luinys, and many
other Biuiiiur shortcomings of the tenement land-
loids are thus complained of.
