It looks like It, and It behooves
all the South American ropublics to be ou their
guard,

ms It Proscats Itsellf in Furope.

By the European malil at this port during
the past two days we lLave important and
highly interesting details of our Old World
news advices by cable to the t8th of March.
They oome in the shape of specinl correspon-
dence and newspaper reports. The narrative
which was commenced in our columns yester-
day Is continued to-day. It ig of ® very
varied character, and furnizhes ample food
for refloction to the educated, unprejudiced
mind of America. Our special writer in Lon-
don presents the most important, decided and
Interesting features of the résumi in the ahle
commuuication la which he agaln chronicles
the natlonnl march of the people ot Great Rgl-
tain towards the atiainment of a republican
form of government. In this latter he intro-
duoes to the Amerloan people the aristo-
demooracy of the Britiah nalion, as mar-
shalled under the lead of the young Earl of
Derby, in Ita enduavors toreconoile the pecrage
with the popular demand for reform, and
thus, If possible, save the institution by toning
it down to & harmonious and patriotic com-
minglement with the upheaving and rather
turbid wave tide which swells from the manu-
facturing districts and from Ireland towards
ita still slippered foet. This letter comes in
valuable continuation of those on the swme
subject which appeared in the Hegarp on the
9th and22d inst. The Mordaunt divoree had
been again before Lord Penzance in Chambera,
The Enclish lawyers wero still engaged with
the Kelly divorce case, and the House of
Lords was lavestigating the extraordinary
clalm which has beon made to the Irish peer-
age of the earldom of Wicklow. The Godrich
divorce suit was also before Lord Penzance,
that able jurist, after having decided the case
of Lady Mordaunt and vindioated the honor of
the Prince of Wales, being culled on to say
what disposition should be made aa to the care
and custody of the children of the Godrich
marriage. The infauts were hid away, how-
over, by a romantically inclined governess,
whose obstinacy of evasion was overcome
only by the exercise of greut judicial skill,
combined with much snavity of mannver.
