A GENERAL RUSH TO ALBANY
‘had been made by the leaders of both factlons. An
lmmense crowd left on the eleven P. M train might
befere lnst, and yesterday morning o large number
followed, thus rransierring the active fgnting foroes
bodlly to Albany with tbelr ordonance, bageage and
eamp followers. The Mayor's oflice was sensibiy re-
leved of Its swarm of nangers-on and wos
‘“closed at an unusually early hour, SherilI (VBrien's
quarters were thronged throunghont the day,
but the battle-scarred eniefs of the clan were missed
in their favorite corners, and their places en-
croached upon by the great unwashed. Tne ofilee
vof the City chamberiain, in the absenoce of 1ts chief
and his lleutenants, was as quiet a8 a chureh,
and mr. Tweed's headquarters In  Duane
street wore o scarcely less deserted appear-
apee, Everybody remsrked how  dall it was
The sources of romors having temporartly
disappeared from the scene, and no one of the
swell fraternity dispiaying suificlent enterprise to
originate news, the remaining City Hall and Court
House politiciaos were oporessed with ennm to a
degree which the most potent refreshments conli not
fessen, and wiueh drove away the loungers long be-
fore their cugtomary hour for dispersimg.
MONDAY NIGUT'S DEMONETRATION
formed the absorbing tople of discusslon among all
parisans. ‘The prevalling opinion In the morng
ing was that Tweed and his friends had been in-
finenced by fears of defeat in shutting the doors
of Tammary to the young democriacy, and bets were
freely offered that the tables would soon be turned
upon the “ring;” but ssthe day sdvonced and in-
telligence wns  received from  Albany of the
rapla  progress  made  with  the new charter
in the Legialature, the Dpets  assumed o
differeut aspect and the revolling Tascaroras looke a
very pour.

was folled and fated. Then, after 8 minute’s
calmness and occol refectiwn, she deliberntely
eptered the vath room, an apartment aojoumng
the room of her lover, and tasing the pistol, the
nrst shot of wnich she desigued lor her lover, she
placed 1t at her lelft breast and fired, the ball enter-
ing her coest just below whe left mpple.

I'ie inguest on the body of Catherine 8htelds, who
died from the enects of malpracce snd subsequent
premature child birth, wuas held before Coroper
Burng, at Jersey Clity, lust evening. The particulars
of this case were given brivily 10 Sunday’s HeraLD,

Thedying dectarations of the girl were read to the jury,
getting forth that she vecaine pregnant bY Pawrick
Walerson, of Liergen; that sne had lived as o servans
In his house alter Der arrival in Lais country; thut
she went 1o New York and engaged the services of
br. Charies T. Cobel, who reswles at No, 112 First
uvenue, and that he produced premmature dellvery.
A letter from the doctor to Walerson wis
also produced, demandmg the payment of
twenty-filve dollars  for the aforesard  ser-
vices and threateming litigatton if the money
was not  fortucoming. alerson was  placed
on the staud and avowed such ensire Innocence ol
the whole matter that he stated he did not know
ber name wax Shields at all. He could only say that
tnere was once & young irl in his house a8 servant
whose name was kate, Dr. Hadden testifled tuas he
made a post wortem examinaiton and wad of oplo-
fon that death ensued from the malpractice above
referred to.

Tue jury rendered a verdict that Catharine Shields

came 0 her death from the effects of an abortion

produced by Dr. Cobel, and that she was pregnant

by Patrick Waterson, and Mrs, Downes, Keeper of
the boarding house No. 176 Bay street, Jeraey City,
was censured for her neglect of the unfortunate
girlk.  On tnis verdict Cobel was commitied for trial

and Waterson was andmicted to ball in $3,000 w ap-

pear before the Grand Jury.

Cobel 18 bordering on sixty, has a withered ap-
pearsnce, with sunken eyes, hoilow jaws, and
altogetber has an appearance not actually repul-
sive, but what may be conveyed 1b the term “wiz-
zened.” Tihis 18 not the first time he was lntroduced
to the public un such a charge. Waterson is about
forty, strong and mrscular, and geeps o boarding
house for car conductors and drivers at the Bergen
depot. He possesges decision and determination,
but winced as the stoutest should winee at the
heartborning words of the dying giri—*As I am
abont to go into the presence of wmy God,
Waterson 18 the only man who ever,” &c., alludlug
1o the prelode of her miserable rate, Mhbe
left 8ligo, 1w lreland, about the mouth of July, 1568,

and her mother 18 gtill hving there. Sbe was pos-
sessed of @ splenaid physique, bat when the Coro-

ner found her lying on a wrelched bed, surrounded

by rqualor and desitution, sie presented & ghastly

anad revoitiug speclacie.

Tha Cunoeri in Litigation—An Injunction Issued
by Judge Cardoso Restraining the Re-
funding of Bubscriptions.

On the Gih of last May the State Legislatare passed
an “Act 1o incorporate the Hansom Cab Company"
of this oity, with & capital ef $250,000, in whares of
fifty dollars each. Authorliy was given the company
t0 increase Its capitel stock to the extent of
$160,000 for every additional 100 eabs pot in use
by the corporation, which was also suthorized Lo
organize and commence business whenever $100,000
bad been subscribed and twenty-four per cent tnere-
of paid in.

‘I'ne comMpany NOW appears in court nupon a com-
plaint, before Judge Cardozo, made by Calixte Har-
vier on behalf of himsell and otbher sulscribers to
the cab fund, awsinst Edward W. Brandon, Jerome
Buck, John H. Anthon, Walter Roche, Nathanlel
Jarvis, Jr.—the Hansom Cab Company—Sidoey I.
Slator, @8 tremsurer of the Hausom Cab
Company, and Willlam Butler Duncan, David
Dupean, Willam Watts Shermsn and Fran-
c¢ls H., Graln, composing the frm of
Duncan, Sherman & Co. and others. Tue com-
plaint, after setbing forth the terms of the act of 1n-
corporatlon of the cab company, recites that after
the passage of the act some of the directors resignsd
and others were appoinled to 2l vhelr places; thai
the defendants, Edward W, Brandon, Jerome Buck
snd Henry Spear, baving been appolnted commis-
sloners to recelve subscripuons to she capital swock,
opened books for thal purpose at the bankiong house
of Duncan, Sherman & Co.; that upon sald books
certaln persons and drms named lu toe complalns
became subscriberd, each person deposiung §12 50
oo each ehare so subscried, wnich deposits on the
2d ol Beprewber amounted to $11,576; thal upon Lue
representanons of the delendant ‘Brandon, thau
$100,000 bad veen subscribed and twenty-lour per
cent thereof pald in, s wmeeting of direciors was
called on or about the 24 of Seplember, &t which o
check for the $11,576 was presented, wnd the sald
detenaant Lrandon ciaimed that additional sab-
scriptions  for numbers Of shared, 10 e ag-
gregate  ammounting &0 the didersnce bee
tween the number embraced in the deposits of
$11,675, and whe Y 1o be ibed
