characterized his demeanor throughout tiie trial,
except that wlieu counsel tor the ilofcnco, iu Hummingup, alluded to bin nuking for Inn luuUiur ou the
day of tho tragedy, wh.le utio had been dead two
yearn, ltuckhont's eyes were suffused with tears.

that his health hud always been good siuce. i lie
opinion of the wituess us to Bucxhout's condition
ot mind when ho last saw him was ruled out by the
Court.

Dr. 8. H. Bchtnld, being sworn, testifled. I have
been a practising physician tor the past twcive
years; have been jail physician ut wtuto Plains
for four years; have had experience in cases
of tusuuity; saw buckhout iu the jail on the Thursdayfollowibg tho tragedy; ho had uo physicaldisease, apparently; us ho declined to answer
any questions l administered eihor as an experimentgauoiully loiiiid successful in cases of
feigned m-unity ; while recovering Horn the eilecis
ot the ether lie became communicative uud
appealed perfectly rational; an attempt was
lime uiatio t»y Hie prosecution to have the witness
repeat Hut-knout's coutessmn: but judge Coolir.in
promptly ruled it out, and staled that ilic inquisitorialmeasure reaorli-d to 011 that occasion, was
unworthy of tins enlightened age. The prosecution
here closed their ctt >e.

TIM TASK fllVKN TO THK JUKT.
CrenvUte r. .looks aduresned the jury in behalf of

the accused, dwelling particularly ou the eircnmstancethat the prosecution hud 1 ailed to show any
motive which could have uctuntod the prisoner
in committing the cruue. He then traced
the actions ond expressions o: the accusedfroiu their commencement ntuu yours
uno, down to the Uuy of tne tragedy, and
argued that thorn acts and expressions, us testified
to lu tho evidence, were positive proofs 0/ mental
disorder. The counsel continued to justiry the accusedin all ihc eccentricities of Ids deportment as
act rortb In the lestnpony, ana labored with nm well
knowu arxuipenlattve eloquence to convince the
Jury that the accused was actuated oy no motive in
slaughtering bis best iriends. II10 address of Mr.
Jenks was ingenious, forciblo and elaborate, nud
occupied about three hours iu its delivery.
Henry L. Clinton summed up lor tho prosecution,

and 111 a logical, convincing argumour, endeavored
to sweep away the gossamer web wluon the detenco
hud thrown over the acts end conversations of the
nrisouer. lie dwelt lorciblv on the admission or iir.
brown (who waseahed 0/ t&e defence), and rehtmdcd
the Jury that when he (Dr. Iliown) resutiea that
in hi* opinion rue deietiduat at the time or (ho kill-
ing knew r:gnt from wrong, the death knell of the
deiencc was sounded. l nis was ail the prosecution
wanted to prove. Counsel tuen reviewed the ie*tiinuiiy,showing mat Huckhout had hecn a heartless
libertine, and to crown ins lotaniy, ho accused tits
wife of intideiitr. According to his own
fitalemeut he loved the woman whom he
uud ruined, hotter than ids own wife, and he was
dctarmiued to cut loose from the marriage tie. Was
tifis, he asked, insanity t Tills was a motive sufllcumtlor his awlul crime. Bleu hy step and incidentby Incident the counsel laid bare the career
of the prisoner, snowing that he was a man ot auiiictentlydepraved heart and during disposition to
perpetmfe the slaughter piemeditutedly- and then
simulate insanity, wr. Oilmen's argument was
logical, exhaustive and orerwiielming,Justice lappcn, in Ids charge to trie Jury pointed
out toe courtictiiig portions of the testimony, uud
explained the law by which Ihey should be governed.His remarks on the testimony were decidedly
unfavorable to the theory of insanity on
the part of the prisoner, which prompted
counsel lor the defence to have the court cuurge the
Jury anew on intrica'O points oi law, wnicu they
considered bore directly on the case, 'l he Jury then
retired to deliberate, and had not returned with a
verdict at a late hour last night,

WfAly Lenten Lecture by tbe !(cv. Pr. Pi*.TheIter. Dr. Dlx delivered the rourtu of his lute
resting eerier of Lenten lectures upon' The six
General Councils of the Church" lost evening in St.
Paul's chapel. There was a large and appreciative
assemblage in attendance. The reverend gentlemanstated that the Oouuctl of Chalcenou was one
of the most important of Its character the world
ever saw. It was held in the year 431, and matters
of belief relative to the nature or Christ in dispute
at previous councils vroro there definitely settled.
namely. that lie was periect iu Ills divinity, perfect
in fits mtratimty; tneunion of these in ills undividedpresence, and their perfect distinction notwithstandingtneir unity: that Christ was (iod and
mun at ouco. yet tlis two natures were in no respectcouanbsiantlai or made part of tne other. The
Council of Chaiouiloti, tu its dogmatic definition,
recited the creed adopted at Nice, as well as ihut at
Constantinople. The lecturer claimed that ihe
supremacy of the pope war, then regarded us a
matter of arrangement, souled by a decree of
tiic bisnops, not upon a defined right, but upon the
political importance of citlos, and moreover that the
Council would Mien do what it thought best without
regard to the Wishos of the bishop of Ilome. It
was provided at. mat council mat uo clergymanshould engage in uu.r secular trmie, nor should oe
ordained without a title or hold more beneiiccs than
one at a time, and that Church livings should never
be bought or sold. The reverend gcnt,em&n alluded
to the action of Popo Leo, who tvas justly termed
great, and alluded to the condemnation or the doctrinesof Kutyches and lrlsocorus. Having touched
upon the various phases of the history ot the tunes
he observed that civil arid religious questions were
strangely mixed up with each other. He then u iverteato the struggles between C'nurch and Stale,
snowing that the iorm°r took a suecessinl consolidatedlorm, and concluded by remarking that the
rights which the Church hna borne so steadily appearedto bo receding and lading uway in the distance.

The train had reached a point on ths
main lino a short distance below Honthfleld. when
the passengers noticed that ihey were proceeding at
an unusuul speod. Thodein tne rear car soon found
themselves tossed about on tiietr acuta by the
wuecl* of tticir car passing from tie to tie or
tJia road, having lc:i too num. Tlie beil
rope wm nulled and the tram slackened its speed
for u moment and then dashed on again. Dy tnta
tunc tne train Had reached southfTtdd and a corner
or Hie car which was off tlie track went CrashingInto tbo station bouse. Tbe engineer at tengtubegan to liave an impression that something
was the matter with bis train, and he abut off nteum.
An examination showed that the car bad run tor a
mile and a hair over tlie ties, and that Its upperwork was ltadiy broken up. 'J be running part remainedunuroken. and this doubtless saved tne pascongersrrom maiming and death. As it was, no ono
was much injured.

Conu.. la
the sixty-second year of Uls age. He waa bora in
buig Slug to 1306, and was descended from one of
(ho oldest Knickerbocker Iwniuea of New York. Ills
father and grandfather both dlstlngub4led thciuselvesIn the Revolutionary war, the former being
General Ueiuvan, who won reputation in the CoutlnentaiArmy, ins mother was a niece of Governor
ogden, of New jersey, and Is skid to have been an
estimable lady.
Mr. De'avan recotved a gno<? edneation, and

aliortly alter leaving bcIiooI ue catna to this
city, where be engaged In tba hardware business on
Maiden lane. Subsequently tie moved to ttio corner
of Croudway and Uroome street, wUerd he remained
for thirty >earn, doing a largo and profltablo business.In 1S29 he entered into political life, supportingthe democracy. Although Ins Influence did uot
extend beyond the city, it becamo so extensive to
our midst ttint during tbe following year Mr. l)ciavan,notwithstanding Ids youth, was elected Secretaryof the Tammany Society. lie arterwards becameScribe of the Council aud Father of the Council,aud last of ult was elected Grand Sachem.a positionhe held with digutly for live successive years,
in addition, Mr. Peiavauwas for over tinny ftm
a member of the Tammany Geueral Committee, aud
toon au active and Influential part in lis dclibem
tions.

&lr. Delavan was a rarity among politicians. Tie
sought no uflioes, and when tbe / were conteried
upon hlru he performed Ids duties in an upright
manner; nor was an act of corruption ever cnargea
upon him. His first oitlctal position was that ot collectoro! Assessments, which ho held during the
aduiinistraiioii or Muvor Tiemauu. By his energy
aud strict attention to business ho made his depu. tinentoueot tue most elhctoiitin tno city, sinning u
ar. me time he tuck charge It had become notoriously
lneflicleni and a proposition for Its aoollsument had
been made in the State Legislature. On a vacancy
occurring in the ofllce of Cur Inspector in iso'J severalnames were sent In to fne Board or Aldermen
for coiitlrmatlou aud all were rejected. At length
Mr. Deluvuu'H name was sent ia and on tae lutu ot
June of the same year it was unanimously confirmed.
For tour yean* nc perforuiod itw duties ot his office,
wuicti then included the street c.eaniug. public
markets an>i sanitary bureaus, giving satisfaction to
Hie jiuullo both hy the efficiency with wuicti the
work lie supervised was performed and by nis
economical management. lt'is said taai during nls
term or oillce the streets were Kept cornier than th"y
had ever neon belore. or have ever neon since,
although the expense has increased to double what
it was when he had control, in 1S03 Mr. Deiavan retiredItoiu oiilce and was succeeded bv Mr. K. 1. A.
Uoole. during whose term tho Ciiy Inspectors departmentwas abolished.
The only otuer ortlctal position ever hold by the

deceased was that of Naval Storekeeper, at this
port, and to which he was appointed by President
PR-ice in 1803. as with the offices subsequently
Hold by htut, the uuti.'H were satisfactorily performed.since lso'i Mr. Delavan ba.l not taken an
active part in politics, allDouuh he had preserved
his lhduence with his party, unci was frequently consultedon poiiitcal measures. .Soon alter his appointmentus City inspector his name was spoken
oi as tnat ot a candidate on an independent ticket
for the orftoe of Major, but bo declined the nominationbeiore it was made, ana the movement fell
through, no was neyer a candidate for olttce but
once, and that was in l»4s. wueti he ran lor the positionor Alderman of the Kighth ward, and was deTentedby tils whig competitor by a lew votes,
although the ward gave a strong whig majority.
We have already stated that as a poitticiau Mr.

Deiavan was singularly free irpua reproach- His
nuuie was never uasociateu wltu thecoirupt Jobs
which f-ooften damn the reputation oi tnose wno
take active and prominent part in polities. During
the excitement of the wur upon tho United States
Hank ho supported President Jackson, of whom he
was a warm personal friend oud confidant. Indeed,
his relations with all the democratic Presidents,
from Jackson downward, were animate, but, exceptingfrom Pierce, be would accept office iroin
none. Although millions or dollars ol public money
passed through his uuuds, and he had numerous opportunitieslor taking advantage of hli position to
amass weaith, he always retired from office no better
oil' than his official salary had made him. in pteor
of this fact we need only say that he has died iu pour
circumstance*.
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kuowu, was obtained from too position ot colonel
which ho held in a city regiment attached 10 General
Sloiins' lingerie of me old inilitia organization.
Wneu the NutlontU Guard was established he gave it
his support, and although he took no part in its organizationand ceased to peri or in military duty ho
ever felt pride la our citizen soldiery.
