of General Grant will shorten tho period of

promising destiny. A fair treaty oace concluded,a regimont or' two of United States
troops thrown into the colored republic to
restore order and set the noisy disputants who
now harass their country to work would soon

enable commerce and industry to write the recordof Haytien affairs In other characters
than blood and fire.

The Council and the Civil Powers..
Later nowa informs us that there is uo likelihoodof the Pope abandoning his ground. He
is resolved to be infallible, and being able to
count on the majority, he is determined to put
it to the vote. At (he same time we are told
that Count Daru has given up the idea of
sending a lay representative to Rome. The
reason for this change of policy is said to be
that he has not fouud sufficient encouragement
from the governments of Vienna, Madrid and
Florence. The Pope and the Counoil are thus
to be allowed to take what course they please.
This has all along been the idea of Von Bcust,
tko Austrian Chancoiior. Wo may now look
for 3ome action on the part of the Council in
relation to the Syllabus and infallibility. Wo
may also look for a general tearing up of existingconcordats. The breach between Church
aud Stato promises to widen more and more.

When Dr. Potter tells us that
there is nothing incongruous iu "the Gospel
in tbo ralpit of a Water Blrcet rumseller" we
cannot al'ogelber agree wi'b him. However
ptire and pious may be the motives of the
Water Btroet missionaries there is but little of
tho sublime ta tho spectacle of Binners being
fed with tho loaf of tbo divine spirit in one

room while Burners are feeding loafers with
spirits auylhiu.; but diviue in the oilier.
Turning to tbo Catholio churches we learu

that all were thronged. The serm-.ns were,
devoted to the subject of tho passion of Christ,
and, as usual, tho faithful wore exhorted to u

true repentance, without which tho performanceof the religious duties demanded by the
Church during Passion week wid not avail.
At the Church of the Epiphany Bishop Connor
somewhat varied the monotony of sermons by
delivering a discourse defining tho proposed
dogma of Papal infallibility. Of oonrso, the
Bishop believes that the Pope is infallible, and
he does not think that tho proclamation of the
Council declaring him so will do more than
affirm what all Catholics believe. If this be
the case, why proclaim the dogma at all ?
At the churches of the several Protestant

denominations (he services were solemn and
tho sermons fairly good. Sensational preachers
were severely handled at the Hose ilill Methodistchurch, the preacher declaring that their
sermons had no effect upon the minds of their
congregations after these had left their
churches. Ho thought that people were in
ecsticies over their hopes for three months in
tho year, and served tho devil faithfully tho
romaiuing nino. There is much truth iu this
assertion, severe as it is, and it is the result of
a sad tendency of humanity to lollow that
business longest which yields the most immediatereturns. At the Church of the Divine
Paternity Dr. Chupin took for his text the
words "Hallowed be Thy name," and preached
eloquently on the subject of holding God's
name holy; while, in sympathy with him, Rev.
Mr. Danuer, at the Union Reformed church,
explained the gentleness of God's love. At
Christ church Dr. Ewer informed his congregationthat the Bible was the great seed book
of the Church, of which we havo no doubt,
seeing that its contents are intended for propagation.The reverend doctor took an opportunityof giving the Pope an indirect slap, by
declaring that St. IVil of England was calling
St. Peter ol Rome to account for his manifold
errors. In uil the other churches the servants
of the Lord sowed the seed of religion, and if
the soil be fruitful we may eutertain hopes of
a bounteous harvest. Even at Plymouth
church Brother Boeohur was solemn and
impressive, stating the obstacles to the
Christian in the walk of life, and deploring
that there was not more religious zeal at the
present time.
In Washington alone was Passion Sunday

city, who aro oert-Hnly as anxious for good
government outside of politioa as the seediest
ward politician oan protend to be inside. Tho
protestations of tho lattor ought to be, and
usually are, accepted with a '/reat allowance of
salt and a large margin for buncombe; but
when an argument or an act appeals to the
pockets it is safe to say that it will touch a

chord that calls for truth without buncombe,
whether the act or argumont is disagreeable or

otherwise.
The Citizens' Association for six years has

been aiming t-o do a good work in securing municipalreforms, and it has snooeodod in many
notable instances. It has made fearless war

upon all the city officers who were corrupt or

ncgieotful, and upon the city commissions that
it deemed derelict, without regard to politicsor power; aod although wo have at times
<uit caucu upon 10 remote or nuiciue bohiu ui

the idiosyncrasies in which it iudulged, like
the humanitarian Bergli, we have never
doubted its dovotion to a good work nor
obstructed its efforts to carry that good
work to a successful issue. Now that it has
come out in an unreserved approval of the
now Charter, which realises most of its
efforts at reform, wo preBeat its memorial in
another column as the best argument we can
offer to the thinking mass of the people for a

good, hosost and sound city government.
The petition attached offers similar solid

arguments in favor of the same Charter. When

The Savage Rett Man.
Those who, living comfortably and safely

in civilized communities, have raised their
voices in bitter denunciation of General
Sheridan for his punishment of the
Piegan Indians, may probably change their
tone on reading the despatch from Atlantc City, Wyoming, this morning. Six white
men were killed there on the 31st ult., and
a ata^e coach, in which Paymaster GeneralAivord, Major Russell aud four soldiers
of the United States army and three
other persons were passengers, is so

long overdue that there is no reasonable
conclusion except tbat all of them have been
massacred. The Indians who perpetrated
these outrages were not hostile bands with
whom we were at open war, but they were

peaceable Indians, in whom the white settlers
had faith, and thev were distributed about
tbat vicinity by General Augur, when, on tbe
ratification of peace treaties, be Was looking
about for some reservation on which they
could settle. No doubt they came to these
peaceful pursuits at tbe beginning of winter
with plenty of presents and guns and ammunitiondonated them by the confiding government.As soon as the grass grows their

France. It has again and again been neoesaaryto call in the military. On Saturday the
disturbance seems to bare been quite serious.
It was reported in Paris atnoon that the disordersbad been suppressed aud tbat peace
reigned. Later In the erenlng it was announced
that the disturbance had increased and that
additional troops bad been soot thither. It
was added that the troubles were kept allre by
oontributiona of money from other countries.
Crenzot is one of the great centres of the iron
trade in France. The district abounds with
ooal and iron, and tho great factory owned by
the Schneiders employs not fewer than ton
thousand men. It would not bo wonderful if
it proved true that foreign workmen, especially
thot,o of Great Britain, were helping to keep
up tho striko at Crcuzot by oontributiona of
money. Living is cheaper in France than in
England. Men can be got to work for lower
wages. French iron and steel can therefore
be sold obi-apor than those of Great Britain.
If It be true that the strike at Grouzot it
the result of a European combination, it will
only confirm what we have often repeated to
these columns, t lat the railroad and telegraph
have placed tho workmen under entirely new
conditions.conditions which render probable
at no distant day the complete revolution of
European society. Year by year it becomes
more difficult for tho monarchies and the
oligarchies to keep down the fiorco demooraoy.
A European trade combination shows the possibilityof a European political oombination.

The Connecticut Election.

The Connecticut eleotion comes off lo-day
for Governor and other State officers, Legislature,&c. It is purely a local election, but the
Slate Is so closely divided between the two
parlies that it makes even a purely local contestlively and exciting. The result, of oourse,
is doubtful; but the democrats are sanguine of
a handsome success. Last April their popular
candidate, English, was beaten four hundred
votes for Governor by the popular republican,
Jewell, while iu November, 18G8, when the
democrats wero demoralized, General Grant
carried the Stato by three thousand. The republicans,for the present fight, which is b3tween
Jewell and English again, had been counting
upon the acquisition of the negro vote.about
fourteen hundred in the State.but the proclamationof the fifteenth amendment came too
late to enable them to make the necessary local <

arrangements for the admission of this now

element, whereby the democracy have boon
greatly encouraged.
The campaign has been mainly fought by

the republicans on the merits of General
Grant's administration, Congress and the republicanparty; and on the other side in the usual
democratic denunciations of Grant, Congress
and all concerned. The result, then, though
not amounting practically to much any way,
will be an endorsement or disapproval of Grant
and Congress by Connecticut; but still a victoryto the dcmocaoy even in Connecticut, at
this juncture, will bo of great value to them
as indicating not only that the party still
lives but that it is actually gaining ground.
Slaveby is Cuba..We publish in another

part of tlio Herald to-day an interesting communicationfrom a citizen of Havana, whioh
throws considerable light on the recent order
of the Captain General in relation to certain
negro slaves. The writer bases his letter on a

late despatch from Havana which was publishedin the American newspapers, and which
is calculated to mislead the people of the
United States by indicating that the Spanish
government contemplates the abolition of negro
slavery on tho island. The despatch in question,which was transmitted by the Associated
Press agent in Havana, is widely different
from Captain General do Rodas' decree, of
which the telegram furnished pretended to be
an explanation,
