OBITUARY.

Edwavd N. Thayor.

A telegram [rom Puiladeiphis announces the
deatn in that eity yesterday of Edward N, Thayer,
the well known veteran aotor, He was seventy-iwo
years of age, having been born In Boston, Mass,,
m 1798, apd  was Aescended from  one of
the earlicst setilers of New Engand, In  one
of the grammar schoold of lus pauve city
he received a  good rodimentary education,
and was preparing for o colleglate course
when the posttion of midshipman In the Unlted
States Navy wus offered and accepted by him. He
aceordingly went into the service on the 1sth of
June, 1812, and was at once assigned to duty on
board the frigat+ Chesapeake. On the 1stof June,
1513, the galiant Lawrence accepted the
challenge of the PBritish frigete Shannon
for a mDaval epgasgement off Boston har-
bor. Lawrence nad just joined nis sbip, which
was Inadequaiely manned, and was compelled to de-
pend greatly upou his officers, who were young and
Inexperiencen. Ip tbe gevers encounter Lhat took
place young Thayer acted right gallantiy. With the
surviving ofticers and men of the Chesapeake he
wirs made prisonar by the Brinsh and taken to Hali-
fax, where ne remained for seven months. On being
exuhnnled he returned to duty and was actively em-
ployed until peace wus declared 1o 1815,

On the 23d of May of the same year the deceased
resigned hia commission as midshipman and re.
turned to privale lile. He sbhortly enterea  Harvard
University us & law atudent, remaioing there nearly
two years. We do not tbhink that he ever practised
at the bar, for the pext we hear of nin is at Hoston,
where, yielding o a peachant for thestage, he joined
a dramanc association and studied assiduonsly
witn a view to adopting the theatrical professton,
He made rapid p s, and 1o 1821 appeared for
the first tilne as cred, 10 “Tancred and Sigis-
mund,"” Success altended Lhis representation, and
tngnu‘mr I‘:'lls nalma W:ﬂ pllage‘m 0:1 lge list o mugr
actors at the olg ¢ral Sireet theatre—ihe modt

In 1824 Mr. Tnayer made his débit ln New York,
appearing at the old Chatham theatre as Young
id in “A Cure for the Heartache.” Subse-
quently he was engaged at the old Lafayette theatro,
on Laurens streel, near Canal.  This place of amuse-
ment was, at the time, one of Lhe most popular in
tue country, all the pleces perforwed there being
put on in &plendid style. ‘The stage was che largest
in the United States, helngomuw than twenty reet
deeper tham thal ol the Bowery theatre. It was
constructed for General Charles W. Bandford, snd
was burned down i 1824, During Mr. Thajer's
career here the thealre boasted of voe of the best
of enmpunies, the members including such names ay
Henry Wallack, James Watking Burroughs, Peter
Ricmings, J. M. Scout, George F. Hyatr, Henry
Eberle, W. Stemne, Mra.

He seemed
to have a fuller knowledge of Lhe government of the
clty than any of those who preceded him,
HORACE GREELEY
spoke for nearly an hour, and did not once 1n il
that time iwist ia red pocket handkerchiel in his
fingers. He thought that the Mayor shoula be
elocted at the same time as the aldermen—that §s In
spring—no matcer whetber the same mndividual was
elected or not. He wanted that no oMeial should
hold two offices, and he thought that the supervialon
of Wharvea and riers should be entrusted to the De-
partment of Public Works, which s proposed to com-
prise the Street Department and Uroton Department.
Greeley was not as fugety as usual in presenting
his views, but spoke calmly and rationally. The
general tone of his remarkd wers rather favorable
toan otherwise to the Charter and did not exhibio
much of she Morrigsey influence by which he 13 sakl
1o be mesmerized.
RUFUA F. ANDREWS
explained that at the lnte meeting of the Unlon
League there were only sixty members present and
they were very diverse ln opinion. All the features
of the blil, except that in rejierence to Central Park,
were approved by the majority of those present.

¥. and without any equivocation whatever, [e be-
llevead that the ratification of the amendment was
obtalned by upconstitutional force, and that on this
ground it may Onally be leld by all branches of the
government never io have been in force; yet tha
Judges of election should tréat the mBaLLer A8 & Prac -
tical one, and receive the voted of negroes. Any judge,
he adds, who refuses 1o do this, will undouttediy
subject himself to the penalty of the 1aw, and If the
courta fdecide be 13 wrong, to & eivil suit, aod the
person elected may, of the voies refused would have
defeated him, lose his election. Mr. Gilchrist gon-
¢ludes asfollows: —* As a practical, preseni question
of the bour the right of the colored man to vote, it
be 18 otherwise quaiifed, shonld be \realed an sel-
tled In bis favor,” This opinion is not very paiatable
to the bafd-sheil democracy of little Jersey.
