The New York City Cbharver and Rlectlon
Biils Signed by the Governer.
ALBANY, April 5, 1870,

Governor Hoffman bas signed the Charter and
New York City Election bilis. They will be sent to
the Secretary of Siate 10-morrow.

Under the provislons of the new COharter the
Mayor can appolint she several heaas of d2partments
in nve days.

Tweed bas the pen with which the bills were
figned, together with ihe ink that was in the Goy-
ernor's bottie at the time, and the blotter which he
used, Jolifications are belng held in the rooms of
Tweed, Sweeny and Hank Smith. The latter has
changed his name from Hank to Hunk,
