Our City Gevernment=The Muayer and
* s Opporiunity.

The Mayor Is the man with whom It now
altogother rests  whether we shall bave a good
or n bad governmont under the mew Oharter.
No systom of government is eo bad hul good
men in ita adminisiration may make it tolora-
blo and even satisfactory to the people, while
it is certaln that the best scheme of govern-
mant (hat hnman wit can contrive will be bad
in the hands of bad men. If thero is any fack
made plain in the history of great citicy it I3
that their welfire and the happiness, conlunt-
ment and prosperity of the peopls depend
lees upon the law (hat gives form to tho gov-
ernment than upon the men who give the
apirit. Al tho grievances of which the people
of this city had (o complain conld be summed
up in the single statement that our system of
government in its practical working favored
the introduction to office of men who had not
the respoct of the public—men of notoriously
bad character, sometimes even criminala, from
whom it would have bheen absurd to expect
honesty. Into the causes of thls fuet it ia now
needless to go. Whether it waa that such men
were lifted into placo by a controlling few, that
the few might use them as confederat s agalnst
the public troasury, or whether it was dus to
some inherent vice of free government ia great
cities, mntters but little just o present, The
fact is that the municipad governme.t offices
woro filled in a great dogree by men whom
no merchant would have trusted with
his purse; men who had loog since
blurred in their own minds all the
force of moral resiraint; persons in whom
the public bad no contidence—who had no
confidence in one another, and no regard for
public opinion ; men who counted it as sim-
plicity, not honesty, if any one of their num-
ber failed to improve an opporiunity for pecu-
lation. With such a tone prevailing in gov-
ernment offices there could be no good govern-
ment ; and it was the seproach of the old muni-
cipal system und of the commission system
that they produced and perpeluated this tons.
Uuader these systems we saw fully the truth of
what was said by Bacon, that ‘‘the advene:-
ment of unworthy persons” is one of the main
causes of sedition and discoatent. Popular
uprising and the applicalion ol a violent reme-
dy must have been the result if the evil had
been much longer coniinued.

Now, however, wo have a prospect, under a
new and wise law, for the most extensive and
radical changes in the persensnel of the eity
goverament; and for the wisdom, polivy and
propriety of the way in which *these changes
are made the Mayor s responsible,
His appoiniments are the most vital
part of the enforcement of the mew law. In
the words of tho now law, he i3 *‘reaponsible
for the good order and efficient government of
the city,” but in no point more than in the pri-
mary organization of the departments. He
has the power to appolnt ‘‘all the heads ol de-
partments exceptof the depariments of finance
and law.” Under this authorlty thirly appoint-
ments are to be made, These are heoads of
departments only, and the law gives to the
gentlemen thus appointed the power of ap-
pointing their subordinates, Thus though the
power the Mayor may have over the vast mass
of placeholders is only indirect, yet it is sufli-
cient to insure that they shall be capable,
decent, honest men; and nothing less than this
should be expected or required from any man
honored with a position ns head of o depart-
ment. The power of the Mayor in the depart.
ments does not cease with the appointment of
the heads. It is made his duty at any time to
confer with the heads of departments, as the
public interest may require; he may call upon
the departments for information of their opera-
tions as he sees fit, and he holds the power of
impeachment, and can vacale any office by
proving malfeasance.

All this is at once the Mayor's rezponsibility
and his opportunity. Te has, we helieve, the
chance to prove that it is possible to govern
well even this much misgoverned city. It is
his rare good fortune to be the first Mayor
under a law which gives some scops to his
ofice, and which passed both houses of the
Legislature with a unanimity hardly known in
these days of party legislation, Ile has to
enforco a law which, though the people are
certainly indebted to the democratic party for
it, is atill something much more than a party
nieasure. We are of opinion that he would do
well to remember this facl in regard to the law,
and to remember also that all enlightened
people now regard with favor the tendeney to
that principle of strict representation which
farbids us to ignore tho minority. Our city is
demaocratie, and the people want an administra-
tion of democrats; yet they readily and most
froely concede that there are some points of
government into which the consideration of
politica should not enter, and from places of
this character they would not like to see com-
petent officials thrust out. There are several
of the departments in which it would be wis-
dom to reappoint the present incumbents, and
the Park Commission is pre-eminently of this
elass. 'Taking no narrow view of the function
he is charged with, accepting his responsibility
and meeting it with full knowledge of its scope,
the Mayor may give us a revolution in the
best posaible sense,

Trr Riors 18 SPAIN.—Our latest despalclies
from Spain do not encourage the belief that
the conseription riots are of trifing signifl-
cance. It appears, on the contrary, that the
disturbances are gerions and widespread,
Barcelonn, in the northeast, is not worse than
is Andalusia, in the south. In Barcelona the
uprising was of such a character that the
Captain General found himself gnite unequal
to resist it. General Balrich had in conse-
gnence been sent to the scene to take com-
mand of the national troops. At Seville, in
the south, large crowds had come in from the
neighboring villages, The cry waa loud,
“Down with the conscription! Live the re-
public!” A little moxe of this, and there will
at least be some life in Spain, whatever the
final result,

SuxpAYy WmiskeY ANp LacEr Brer.—It
appears that after all there is to be no such
thing for this city as free lager and free
liquor selling on Sunday, Genet, on the pro-
position for open barrooms and free concert
halls for lager on Sunday, stood solitary and
alone.

The English Universitive Hoat Rano={:ed=
erosity and Justioe of the Peoplos.
The victory oblalnod by the crew of the
Cambridge Unlversity boatmen over the Ox-
oniana on the Thames lust Wednesday afforda
greal salisfuetion to the people of England,
Our cable synopsis of the expression of the
London journals yesterday morning, published
In our news columns to-day, goes to ghow that
the Brilish pubile {3 *gratified” at the fact that
the “persoveranca and pluck” of the Cautabs
gave them the wreath of triumpl; that the peo-
plo had “‘wearied of the mouotony" of Oxford's
suceesi every year for ten years, and that the
public “satisfaction™ ot its prescnt reversal *ls
genuine and unbounded.”™ The existence of
this condition and state of feeling awong
the Doglish masses is  both naticoal
and natural. John Bull, proper and per ge, as
a nationaliat, away from or relieved of aristo-
eratie dircction and influences, is a lover of
fair play and generous withal. Hehasiraversed
over India, oppressed Ireland and run the
United Siates blockads of the Southern coast
of Ameriea in the intercet, and for the most
part under the Inapiration, of the members
of the foudal class in their respeciive capa-
oities of diplomats, army commanders or land-
lords; yet notwithstanding all this he could
and pow oan sympathizo with and relicve
either an Asiatio or a Colt when engaged in
the world's life struggle, and wa see at Lhe
present day, particularly from the special Lon-
don correspondence of the HERALD published
lately, that he himself is edvancing his
aystem of government towards that of »
completo radical democracy just as rapidly as
he can do within the sanction of Parliament
and under the rule of the constitution. The
love of falr play between man and man is nat-
ural to mankind; it is humanity, and conse-
quently world-widle. The peoples, whether
they be Saxon or Celtic, Asiatic or African,
love it. Every man in his turn, and fair play
all round. Sambo and Pompey, twe West
India negroes, found a bottle of brandy on the
shore of the island of Jamaioa. Sambo broke
off its corked neck and took a “‘pull” or *long
slug" of the liquor, Recovering his broath

he sald to Pomp, *“Oh, too strong,
too ‘tong.” He then took another
pull, followed by the eame exclamation
and  waraing,  Pompey perceiving  the

contents of the bottle diminishing rapidly,
gaid, “Sam, let me say too streag, too.”
Powmpey thus expressed the groat peiveiple of
the fiat justitio just us it was implanted in his
hoart by the Creator. The same unalterahble
law of impulse moves the Britons proper to
rejoice with the Cambridge men in the fiuct of
their being able to say ‘‘too 'tong tes."

Nolwithatanding the fact that the Oxfords
beat our Harvards and have enjoyed a
trinmph over the Cambridge boys during so
many years the turn of the Cambridge men
has now come. We are glad of it for many
reasons, The Harvard men can now look out
for the triumphant Cantabs and luvite them to
a friendly contest, A roce belween the men
of the two colleges, American and English,
under present circumstances wounld constitute
quite an exciting international event, Let the
Cantabs come over, If the Harvards can beat
the Cambridge men now they can, consistently
with the rule of square, claim to have beaten
the Oxtords for almost ten years.

Congress.

The most interesting dlscussion in the Sen-
ate yesterday turned on the proposition to con-
tinue the collection of the tax on salaries,
dividends and interest paid by corporations
as provided by the Income Tax law, The
proposition was passed. In the House
the tarlf was dlscussed nearly all day,
and the tax on cigars, after fluctuating
between two dollars apd a half per pound, or
twenty-five per cent ad valorem, and fifty per”
cent ad valorem, was fnally left as it is at
present. Among the proposilions that, it is
stated, will soon be laid before Congress is one
by General Batler to open & reclprocity treaty
with Prince Edward Island, and another by
Judge Lawrence to negotlate & similar
treaty with the whole New Dominlon. 1In
regard to Mr. Butler's proposition, which
in itself is not very unobjectionabls, as Prince
Edward Island is mainly devoted to agrieul-
ture, the English government, If we mistake
not, has once before vetosd the arrangsment,
informing the Prince Edward Island authoris
ties that they could not euter Ipto treaty nego-
tiations in their colonial cepacity. As to the
other arrangement, looking to a renewal -of
reciproeity with Canada,-the steady tondency
of that country townrd annexation is largely
due to the abolishment of reciprocity, and
weo hardly think it is our bounden duty to go
out of the way to retard her in so commenda-
ble a consummation,

Sanpwicn IstaNps,—Our correspondence
dated from Ifonolulu, which will be found on
another page, is interesting. It will be seen
that the free lahor pariy are making rapid
strides in advance of their opponents. Even
in digtricts where the influence of the planters,
who a8 a rule are the advocates of compulsory
labor, predominated but a short time since the
progressive party bas won victories. For a
long time the labor queation has been a vexed
question in these islands, but the steady ad-
vance of the liberals of late leads fo the hope
that differonces on this important subject will
be finally adjusted by legislative action.

Tug MOFARLAND TRIAL.—This case was
fairly commenced yesterday, the jury panel
being completed the day before. The prose-
cution presented evidence relative to the inci-
dents connected with the shooling and death
of Richardson, and there rested their case,
making no effort to show any animus malicious
or otherwise on the part of the prisoner. The
defence wero evidently aclonished at this
abrupt ending, and asked until to-day to pre-
pare for the opening of their case.

Bap ¥oRr IRRLAND,—The new English Coor-
clon bill for Ireland was put in force in that
country for the first time yesterdny. The
police soized and suppressed the entire edi-
tion of a Farmers' Almanae, baving found that
it contained treason. A ‘“‘snake in the grass,”
The Bible informs us that a cerlain diabolical
personage is like unto a snake in the grass,
which “‘bites tho horse’s heel, that the rider
may fall backward.” Queen Victoria declines
to inaugurate the Albert memorial in Belfast,
Ireland, s she at flrst intended. The Ureen
Isle mugt be, a8 usual, in & bad way generally.

The Navy Appropriations,

When a nation ls mareling to presperityend
ita resources aro rapidly Increasing it [s nada<
ral (o provide for tho d fenoe of ita commerce
in distant seas and for the protection of ils
coasts and harbors, by supporting a navy which
should be in proportion to the size of ita mer-
enntile marine and tho population of the coun-
try. 1t cannot bo expected that & oommerce
extending as ours does all over the world can
protect ilaelf, particularly ma our merchant
vessels earry no guns and have a smaller num-
ber of men than tha vessels of foreign nations,
No one who has not been a wilness of it ean
roalize the joy that is felt by Americans In
distant places when the flag of our country is
seen floating at the peak of a national vossel.
Our merchants abroad woloomo the flag with
an enthusiaem that we at home cannot appre-
ciate, and the oficers of the navy are received
with those kind courtesies which only Ameri-
cans abroad know how to bestow.

It Is.a long time since our national vessels
have been sent abroad in such numbérs that
they could show themse!ves In places where
the commeroial and missionary intereats of our
country domand their presence. In former ]
daye, besides the vesscls attached to the dif-
fevent stations, we wore In the hablt of sending
through the islands in the Pacific fiying squad-
rons of discovery and proteotion, whioh pene-
trated to all nccesslbla places; but when the
rebellion ended we were left in no eondition
to purane a policy of so much importance to
onr citizons abrond. Tt might not be expeoted
that onur government should at once enter
vigorously npon the reorganization of the navy
after having just emerged from so atupendous
a contest, with a depleted Treasury and matters
and things generally in disorder, although we
possessed a large number of vessels which many
people were of opinion could bid deflance to
any navy on the globe. Mr. Secretary Welles,
on the eve of his retiring from office, asked
for the approprintions which were to enable
his successor to successfully continue the re-
organization of the navy. ITe transmitted a
good report to Congress, representlng the
necessity of providing means for the proper sup-
port of the naval service and to provent the
deterioration of vessels on the stocks and lying
up in ordinary. The only notice, however,
that was taken of this report was to cut down
the approprintions to one-third of those asked
for, and from that time to the 4th of March,
1869, it may bo sald that nothing was donoe to
prevent the ships that were not sold ont of the
navy from going to destruction,

As we have remarked befora, the present
head of the Nuvy Department hes Iaid the
actual condition of the service before tha coun-
try in language not to be mistaken, His
report has destroyed the illusion under which
nine-tenths of our people have been resting,
viz, —that we were a oréat naval Power, Never
since the war of 1812 has our navy heen in so
poor a condition as regards the number and
force of our ships. When steam was Intro-
duced into navel warfure it was an actual
weakening of our navy, instead of adding to
its strength and efliciency, as many persons
have supposed. Before the introduction of
steam our mercantile marine exceeded all
others in the salling qualities of its vessels,
and we built o hundred clippers where other
nations built one, Our merchant ships could
outanil the fasteat foreign frigates, and they
conld also carry guns that would have ren-
dered them a nmtch for many fighting
ships of foreign navics. We bad thus a
source from which to draw In case of a
war, and in our merchaot officers and
seamen we #aw the means of Inereasing ounr
navy with a rapidity known to no other coun-
try. We were, In faot, the etrongest naval
power in tho world; for with the means at
hand we could have swept the commerce of an
enemy from the ocean, and would have com-
pelled goveraments like Great Britain, France
and Spain to sue for peace in less than six
months, All this is very incomprehensible to
people who know nothing of naval matters,
but it is well understood by our merchants,
who in a few short years have seen that
maritime power which was ounr protection
against the navies of Europe ewept from the
sea and transferred to our greatest rival.

Who does not remember how we ecrippled

{ the commerce of Great Britain when we had

hut half a dozen frigates and the same nnmber
of sloops-of-war, asalsted by tho numerous pri-
vateers that weosent ont in quest of our eme-
my's merchant vessels? All that power is
loat to us; the days of privateering are over,
for no country ean snccesefully war with pri-
vate armed veazels againat another whose navy
numbers five hundred steamships, and whose
stenm mercantile marine is 8o large that hun-
dreds of vessels, equal to ships-of-war, can be
converted inlo means of annoyance at a week's
notice. Privateerlng will not be undertaken
unless it paye. To make it pay the prizes
must be got Into port for condemnation, This
could not be done on a coast left to the mercy
of a foreign foe, and In case of war we should
have to look on and not only sce our mercan-
tile marine entively obliterated—while that of
our enemy was harmlessly pursuing its voca-
tions—but should have to submit to the humili-
ation of seeing our const blockaded from Maine
to Texas without a chance of preventing it,
We could no doubt in time put forth our
resourcea and drive our enemies from our
shores, but that wounld be when our com-
merce was destroyed and all our small seabonrd
towns laid in ashes. Let our people imagine
how they would feel if such a humiliation
ghould overtake us from a power we consider
go insignificant as Spain, which at this moment
has double the force in Cuban walers that we
have in our entire navy. How absurd, then,
must it appear, in the fuce of facts like these,
to see membera of appropriation committees
ontting down estimates made by the Becrotary
of the Navy and the chiefs of naval bureaus—
estimates that have been carefully consldered
and are based on the actual wants of the navy.
It will natarally be asked upon what princi-
ples members of commiltees act when they
underiake to go ia direct opposition to the
estimates of tho exports who have spent a
lifetime at the business and know all the wants
of the service. What can a man know of the
requirementa of the navy who, withoul con-
sulting a chief of bureau, cuts off all the
powder asked for, when powder is short, and
granta the appropriation for guns, or gives the
appropriation for steam and ouls off that for
construction and equipment?

* We do not slate mattors recklossly, for we pro-

fess to know whadyre aresaying. Knowlag the
interest our people take In naval matters and
the necceslty of preventlog the deterioration
of our navy by those who cannot be made Lo
understand ils value, we have tuken the
troukble to post oursetves [n every matler con-
nected with the service. The estimades of the
Navy Department ar: before us, and slso the
reduction proposed by sema of the mombers of
the Committes on Appropriations, and it s
ovident te the moat ill-informed person that if
the Naval committees of the Honss and Senate
do not rise in their might and proteet the
interests of our navy, by granting the neces-
sary appropriations, we shall find ourselves
reduced to the coandition of o tenth rate naval
Power, The navy should keep pace with the
advance of the country and increase of [ia
commerce, The recommendations of the Bee-
retary should be entitled to respecifal con-
sideration, for his annual report has convinced
every one who has road it attentively that
the only fault he committed waa in not recom-
mending & larger increase,

The Anmexailon of Bt. Demingo—{ic.cral
Graut’s Polloy Made PFlalu. \

Wo published yesterday s joint resolutivy
prepared by General Builer to bo offered in
the House of Reprosontatlves on fho frst
opportunity for the annexation, as a beginning,
of all that portlon of the splondid island of St,
Domingo embraced in the Dominican republio.
The resolution provides that Dominicn shall be
annexed to the United States and governed as
a territory; that with the incorporation of the
soil Its inhabltants shall be adopted as citizens
of the United States, and that the sum
#1,350,770 in gold shall be paid by the United
States for the settlement of the debts of the
Dominican repablio, and in full consideration
of the territory and other property ceded fto
the United States. Yeaterday General Butler
endeavored to get the general proposition
before the House, but, objection being wmade,
his resolution went over under the rule.

Now, with thls movement by Goneral
Butler, who secldom acts in Important
mattors unless oertain of making a great
hit, no shadow of a doubt, we think, can be
entertalned a8 to tho policy of General
Grant on the subject, His treaty for the an-
nexation of Dominica having stuck fast in the

Semate, a vote of two-thirds of the
membors present being  required for
the ratification, he has fallen back

upon the planof a joint resolution which will
secure the annexafion proposed by a majority
vole of each house, Ilistory here repeats
itself. President Tyler first irled the &fnex-
ation of Texas by treaty, but failed of a two-
thirds vote In the Senate. A joint resolution
of annexation was thon Introduced in the
House, and being passed by that body, it was
next passed by the Senate with an amendment,
which was eoncurred in by the House, and the
bill as thus passed was signed by the Presi-
dent, and a messenger wag sent down post
haste to Texas to malke save of the work with-
out loss of time, General Grant, having been
bafled with his Dominican treaty in the Senate,
pimply proposes to adopt the alternative of
Tyler on Texas, and we have no doubt of Its
complele success,

It is well understood that General Grant is
very desirons to secure the annexation pro-
posed. Fe has been and Is earnestly working
and is anxiously Intorested in this matter; and
his reasons for the acquisition of 8t. Domingo,
looking to the balance of trade In the sugar,
coffee and other tropleal products of the West
Indies, are, as we hold, perfectly satisfactory
and conclusive in favor of the enterprise. It
is quite possible, however, that he has another
reason, about which he has sald nothing,
and is not likely to say anything, It
is this: The annexation of Dominica will
not only soon be followed by Hayti,
thus giving us the whole of the rich
island of St. Domingo—an island which, under
France and Spain, produced one hundred and
fifty millions of products in a slngle year—
but the emigration which will go down from
the United States to Dominica, with its annex-
ation, will soon setile the Cuban question.
The distance between Cuba and Dominica~—
s few bours' sail—will settle it. In a word,
this Dominican annexation scheme of General
Grant is & flank movement upon Cuba, which
if carrled throngh will moat probably settle
the Cuban difficully at once, in a proposition
from Spain to sell out cheap for cash. They
want at Madrid now only a plansible excnse
for abandoning Cuba, and with Dominica, next
door, in our posscasion, a very plausible
excuse will be provided. We feel satisfied
that General Grant so understands it, and it
is probable that General Prim entertains a
similar view on the subject, with all the heat-
ing about the bush of Mr, Fish.

Reyvonps' Last Dav.—The murderer of
the old man Townsend dies to-day. Townsend
was taken off suddenly, without a moment for
preparation, amid the helpless eries of lis wife
and children, while his murderer goes to his
doom after weeks and months of hearty devo-
tion and prayer, with the hopa expressed that
he is ready to meet hls God. It seems hard
to take s strong, lusty young man like Rey-
nolds out of the sunlight to the dark doom of
the seaffold, but can we not say that his death
is ensier than Towneend's ?

Premienr GrapstoNc's Irisn Laxp Bios ls
stoutly opposed In committee of the British
House of Commons. The tories and more
aristocratic whigs made & warm assault on its
most vital principles—security of tenure under
the lease, with compensation for oulgoing
tenante—yesterday. The Premier was sus-
tained by a majority of thirty-two in a house
of four hundred and sixty-eight members.

Tar CoroXizaTios “or THE NEGRO in Ll-
beria according to the report of the African
Colonization Society i3 a failure, Instead of

Clarendon treaty. Senator Samner's thunder- -
ing arguament convinced him that something
must be dons, but as that something
was not partlcularly stated, he conld not, of
course, know what to do. But he has falt
all along that there was kome cloud pendiny
over him In’ this Alabama claims matter, and, -
with DBritish shrewdness, he comprehended’
that the Yenkee nation would not be so lndif~
ferent unloss they held s sure hand, And.
now Lord Clarendon, wearied out with his’
soxieties and hls doubts and suspiclons,
shows an unmistakable desire te olose up
the maiter forover. He has teied to draw out
of Mr. Flsh some definite domuand whiek:

British indignation, But Mr. Fish was nok to
be caught with such bait.

The atonement, it Is probable, will he
s courteous noknowledgment that the Ala-
bama way of remaining neutral was not
exaclly the thing between friends, and &
pressing request to accept the Canadian
provinces as a present in view of the evil
that was so unfortunately done us by that
process, England can do this fresly, for we
have not demanded it of her, and we ocant
accopt, for it Is all wo want, and then Lord
Clarendon will be relleved of the anxleties that
now distress him.
