An Unfounded Humor Corrected.Judge llrurileymnd the Legal Teu 'er Act.
A report having got Into circulation to the efleet

that Mr. Justice Bradley, or ttie United States SupremeCourt, had determined not to sit in any case

involving the constitutionality of the Legal Tendei
act, for the reason that, as an advocate, he had neen
Interested In the question belore his elevation to the
bench, your correspondent lias taken pains to ascertainthe troth of the matter, and linds that there Is
no foundation whatever for the story, I have the
authority of the eminent Justice himself tor this
statement. Judge Bradley has not said to any one
that he would feel constrained not to sit In legal
tender cases, nor does he intend to pursue such a

course. He thinks that whether he was interested
or not as an advocate in cases involvingthe constitutionality of the law has
nothing to do with his rights and dutleB
as a judge, and especially in the cases which are
now before the court and with which be had no connection.Should any of the specific eases In wbich
he might have been employed come up, then, uml
only then, will be feel delicacy in participating In its
adjudication; but while other cases, merely involvingthe same legal points, are under consideration, he
will be entirely free to participate. Otherwise, as
he says himself, every judge, who at one tl^.c happenedto be a lawyer of extended pract'ce, would
be disqualified as a judge, for nearly every question
of law conies up some time or oiucr for adjndlca-

potting it true, It would lmvc ttie effect in ail proliubiliiyof leaving the old decision lu force. Thu lost
decision was adopted by a vote of four to three, and
since then Kradley and Strong liavlug been added to
the court, and taking it for granted that Strong is
lu tuvor of legal tenders, it would leave;the court
divided, lour to four, Bradley not taking part.

AFFECTING SCENE IN A MASSACHUSETTS
r PIAiSON.

An Old Man Pardoned After Twenty Year*
of Confinement.

' Boston. April 8,1870.
' A most touching scene occurred in the MassachusettsState Prison, In Cbarlestown, yesterday afternoon.Over twenty years ago a young man named

George Huunewoll, with every prospect of a bright
and prosperous future, fell from a proud and upright"
station of sobriety and integrity to tbo lowness o:
drunkenness and vice, and, as too many have
ueiorc auu since uuue, soou uecnme a willing followerand an easy victim of that curse of numanicy,
strong drink. In October, 1R47, after a reieaae from
an Imprisonment or sue month*, tie deliberately sec
Are iu the night time to hisowu home, and a brother
of his, in endeavoring to secure some papers from

; the building, perished in the names, llunnewell
was arrested, tried and convicted, arid sentenced to

I be banged, that being the penalty for arson
in those days. The sentence, however,
was commuted to imprisonment for life.
About the 1st of February, twenty-two years and
two months ago, he entered the gates or a prison
from which to uim there was no returning. Isolated
lroin the bright and busy world without, dead forever,in this existence, to the biessed gift of freedom,he seemed doomed to live on and perhaps die
withtu the walls of a building to him a living tomb.
Only once during tnose long aud wearv years, and
then lor only one short hour, has he been permittedto gaze upon the scenes of his early
years, and then only irom the cupola of bis prison.
Never during his conilneinent lias he been permutedto go outside the gates ho entered so many years
ago. He lias lived on day after day, patient, yet
hopeful that he nilgai yet be pardoned unu set free,
but never daring perhaps to expect a realization of
his pravers.
Hut yesterday opened a new leaf In his experience

of life; lor at noonday he stood, for the first uuie
for nearly a quarter of a century, a free man. Ily
mi; uuii^iu ui tiiu uuvciuui uimiiKt'iuniiM >vtr«
effected for extending to tin* old and patient prisonera full and unconditional pardon. About ten
o'clock tlie prisoners were called to the chape),
where were seated quite a numerous audience,
unu after the usual devotional exercises by trie chaplain,Warden Haynea offered a lew remarks, comprisinga brief rt*wn£ of tils experience during his
connection with ttio prison, and after briefly alludingto tbe annual custom of the Governor of pardoningan Inmate of his large family, he stated
that to day it gave him great pleasure to announce
as the subject of executive clemency the name
of George Ilutinewell, and requested him bearingthat name to stand up. In response an old,
giay-haired man, fifty-nine years old, siowiy
arose with mingled reelings of joy and surprise depictedon tits features. Excited cheers arose from
the audience, which was gladly jbined In by the
prisoners, and In the confusion and excitement
tlunnewell was hurried out of the chapel, to throw
aside forever the garments of a felon, aud soon caine
forth clothed In the habiliments of a free man.
He was warmly and frequently congratulated upon

his exit from prison life, and ne will In a lew days
depart for a home In Western Pennsylvania.

A wagon. lestooned with Hags and banners, was

also in the line, containing twenty-nine young coloredgirls, dressed in blue and white, who representedthe States whicn had ratified the illtecnih
amendment. This wagon was drawn by four horses,
driven tandem. Anotner wagon was tilled with
