The jury withdrew at twenty minutes to one to
deiitierate, aud returned to tne court at live minutes
to three, when at once the deepest silence took
ptaoe.

Jury, be pleased to acquaint the High Court with the
result of your deliberation.
The foreman, standing up, and placing his right

hand ou bis heartOn my honor aud ou iny conscience,before God and before men, the declaration
of the Jury is, upon the first question, no; anil upon
the fourth, no. Toe negative answer to those two
questions rendered it uuneccessary for the High
Jury to make any declaration on the others.

ACQITTTAL.
In consequence, the High Court pronounced the

acquittal 01 Prince Pierre Bonaparte, and ordered
bis immediate liberation.

was the principal and most distinctive feature developedhere to-day. The first sates in the room
were made at H2X, after which the price

gold premium, and the remarkable absence
of speculative movement which It exUlblts, is one
of the most healthful signs of the general financial
situation, indicating a perfect recovery from tne
disturbed monetary condition which was one of tiie
worst e/Tects of the late war. Toe apprehensions
felt in many quarters a short time since of a rapid
decline of the premium to par would seem no longer
to have any cause for existence, as their expectation

being most manifest and decided. On the
other hand the entire absence of fresh elements
of a nartnful character in the general business of
the country, or of distrust in the government, are
shown In the extreme reticence of the large class of
chronic buds who arc always on the lookout for
the slightest opportunity to start an upward turn
In gold, but whose occupation, of late, has been
almost entirely gone. Nor is there anything in the
uear future to be feared as likely to disturb the
present cairn. The political sky is wholly unclouded,
and so lur as Congressional interference wuh
ilnaucial mutters is concerned, there Is little importantlikely to result from the present session.

TIM FUNDING BILL,
