fourieenth amendment? He smilea good-humor-
elly and auswered: —

*No, gir; 1 don'tintend o issue an mnnesly pro-
elamation at all. My predecessor, Preshieys John-
won, exhausted that pretty thovoughly “(smuting);
‘but 1k I8 quite true that 1 did some Lime ago couten-
pinte sending lo Congress a speclal mo-snge recom-
mending the removal of all disabilities. 1 thought
that o ottlng occasion for & messuge of the Kind
would bé the restoration of Texas and the other
£lates fo the Unlon, belleving that (¢ would have the
wifect to promote general good feeling snd harmony
wbroughout the Bouth; but eince then there have
been po mMAny compilaints about ouirages in the
Bouth and requesis for millary interposition in
Seme of the States—Ilike Tennessoe and North Caro.
Wna—ihat [ bave reconslderea my resolution. 1
bave come Lo the conclusion that 80 long as the state
of goclety in those districts 18 such as to call for miil-
wary ald to preserve order It would be useless to re-
comimend to Congress the rewmoval of dissbillties.

Another terrivle manifestation of the lllh!l.lﬂll
destruchive properties of Ditro-giycering was wits
Dessed at Sing Sing Prison about ten o’clock yester-
any morning, when four conviets were shockingly

At the hour named, a biast six (eet deep had been
preparea in the upper marble qaarry by a convic
