THE CITY TAX LEVY.
An Act tn Make Provision for the Govern

meiit of the City of New York.
The people of tbe State of New York, representee

In Senate and Assembly, do enact as follows:.
Section 1. Tbe Hoard of Supervisors of the conntj

of New York are hereby authorized and required, ai
toon as conveniently may be. alter tbe passage o
ibis act, to order and cause to be levied and ralsei
by tax upon me estates by law subject to taxatioi
within said county and to be collected according t<
law. for tbe use of the Mayor. Aldermen and com
mooalty of tbe city of New York an amount o
money equal to tbe aggregate or the several sunn
kercinaiter stated, alter deducting lrom buch aggre
gate according to luw, tbe estimated aniouut ol in
come and receipts of said corporation lor tbe cui
