Dr. J. E, Rankin, pastor of the First Congregi-
tional choreh, delivered n discours? on the connee-
tion bevween moral and physteal evils, sslecting as
his text Genes:s xin., 17—'‘Arise, walk through the
land in the lengtn of it and the breadth of 1t; for I
will give it unto thee.,” The leading topic of the
sermen was  the important and nevitable
infiuence of man’s sinfoiness or holiness upon
the physical worlid, The Doctor argued thot God's
government 1s full of mysteries, the greatest of
which are so patens tiat he wno runs can reads
God 13 not ashamed of lils mysteries, bot challcuges
the closest attenilon. Earth and man are cursed
and crippled, and yet their Creator claims that He
18 wise, mignty and tender. The worid 13 full of
two thinga—physical evils and moral evili—aond
these are  closely allied.  Woen pestllence
sweeps over shie land it 18 bacause there
18 Bome disturbapce In  poysical laws, and
for moral contugions there must be the same cause,
Toe mag wno #los against s soul also slus agamst
bis body. Tae only ceriamn way to purtly the dese-
cruted temple of man'sanature 13 o bring s soul
upder the sanctuying ionfduence of the Ouristian
reiigion, and this puniiving iofuence aifects not only
man hioself, but extends to all his material sur-
roundings, Thus country nas furnisied types ol two
