THE LATEST OCEAN HORROR

The Lost Ship Crest of the Wave—How She
Wont Ashore on Cobb's Island and the Terri-
ble Fate of All on Board—Thres Bodies
Found and Their Burial—Interesting
Letter from an Agent of the
Board of Underwriters

Only briel despatehes concerning the wreck of
thy ship Crest of the Wave on a reef near Cobh's
tatand, and the announcement of the loss of all on
board, have been given up to this tme. The ahip
salled from Liverpool on tne St of Murch lase,
bound to Balumore, with a cargo of 00 tons
of wmalt and 300 tons of general mer-
chandise, although 1t has been reported ahe
was laden prineipally with ratlroad iron. She was
bullt in Warren, Me,, in 1854, of 940 fons burtnen,
commanded by Captain Jones and owned by his
brother, Alexunder Jones, of East Baltunore. The
story of the furious gaie that tore tho vessel's salls
from their lastenings, tue heuvy scas that washed
her decks, the relentless waves that dashed
her stanch hull om the rocks, the critical
moment when the crew auna ovMceers took to
thie boats to save their lives, and were dashed, gasp-
ing, stranghng, nto the watery gulf, will never be

told. Their suffermgs of boay and anxiety of mind
could they be kuown, would undou btedly A1l snotlier
page of terror in the huge volume of the terribla
ordeals, the heroism and seaths of noble men and
wowmen on the deep sea, that u tbonsand thnes has
#ent the snatis of anguish wnto the souls of the elvil-
1zed world,

One consslation remnins, poor though It be—that
& portion of the bodies of the créw nave been washed
ashore and received Christian burial ab the handas of
bumane mep. Besides the three bodics foond—
wiich show that thie experiences tney pasaed through
belore death  were terribie—thers  have bLeen
washed ashore on Cobb's lsland, quantities of wo-
men's and children’s clothing, leadiug those who
picked them up to believe that wih the hardy
mariners, who suffered the fearful deaih of drowan-
g, deicate women and tender bables were amoug

em ns and met the samne e,

Tihe soditipual puarticulars relating to the wreck
and the finding and burlul of four bodies were re-
coived in tius ciiy gmemu letter by Captain 1.
J. Merritt, of tbe Coust Wrecking Company, His
correspondent, Mr, John Puulk, agent of the Board
of Underwriters of New York, and Deputy Collector
b Chmcoteague Iniet, Virgims, discovered the
vessel on the 1ith sk, whie In the dischargo
of nis duty, and the trouble to which he wus sib-
Jeeted 10 sending the detwils to this city, as also his
alacrity in the matter, deserve commoendation,
Those who lnd friends on board the unfortunute
ship will be grwd in ine hour of thelr griel to learn
that any further detatls than the letler contilng de-
sired by them, ab this or any future wme, will be
given without a moment's delay.

Two boats came in at the [olet at Hog Isian (—ahip's yawl
and eaptain®s gig—which were supposed Lo have eomo Trom
tho lil-fated vessal, To ull uppeurances the crew had maoned
the boats Lo reach the shore, when they tlled e the wrrible
wen and al! were lost,  This will account for the bodies belug
found, ss was tho case, eight or ten miles south of the
wrecked ship.

Any tulormation in the fulnrs relative to the vessel or o
the dead will be [reely given to its owners snd the rionds of
the crew or ]!“IBﬂgﬂi’ﬁ- .
