NAIIONAL BOARD OF FiRE UNDERWRITERS,

Reception of the Aononl Report=Election of
OMcers and Committees.

The National Board of Fire Underwrilers held their
anneal meeting yesierday morniog st room No. 4,
1566 Broadway, J. 8. M. McLean In Lhe chair.

The Chalrman of the Executive Committee, Mr. E.
W. Crowell, made the report covering the operations
of the year, from which it appears that there has
been but little to encouruge the Execative Commities

in their eforts to maintaln the eMelency of the Na-
tlonal Board. There has been o Ateady decline in
rates of premiam throughout the country, In many
of the prominent citiesd they have been declared ad-
visory, which 18 slmply sayiog there are no tarur
raLes at all.

The causes for this demoralization have arisen in
& great measure from the intdelity of members,
largeiy superinduced by unscrupulous and unre-
liable agenis, [nstances are patent where compa-
nies have retained agents who were noturious in
tneir disloynity and have thus jeopardized the profius
of their wiole business LY adding Lo the d i
zation created by others of the same Bort. Une of
these companies has during (e lust year fallen &
victim of low rates and octhers were rapidly follow-
g In the same footsteps. The wrent benenis of the
Natlonal Board tnve been feit, firat, In eswabiishing
adequate rates of preauum, snd second, o lne
prevention of a ruainous competition. For the ten
years ending with 1588, companies could write
on $214 04 for every dollar of io0ss, while
in 1869 fgures show they wrolte on $2u6 46
for each aoliar of loss, being an  improve-
ment over the average named of $11 31, and over
1868 of 16 85, The public snould favor the National
Board 1 its efforts Lo systemunze and orgamze the
busiuess of fire underwritng, so thut entire gecurity
can bé afforded to mil who seek its protection.  ‘They
may not wnderstand the important fact that there is
& mutuaiity of interest Lo be regarded in the con-
sidesntion of fire insurance between comvanies and
patrons fur the apparent reason that tue vaiue ol 4o
lnsurance policy, like & government Lood, depends
upon that wiilch 1t represents.
