A Substitute for the Funding Bill to
be Reported.

The Senate Bill Defeated by the
National Banks,

WasmiNaToN, April 23, 1870,
The Income Tux=The Benate Resolution Nons
Concurred In.

The Moure was brought to a sqnare 1asue to-day
on the question of the Income tax. The Senate reso-
lution on that subject came up, whereupon General
Behenck sald he was instructed by the Ways and
Means Commidee to move non-coucurrence, and not
0 ask for a conference committes. 'Thers
Wi an  unusual anxiety among members
to get themeelves on the record with regard to this
measure, and a good deal of a diaplay of buncombe
and dempgoguery took place, Sargent, of Callfornia,
tesiled the matter by offering a resolution to abolish
the income tax after the 1st of May next. He first
moved to lay the Senate résolution on the table and
demanaed the yeas and nays, After all the bloster
exhibited while It was safe to bluster only tweniy
mombers aroge to socond the demand, and the yeas
and nays were not ordered. Sargent then triea to get
the yeas and nays on the question of non-concur-
rence, but the bomb proo!l advocates of avoliabing
she tax did not come w hls assigtance. Had there
peén enongh to get the yeas and nays it 18 belleved
Sargent's resolution to abollsh the tax would huve
passed.

The Fooding Bill=A Subetitute for the Sennte
Bill to be Reported.

The Committez of Ways and Means have ended
their general talk upon the Funding bill, aod to-day
congldered it8 several sections, with a view to
speedy action. ‘Tboere s to be & meeting of the com-
mitice on Monday, at ten o'ciovk, when 1t 18 be-
lleved the measure to be reportea to the Houss will
beagreed upon. The indications are that the Senate
bill will be discarded ana an eatirely new measure,
in the nature of a substitute, reported, Precisely
what this will be is not known, even by the members
of the committee; but the understanding is that the
national bank interest has so far carried 1ts point
that the compulsory features ol tie Senate bill will
@give place to something that will be more liberal
towarda tne banks. The committes has discovered
that the Western and Southern members are so far
In the Interest of the banks that they would
wote golud agaunst anytoing likely to injure the pros.
perity of those wmgtitutions. ‘The alleged reason 18
that the banks have loaned alarge amount of money
to the peopie of those soctions, and in the event of
unfavoranle legisiation they would be compelied, or
rather they threaten, to call in these loans, This
would result in moenetary distress among the busi-
ness community. The Secretary of the Treasury
haa been urging the Senate bill, with one or two
modifications, none of which look to what 18 termed
the bank lnterest, The Ways and Means Committee
find it impossinle, however, Lo get favorabie action
in the Houss on the Secretary’s proposition.

All over the country, through the news-
papere, by letters, by various meand to Operate on
the Commities ot n{ls and Means, and perhapa on
Congrese, there had been an effort to make them
believe that wne INcome taX Was 4 moel atrochous,
iulamous, uneqaal, unfalr law.

some such particalar. Huot 8o far as (he ax jwselr
waa concerued his opinion was that the general in-
ternal revenne laxation could not be reduced thiry
milliona of doilars, as proposed on other matters of
taxation, which were reaily more odicns &nd vexa-
tious, If the income tax were given up, The income
lax wis the mosi ¢lamored about because those who
puid it were in the way of ralsing such clamor,
but it was regarded n{ the masses of the peopie as
fairjand proper tax laid on those who were most able
to pay taxes, ‘Ihe total number of persons who
paid 10come tax wae 272,843; of tlus number over
107,060 puid twenty dollars or less, and if whe exemp-
tion were raised 10 two Lthousand dollars that ciuss
wouul be cut off. The second class, that paid be-
tween twenty and fiity dollars, numbers 60,184, The
third class, wnat pald between flty and one hundred
dollars, numbered 41,108. The fourth class, that paia
between one and two hundred dollurs, numbered
over 45,000, and those who pald over two hundred
doliara numbered v, 464,

Mr. Voorages, (dem.) of Ind., favored the continu-
ance of the income 1ax, and declared lus oplnion
that the most unpopular thing the House could do
would be to abolish it.

More interesting even than she iust sad rites at-
tending the borial of George Feabody was the luncral
