From the wordingot the tclogr&tu wo judge that llio announcemeatrefers to the demise of Count Augustus Ciiarica
Joseph FlaiiauU (to la uillardcrie, who was appointedto too exalted post of Gritrid Chancellor of
tho illuatr.oua order ot the Legion of Honor by
the Emperor Napoleon January lis, 1864. Tho Coua
was bora in Farm on tho 21st of April, 1785. llta
father, who belonged to tho ancient noblesse, perishedon the ecuflold whoa deceased was »iuite a
child. The surviving members of the iHiniiv succcededin making tnetr escape to England, where
tue future Chancellor of the Legion ot Honor receivedthe main element* oi Ida education. In tun
year HO* ho returned to luu native country, aud
during t no following year received a commission in

years ago. She delighted in telling of her Interviewswith Washington and Lafayette, Rnd of tho
banquet given in their uoiior when they visited
Elizabeth, and which sue attended. Tins was duringme great camoaign lu New Jersey. MissJeif
also remeui" rod tin; intrnliigof u part of Eliznooih,
and wag w nit to tell how the Hessiau soldiers
