The general impression seems to he that
no measure for the funding of the debt can
be matured that will command the support of
the two Houses.

The committee have
made a few chances, making the date of reduction
January instead of September, extending the time of
applications for honorable discharge to October
instead of September. The tilling of the heads of
toff departments Is fixed to officers having the rank
and pay of a colonel instead of a colonel of cavalry;

of $4,600, anil tho pay of lieutenant colonel $3,600,
Instead of $4,000. The present pay of the army will
be continued until June 1, 1S71, ami enlisted men

Woodward, or C..x, or E'.drldge, or any other democrat.He can pound his guvel w ith an energy that
makes more rumpns than half a d07.cn Congressmehgabbling together, but no order comes, no
silence Is restored. Be can make twenty times in
twenty minutes that awful threat of "calling the
honorable gentlemen by name'* unless they take
their seats; but the honorable gentlemen heed
not the impending calamity, and go on with their
walking and standing about the aisles as if the
Speaker had never uttered the dire cognomenlcal

to perform such prerequisite: and any auchofficial tailing so to do shall forfeit and payfive hundred dollars to the person aggrieved thereby,to be recovered by an action at law, and In case of
conviction shall also lie fined not less than five hundreddollars and Imprisoned from one mouth to nno
year. The oiTor of any citizen for whom such prerequisiteis required shall be deemed a performanceIn law of such act, If such act falls to be curried inio
execution by reason or tiie wrongful act or omission
of the said oflleeiu charged with the duty of receivingor permitting such performance of such offer.
Tl\e same penalties are prescrllied against any personwho sh ill binder or attempt to prevent anycltlienfront performing 0a< h prerequisite. Persona deprivedof any office except that of inenilier of Congress or
8 ate Legislature by reason of the violation of the
foregoing provisions ntay recover possession through
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the United Slates < < urts, which are irtven concurrentjurisdiction In all such cases. The United States DIstrlctcuurtH shall have, exclusively of the State court*,cotriiiaanc.e of all crimes and offences UKRlnst tlie provisionsof this act. All the officers of the UnitedStates ore required, under a penalty of $1,000, to Instituteand enforce proceedings ihereundt r, ami thePresident Is authorized to employ the land and navalforces, or the militia, to enforce its execution.
