A WITNESS IN MBTAPHYSICR,

Richerand, who formerly had charge of the Hotel Dicu
in Parlsa, He gave his evidence with remarkable
charnoss and goency, and on the whole wias a model
witneas, The long list of cumulative interrogatories
addressed to him by Mr. Gerry, councll for defence,
0 the pnrpose of knowing if the specified conditionus
of provocation given the prisoncr, and the mental
aberration produced therefrom, convinced him
that ineanity was the state of McFarland when
be shot Richardson, was skilfully and effec-
tively woven.
