tats. Whether It Is right to do so In any
sse, whether it Is not In opposition to the spiritf the constitution, are questions shout which a
ride difference of opinion may be found to exist. It Is
iot necessary lo enter Into this discussion now. Tbeexpelenceof the friends of the several enterprises of this Kind
ow on foot, token for several years past, hai shown very
lenrly that no one of them can secure a legislative approrlationexcept in combination with others, and that, with
ie progress of time, the necessity for and the magnitude of
less combinations greatly increase. No railroad can secure
legislative donation of State aid of a million of dollars or

ss except on condition of the donation of many millions to
there.
The most practical and just iray to secure contributions
rum the State treasury In al I of an enterprise like this,
poo Its own merits, and the way which Is In harmouy
rltb ithe constitution and with the righto of the
eople at large, is to submit the question to the
eople for their decision. In a message to the
enate last year, accompanying a bill returned, without apiroval,which was like this one, and which proposed to grant
Id to the Whitehall and Plattsburg Railroad, I called attenionto this point and aald, In substance, that If It wera delrablefor the State to extend aid to undertakings of the naureof tboae now under consideration, It srould be much
sirer to tne people, end probably much more for the beneBt
if the enterprises themselves, that the proposition should be
ubmltted to a vote of the whole people of the State, whether
bey would Incur a debt for the purpose.The constitution forbids the lending of the credit of the
itate to or In aid of any association or Incorporation: but It
ileo provides that a debt may be authorised by law for any
rork or ooject to be specified therein, the principal thereof
o be paid within eighteen years, such law to be submitted to
.nd approved of by the people. If this course should be
lurtued the taxes for the amount contributed by the State
ould then be spread over a long period, instead of balng
svied, as these bills propose, almost Immediately.In all cases where towns ere authorised by law to contribute
aonev or to lend their credit to railroad companies, the oonexitof a majority of the taxpayer! of the town is required
0 be first obtained. Is it not proper that, when money Is to
e given from ths State Treasury for similar purposes, a like
onsent should be obtained from a majority of the people of
lie State!'
I cannot approve of these bills as a whole, and I decline,
or the reasons given, to dlscrlinluate among tnem.
It has been suggested to me to retain these bills until after
le adjournment of the legislature, but I feel It to be my
uty, In view of the principles Involved and of the magnlldeof the enterprises, to return them .vlth my objections.
1 therefore return this bill, as I shall all the others, with
