As Independent and fmpariiyl outsiders we lay the
status of the American herarchy before our readers,
We beg, however, 10 exiract afew llnes from the
writings of one of the greatest theologlcal writers
thas ever lived, the revermd 8t. Thomas of Aquinas,
w £ In his fummum to thils question of Infalll-
hility, he Writes:— - Pabia habet in Ecclesta ploniiudi-
nem potestates’'—the Pope has in the Church the
plenitude of power; “Episoopé oDifnent n Ecolesia
summum potes tater’'—the blshops have in the
Chuarch the popreme power.  If the hishaps have 39
supreme power when assembled im  councll,
personal  infaliibiiity 18 nothlng more than
& rospectable errer which certnln {amhiclous
gentlemen at Rome e degirons of having made an
article of falth, 8o that they may have more power
and the bishops less. But many of the latter are
determined to_keep what they have, and argue on
the phllosophy of letting well enough alone, Blshop
Dupanloup, in his reply to the Archblshop of Malines,
placed the whole subject in a nutsnéll, where he
writes:—'Je ne mets pas mon courage & braver des
pirits tnutiles, nd ma glofre g provoguer des défijl-
tious qui ma sout pas mevessalires; Atahuit siEcide
de Christlanisme "atlestend.”
