Where any newspaj cr printe'l In Ireland contains any troa

oiiab.eor seditious engraving, m.ilter, or expression*, or
any incitenu-nia t > the committing of any felony, or any engraving,mat.er or expressions haviu!; » tendency to foster,*
encourage or propagate treusun or ae.litlon, or to incite lo the
commuting o. any felony, all printing presses, englneri, machinery,types, implement*, utensils, paper and oilier plant
and raaienals used or employed, or luten led to lie used or
employed In or for the purpose of printing or publishing such
newspaper, or found In or about any premises tvhere such
newspaper is printed or published, together with all copies of
sooh newspaper, wneruver found, shall he forfeited pi tier
Majesty. VI u- re any newspaper printed elsewhere than in
Ireland is circulated in Ireland and contains any such engraving,mait-r, expressions or Incitements as aforesaid, all

to eutor any premises or his assistants shall dem ind admittanceand give no.Ice nf such warrant, and the door of any

making of such lem.iiiu, it shall he lawlui for any such personor his assistants to break open sucb door and to enter

fits costs of suit; and if they shall bnd that such newspaperdid not contain anvsu ih engraving. matter, expressions or
Incitements as aforesaid, the plaintiff shall he entitled to
verdict and to such damages as may be lawfully awarded bythe jury, together w.tb his costs ol suit, according to the practiceof the court applicable to such au action; and where anysuch verdict shall pass for tbe plaintiff there xnail he paid to
the plalnliir out of the Consul dated Fund uf the United Kingdomthe damages awarded bun, together wild bis costs of
sailAll forfeitures incurred under thla nnrt nf III, .r.ll k.
