The House Committee on Foreign Affalra will
probably make a report to the House to-morrow ol
the Paraguay-Lopez-Washburn investigation. As
already stated i thess despatches, the committee 19
by 1o means unanimous as to the character of the
report o bo made, While there may not be LWo re-
puris it is thought there will be two sels of resoln-
tons, The majonty of the committee will report
kix resolutions for the actlon of the House, The
firat will condemn Admiral Godon for not convey-
ing Minlster Wasbburn promptly to the coun-
try to which he was duly - accrediled
a8 Minister of the United States, The
second will declare that Messre, Bliss and Master-
man were properly connected with the United
Btates Legation as part of the sanite of Mimster
Washburn, and that as such they were entitled to
‘the protection of the flag of the United States, The
third will declare that the arrest and imprisonment
of Bliss and Masterman by President Lopez was a
gross violation of the law of nations and an insult
10 the United States. The fourth will censure

Admiral  Davis  for recelving Bliss  aml
Masterman from lopez a4 prisoners, and
for detaining them as prisoners on  board

the United States steamer Wasp; the fifth approves
the action of the President of the United Stutes In
withdrawing Genernl McMalion as United States
Minister from Paraguay, but it does not censure the
‘oMelal conduet of General MoMahon; the sixth de-
clares it to be the duty of the oMcers of the United
Btates navy to co-operate with and to ald the
diplomatic represeritative of the government in
carrying out gl orders and laws when they do not
conflict with the regaiar orders of the Navy

Department. It 18 understood that none of
‘these  resolutions recclved the unaunimous
vote of the comumattee, Messrs,  Swann

and Willard dissented from them entirely and will

probably embpody thelr views in separate resolu-

tiona,

Decline of Spanish Power in Cuba=Feud Be-
tween the Regulars and Volunteors.

1t would appenr that the only foundation for the g

stery that a coalition between the voluniesrs of Quln
and the patriot army has ocenrred is to be found in
the reported unpleasantness hetween Captain
General De Rodas and Count Valmaseda, When
De Rodas twok the feld In  the district
where Valmaseda commanded a question arose ad
to the seniority of the rank. De Rodas and Valma-
seda are bLoth lieutenant generals in the Spanish
army, Buot Valmaseda's commission 18 the older of
the two. According to the rules of the
Bpanwh army this senlority of date would
