The excltement over the trumpeted Fenlan rald
1nto Canada having subsided, the Canadien people
are now all agog with the Red River expedition, and
nothing s heard In Parllament or in any circle
whatever but Red River. The antmated discussion 1o
the Dominlon Parllament on the subject, and the
proceedings In the case of the Fort Garry dolegotes
to Ottawa have already been published In full by the
HERALD, and it 18 unneceasary to condense a report
of them here, There secms 10 be an impression pre-
valling generally in Onnada that the expeditlon fit-
ting ous for Red river will not mest with any serlons
realstance, but will prove 10 be only a sort of escort
to officers proceeding to establish law and order ;
that when the command reaches Fort Garry the set-
tiements will receive it In a friendly manner, and
that the only questions to be settled will be the re-
sponsiblllty of Riel for the shooting of Scott. Of conrac
this is all only conjectura on the part of the confident
Canndlans, who have an ldea that the mere rumor
that an expedition would be sent agalnst Fort Garry
‘would strlke abject terrur into the souls of every
‘Winnipegger, Although there is a groat deal of dis-
cugalon in Parliament ahout the expedition and some
prophecies that It will yet be abandoned, there no
longer remalns any grounds for doubting that it will
£0. That matter 8 fixed, and the only business now
under constderation by the Cunadlan oflecers 15 the
Bpeedy preparation and departure of the command,
There 1s great opposition to it, however; first, by all
the French Catholics in Canada, who naturally sym-
patiize with thelr Red «JRiwver brethren, and who
number eighty out of gbout 180 memhers of

Parllament; secopdly, by the consclentions
people of the Donilnlon, who reallze what
& rascally  operation  the  whole  business

of the transfer of the Northwest Territory
by the Hudson Bay Compauy to the Dominion has
been, and who foresee complications that must
ventually bring discomfiture npon this government
and people; and, thirdly, the natural enemies of the
party in power, who dnd In the Red River questlon
exhaustieas resources of accusation and denuncia-
tion of the present Ministry,
MILITARY APFAIRS.

While politieal circles have been violently aglh'atod
by the Red River question, the military has buen all
cxcliement. The Fenlan sensation secms to have
affected the entire military organization of the Do-
minion very much as galvanlo ehocks enliven a
corpse; and all over the country the Canadian troops
have for the last month been In a constant quiver
of excltement. Volunteer infantry and cavalry
moved to and fro along the border, closely pleketed
by sentries, red-coated guards held poasesalon of the
various custom offices of her Majesiy on the line,
und officers in \he Interior towns and cities talked of
‘‘going to the front” with the air of a new recruit
bouna for Petersburg in the last days of the rebel-
lion. The Fenian scare, however, haa pretty much
subsided, and many of the troops at “the front"
have returned to thelr homes. But the Red River
expeditionary preparations still keep the military on
the qui vive, and occaslon a vast denl of drilling,
parading, brass-banding, &c., while the hotel regls-
ters are filled with colonels, majors, captains, &e.,
to a degree that forcibly suggests 10 a Yankee the
gcenes in Washington in 1862, In view of the con-
tingencies Incidental to the Red River campaign and
future Fenian possibilities, a brief description of the
m 1litury resources of the Dominion Is lnteresting.

THE REGULAR TROOPE
