The accounts, both by telegraph and mail, xacelved
and published by the HERALD, of the destruction of
Biossom Rock In the harbor of Ban Fran#élsco nt one
terrific blow, have very naturally ved pubile
curlosity and even anxiety as to what 13 being done
‘with Hell Gate. For nearly twenty years, so people
began 1o fralk, practical and thegretical englneers
have becn at work, almoat Innnmerable devices were
tried, and what was the resnlt? The rocks which ob-
struct, or atleast hinder and delay navigation, at Hell
Gate, and render it dangerous, are still there to nearly
thelr former extent, while an energetic German en-
gincer, alter acaroely more than six months of work,
relieved the harbor of San Francisco of oue of its
most dangerons Impediments, Why, sald (heso
same people, cannot the same system, which blew
Blossom Rock into ntoms at one charge, be fricd
here? Why could not Hell Gate be cleared also by
submarine mining and blasting from Lelow ¥

Theorizing on such a subject Nows very glivly from
the Ups of people not accustomnd (o the searching
inquiry demanded by the laws of tho exact sclences.
Ihese compel the takiog Into careful consideration
all the circumstances of the case and its surrounding
conditions., And after such inqniry it has generally
been found thet no two cases Lo be operated upon
are ever alike, and that means which proved emi-
nently saccessful in one, will b € but & nsgless waste
of time and money in another, This i3 trne of the
subject now under consideration. Blossom Rock,
which now 1s no wore, If the reportd reosived be

fully true, when compared with the rocks at Hell
Gale, was lke a sheep to an elephant., The sub.
jouined communication, from one who Lins tried his
envrgles on some of the rocks at Hell Guote, gives
several reasons why Lhe prooess go successiul an
San Francisco harbor m found imprace
ticable here. Soine others may yet be
added. Blossom Rock contalned only about
6,000 cuble yards of sandstone, while .the rock ad
Hallett's Point alone, on which Genecil Newion fa
now at work, hins 80,000 cuble yards of stone as hard
a8 gnelss, the welght of which uverages from 160 to
170 pounds per cubiz foot. Another rock at Hell
Giate, and chat the most dangerous of the poIsnge,
the “Gridiron,” measures over 160,000 cuble yards of
the same quality of stone, These figures of them-
selves show the great difference bhetween the work
dene here and that [atoly accomplished win Biossom

Hock,.
WHAT 18 BEINGO DONE.

Yet, this tunncl ing pro ess has been adopted by

This dam, Lelng
ol irregular shape, is ninety-one feet in wldth In ont
durection, and 140 In another, where it {3 widest,
Within this dam, and almose to 1ts full extentinglde, a
ehaft has been sunk into the rock to the depth of
wwenty-four fegt below low water and about slx
housand cubie yards of rock have been removed—
as much us the whole of Blossom Rock eontalnod,
Mie shalt will have to be excavated to a lurther
depth of a little more than one foot, when the “level”
will have been reached and the mining of the
“ehambers" will commence. These chiambors will
ran out under the rock Irom the shalt described
above 08 A central polnt, ke the radil of a cirele.
When they are completed, the intervenlng rocks will
be blasted or quarried ont in order o give one lnrge
chamber under the whole of the rock, leaving a roof
above of about ten feel in thiekness, supported be-
1ow by temporary props.

It 18 but proper to eay, howover, that the oporn-
tlons at Halletts Point are carmed on somowhat 1o
the light of un experinent. Two things are taked
into account—the expense and T-l}l]tlll}' aof thr work.
This subsygueous mining procesd, it is believed, may
be found the cheapest method, while  thz
ariiling mode might do guicker woik., If
these caloulations should be  found correct,
It 18 probable that when the time comes
to remove the Gridiron, that hrleous monstor
of an obstacle to navigation, both methods may boe
employed, The smaller rocks it is hoped to get rid
of whiie work 13 progreassing on these two huges ob-
siructions, Hallett’s Point and the Gridiron, while the
Hog's Back and other simdar places will be sur-

Views of an Expert.
To Toe EprroR of THE HERALD:—

Tt has been suggested {rom several sources, and
among them in the HERALD, that the removal of
Blvssom Roek 1n San Francisco harbor by chamber-
ing under the rock and bLlowing It up by a heavy
mine of powder at & single exploslon, should aford
& hint for the removal of gome of the rocks at Hell
Gate, A comparlson of the two sltuatlons wiil give
ue some light on the sabject. Blossom Rock was in
ihe open harbor or bay of San Francisco, The two
nearest poluta are Melgs' wharl, nearly o mie, and
Alcatraz hght, nearly 2 mile and a quarter distans,
Hell Gate 18 0 narrow passage, not more than su0
yards from Hallett's Point to Ward's Island.
