The following are extracts from the report of the
Commutes on Foreign Affairs, to whom were relflerred "the memorial of Porter 0. Bliss and George
P. Mastorman, in relation to their Imprisonment tu
Paraguay by the President of that republic; and
subsequently on the United States gunboat Wasp
and the Oagshlp Guerrtere, of the South Atlantic
squadron, by United States officers." The committee
commenced Its labors on tho soth of March, i860,
and continued to take evideaco at various times
until all that was thought necessary to make a fair
report was collected. We give substantially tho Investigationand the result arrived at:.
In the mouth of June, 1801, Charles A. Washburn

was appointed by the United States its minister residentto the republlo of Paraguay. He remained atf Asuncion, the canltal Of PaiftmlAV rIKinhart/lna Ma
duties to the entire satisfaction of ]»btli governmentsuntil January, 1846, when, la pursuance of leave of
absence piovk>u.-ly obtained from our government,he retusr.ed to the United States. On the expiration01 his leave of absence, eariyin September of the
Bameyear, ho left the United States, accompaniedby his wile, to return to his post at Asuncion. Some
time in March or April, 1865, and af er Mr. Washburnhad left Paraguay, a war broke out betweenParaguay on the one hand, and Brazil,Uruguay and tho Argentine coniedcratlon,known as the "allied forces," on the other hand. On
Mr. Washburn's arrival at Rio early in October, 1805,

Tco committee have no djubt ad to the propriety ofthis request.

for a oon i.lerable portion of the time, and finally reunitedIn excuse i wbieh soon became as numerous
as (he; were frivolous. Among (he reasons assignedby the Admiral for not complying with the requestwore "want, of sufficient tu.1 for tne vessel whichmight be detailed on this service and the Inability to
procure it," and the "blockade of the river by theali'es." Regarding the latter excuse Mr. JamesWatson Webb has the following:.
Mr. Webb, fn a despatch to the Stale Departmentof date Juno lo, 1387, uses tills language:.
While I have taken no part la the eontroverey betweenAdmiral Godon and Mr. Washburn, and bare not uormltted

mysen to express to either of them ao approval or disapfirovalof their proceedings, I have a very clear convictionhat If the Admiral bad been ao disposed he eould have sentMr. Waabburn to hla poat of duty abortly after hla arrivalIn the river without any Interference on the part of theallies. country involved in a dt-astrous war; terror, aid ratand distrust prevailed on every side; Industry nara-
lyzca; the citizens denied their most precious rights,and all the resources und energies of the countrypressed Into the miliary service. Lopez, the"Marshal Presidentof Paraguay." was entering uponthat era of blood so Indelibly lmprcscd upon his
aubsequont career. He possessed absolute authority,and governed by his unrestrained will u country
wnosc history presents a continued series of tyranni.«iil exactions on the part of i s rulers and of sub-
missive oi e lienee on the part of lis people. |Mr. Washburn leu that he cou'.d no longer be use* \fa'to his government In iln po-itlon he tnen occu- <

government required tiiat he should, as soon as practicable,ciose all further official intercourse with '

President Lopez, who had thus wautonly assailed '

him, aud through him the government of tho ,United Biates. In view of this Btate of c
aiuitrs, and entertaining also serious apprehensionsin reference to the future safety of himselfand tauiily, wiitle at the mercy of one who had
given such abundant evidence of his capacity for the
commission of crime, he wisely concluded to closj
his otllci il relations and retire fiom the ooantry. In
doing so he was, however, p.evented, by the Interpositionof a military forco acting under the au>tthority of Lopc/i, from bmglng wi n him two of the

Bliss and Mastarman were thus held a* prisonersby Lopes until the arrival or Admiral Davis at Angosturuw the early part of IMS. Admiral OoUou

was detached from the command of the South Atlanticsquadron In September, .1887, and succeeded by
AdmliaiDavis. Meanwhile Mr. Washburn and familywere conveyed by a Paraguayan steamer from
Asuncion and placed on board the United States
gunboat Wasp and brought to Buenos Ayrcs. On the

jolored population in those places were sieudlly advancingin industry, intelligence and sociuJ comforts,
'he passage of the fifteen tli umendmen t seetned to
iaye given a new impetus to their religious and poliicalaspirations, and their pastors were using everyffori with a view of ameliorating the social nud
tioral condition of tlie race. Tli use of rum and
ituer Intoxicating beverages wa; denounced at tuo

Miss Weils Immediately fell at the toot
of the stairs screaming Tor help, but bclo.e any
person reached the scene Smith turnedIds wetpon upon himself and discharged
