He
spoke with thie uwmost.freedom on the very subject
on which L sought in‘ovmat on, and seemed giad of
the opporinnity of explaining everylhing conuected
with his dutles,
wAre you otiiged by law, Mr. Richardson, to in-

* filet the wonippliag with your own hands P'* [ asked.

“Yis, sir,” he answered,
To do it and I ajways do."

“Do you ever find the vietims fant under the in-
filetion ellher of the whip or the pillory #! was wy
next gquestion.

He smil:d and remarked:—*"No, sir; during my
term a8 gherlM I have never known of such
& c¥e. You must koow that I use con-
slderable  dlseretlon In  ioficting this punlsh-
ment. I rarey very much hurt any of the
cnminals sen‘enced to be lashe l. Indesd, I never
hurt them at all unless they are very hardened and
depraved cased a'tozetier. I remember but very
few ir8ances in which 1 usel the whip with real
edrnc-taess.  One of those cases was for & rape of o
utt e child under ten years oll,

Trenarked that I was under the Impression that
such ¢ lmes were punishable with deatlh In the
Biate of Delawara. To this ne sald:—

“No, 8lr; not uniess the chlld is over ten years
oli. It is a curous discrimination and
don't secm  proper; for the younger the
chil | the greater the offence ought to be considered.
But the law is the law, and | can's alter it. But
about the case 1 was speaking of. The eriminal
was a stour, big buck migger, who had dreadfully
lll-used the litiie girl, My Licod bolled with rage
against the villain, I had my mind made up to cut
him in two with the lash if [ could, His pame was
Ned bmith.

WIS NAME AND ANTRECERENTS.

The name of this clerk charged with grand lar-
ceny {4 Julius F, Hennewt. For many years he waa
o resident of the Nineteeath ward of this elty, and
quite an active, if pot prominent, democratic politl-
clan among the Germa s of the ward, He wasas
early s 1864 and up to the discovery of his pecca-
dilloes, with the intermission of one or two years,
constantly the secrctary of the Germah democratio
ward organization, as If this position belonged o
him by a sort of prescriptive right. He was, rlso,
for the year 1808, recording secretary of (he Ger-
man Demootatic General Commilttee, repredenting
the Germans of tne party over the whole
city, In these positions, it must be conceded,
he was laborious afid prowpt, and as a kiod of po-
littcal “runner’ to keep up an agitation io a certain
direction, be conld nardly have been surpassed. Be-
ing such h character he soon wormed himseif into
the confidence of the more promine ¢ leade 8 of the
party in the up town wanis. At one tim -, througn
thelr inAuence, e was appolat d a visi'or ol the
poor for bis ward, and whe « Mr. Wi, [I. chman be-
came the Secretary of the Hoard of E lucation, In the
spring of 1860, Hennett was wno ¢ the frs. who re-
enived 4 clerical appointment under im with the
approvil of the then vew Board. He was placod os
wno agsistant  property ol ook, amd put o partkd
charge of Lie hooks, statlonery, nud ollier prope
kept In the basement of the bulding, oeroer Gian
aud Elm strects,
