In another place in this day's IIkuald we

print the full text of the Doy na de Fide, aa

approved by the Bishops in Council assembled
at Home. For the very accurate English ver-

sioti which we are enabled to give our

readers we have to thank the editor and proprietorsof tbo Catholic World, who have

kindly furnished us with advanced sheets of
their forthcoming number.
Of the fifiy-flve tchmata drawn up beforehandthis is the only one whioh has been definitivelypronounced upon. The Council has

now been in session for a period covering
moro than four months, and this is the result
of their deliberations. The document speaks
for itself. In one sensa it is very respectable.
In another sense it is somewhat old-fashioned
and not a little absurd. It speaks of Creation
and tho Creator, of Revelation, of Faith, of
Faith and Reason, and concludes with no fewer
than eighteen anathemas bearing upon Christianduly regarding those * several subjects.The definitions, as will be aeon,
are dogmatic enough. The thought that
runs through them all is simply this.that
some things lie within the range of. reason,
but that ail the higher matters that go to constitutereligion aro to be received by faith and
faith alone. The Dogma de Wide in its present
shape will not make the world much wiser,
nor will it convince many that tj^o Council of
the Vatican is the repository of wisdom infallible.The anathemas will convince all who
had any doubt on the subject that the spirit
which condemned Galdeo, and which at a later
date lit up the tires of the Iloly Inquisition in
Spain and Flanders, and gratified itself by
dropping men anil women into boiling oil in
Saiithfield, London, still lives. Tho dogma, it
is true, has been greatly modified in Council.
The anathemas arc not so sweeping as they
were intended to be. Thanks to Strossmayer,
and Dupanloup, and Dollinger, and Darboy,
and Kenrick. and Ullathorne, and Newman,
and Schwarzenberg, and MoCloakey. The3e
men, and many others who have acted with
them, have powerfully counteracted the in-
(luence of tho Jesuits; and whilo thoy have
defeated the plan and purpose of the Council
fiey have done the Catholio Church good service.On the whole, considering what was
infnnrln/1 wo nnnnnt rofuan fi'lmit fhnf tho
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Dogma de Fide as now before us is
a tolerably sensible and comparatively
harmless document. It will frighton nobody.
It can do barm. It will do no good. To our

mind it is fully convincing that the Council
has, up to this point, proved a failure.

infallibility. This may be so ; but when the
best Catholics of Europe and America say it is
not so it is time for the Council to consider
whether indiscreet friends are not more dangerousthan open and avowed enemies. Count
Daru, although no longer a minister of Franee,
is a good Catholic, and his letter to Aotonelli,
although it failed in consequence of his own
resignation to command attention in Rome as

a ministerial document, was exnrcssive of the
sentiments of the majority ol'French Catholics.
Ilad Daru remained in power we should have
expected to learn that Rome had yielded to
Franco because Rome needs Fronch soldiers.
The plebiscite, however, has made France for
the present forgetful of, or rather indifferent to,
Rome. But it will not be wonderful if the new

Foreign Secretary of Franco repeats Daru'a
demands. It iB notorious that Spain is
a<jainBt infallibility; that Italy will not submit
to it; that Bavaria is unqualifiedly hostile;
that Austria has issued a threat; that Russia is
determined to make Bharp work with Catholicismin Poland if the dogma is proclaimed, and
that American Catholics, so numerous and so

respectable, are becoming ashamed of their
Church. If the Pope and the Council take Dr.
Manning's advice the malcontents may prove a

little too numerous and somewhat too powerful.It is not wise, to say the least of it, in the

Pope to provoke a fresh Reformation. Religion
is too shaky all the world over for Rome to run
the risk of a fresh schism.

Within the next lew weens we snau expect
to know whether the Council has or has not
been an Absolute failure. If infallibility is not

proclaimed before the Council is adjourned in

consequence of the heat we shall regard the

dogma as doomed. If it is proclaimed we

shall expect lively times among all the Catholic
States of Europe and not a ^ttle flutter even

here. We shall not be sorry if good counsel
prevails.
