NEVERL NERD BE AN EFIDEMIC IN NEW YORK.

All that i8 required are the proper preventive
measures o the outset.  These messures are ample,
and the Board of Health 28 ot present consututed 18
endowed by the provimons of the uew Charte: with
every requizite power to employ them. There g,
napplly, every cheerfol promise und reasonable hope
of encouragement that it will. This promise and
hopo are based on the high and trustwerthy charae-
ter of the men appointed members of the Poard, and
the belief 18 that, opening thelr eyes to the importance
of the sacred trusts commitied to their keeping,
they will do thelr duty boldiy, firmly and vigilantly,
Involved in these trusts ave the health and life of
every man, woman and ¢hild llving In the city. It 18
a fearfal responsibility. No obher executive branch
of the ¢ity government hias thrust upon it a responsi-
bility anywhere approuching It in weight ana im-
portance.

OUNCE OF PREVENTION POLICY.

Tt 18 clear, in the first place, that the old apothegm
of an ounce of prevention being better than a pound
of cure must be the primary guiding principle of the
new Boand of Health. The ilucisive force of this
principle requires no argument. The time to appiy
it is mow, at once. Thne summer months are close at
bhand, A good amount of work that shoulda have
been done long ago, and which the old Board, lack-
ing Inencrgy and crippled in means, dil not and
could not do, should be done immediately., This 18
just the time for the Inception of epldemica. Yellow
fever. that much dreaded disease, that made sucn
devastating havoc of human lives in this clty
in 1882, has alrcady been brought here on
shinboard from the tropical lslands and other
places where this  terrible malady s nai-
genous, and as the warm eeason advances
there will be more frequent arrivals of ships with
crews and passengers aiflicted with the game conta-
giwons scourge. It I8 rapldly approaching also the
favorable season for ship fevers 1o be more frequent
and virulent, for smalipox to assume 6 more pesti-
lential sway, and for that most fearful and deadly of
all epldemics, the cholera, to nsurp the gceptre ol ita

and unconstrained power. A# 18 well Enown
there 18 more or less sinallpox now in the city, while
varigns fevers, almost as fatal as yellow fever, though
lesa AWilt in reaching the culminating point of futal-
¥, still prevail 1o & large and al exwnt, Ou
weekly 1ecoris of mortality likewise snow the exis-
ence of other endemical di=eases, of less virulent
type, it I8 true, than those named, bat sull whpse
presence in the city 18 mueh to be dreaded,

KIP CONTAGION IN THE BUD.

In the line ol their oficial datiesa the next thing
ohvionsly devolving upon the Board of Heglth 1= to
use its ntmost endeavors to nip existing contaglous
in the bod and to cut off i once the blossoming buds
of disense ;nemvur they appear and in all their mol-
tifartous The great question 14 how this is to
be done. It is certaln that to conserve the public
heattl it most.be done, and that i 1t 18 not done
there will be gross and unpardonable dereliction of
duty on the part of the Boari ol Health. One of the
first shings n the wuy of preventon and staying
contagion requiring the attention of the Board is 1o

KEEP THE BTREETS CLEAN.

To describe the present filthy condition of very
many of our streets wonld make up o chapter as
unvarying in monolony as ihe dewrl!ptton would be
unending. Gutlers reekiog with refuse and gan-
grenous garbage—a mixture, i fact, of all the vil-
Ianous compounds that sre viely odious to the
senses and deleterous Lo the health—are to be seen
in nearly every atreer, while tae strecis Lthemselves
are encrusted with dirt and filth, pregnant with
missmi, and whose pestiferous vapors fill the air
with subtle and sickly esseuces, germinating disease
and death, Commeucing ot the lower end of the
city there are Washington and Greenwich streete,
wihich look a8 though they had not been cieaned for
months, As far up us Washington Market there are
eontinuons  accnmulations of dirt and garbage.
On tne east side of town, It 13 no better in Water
aud Cherry streets, from Catharine Market down.
Willtnm street, from Duane to Frankfort street, s
particularlly fithy, and that, too, with a wooden
pavement there, making 1t much easter to Keep ihe
gtreet ciean than ordinary cobble Mone paved sireets.
The lower end of Mulberry atreet 18 most vilely diety,
and so with the lewer porilon of Mott. The condl-
tion of Baxter, Bayard and Housevelt streets sur-
passes description. In fact, nearly every street in
the Fourth and Sixth wards where street fllth is
indigenous and chronie, may lay clam to being the
clief deurre ofjuastiness, A deglol Pearl street
8 10 a horrible state, and so Ellzabeth, White, Frank-
1in, Leonard and Worth streets, the twae last partieu-
lariy 8o from Centre to Baxter street. We cannot
gteer amiss of dirty streets. The same coniinuously
revalting spectacles of mingled dirt and fiith are
to be geen ln Vandewater, Rose, Dover, the lower

of Henry street, Ma{flsun, Ctinton, Montgomery,

uverneur and Bcammel sireets. Up town It is
better, but here are to be found abondant lanes and
streets rivalling In accumnlations of dirt and dis-
tillatlons of villanous smells the older down town
thoroughliares. For instance, Foriy-sixth street,s
beiween First and Second avenues, 18 almost one
maas of efusive and deleterious Alth, and in quite as
baud condition 18 Fiftieth street, between Ninth and
Tenth avenucs. As we have already stated, we
might continue these references and descriptions to
unending length, but 1t 18 unnecessary 1o do Ao,
The fact that the streets of this city bave not been
kept clean for years and that & majority of them are
still allowed lo remain horribly dirty s polent to
anybody having eliner eyes to sée or & nose capuable
ol the sense of 8mell. And this brings us to the
considleration of the important question

HOW THE STREETS ARE NOW UEING CLEANED,

Large Attendence at the Investigation—Mr. Hen-
nesmey's Multiplicity of Appointments of
Female Teachers—What They Had
to Say and What Others8aid,

The attendmnce av the rosumption of the examioa-
tion betore Benool Commissioners Lewis, Gross and
SiiGs, ab the hall of the Board of Edueation ar four
P M. yesterday, inthe case of John H. Hennessey,
Sehool Trustee of the Seventeenth ward, charged
with sccepting a brive of §100 rom Miss Mary E,
Connor, for her appolntient as teacher in an even-
mg schoo', was larger than on the previous
days of the Investigation,

Muggie A. Gaooon was the first witness called,
Bhe testified thnt she waes viee principal in the puo-
lle school No. 26; =he recelved her appolutmeat
from Mr. Heunessey; she never, direcily or ludireetly,
gave him any pay for the appointment,

Mrs, Ruchell testified that she hod known Mis<
Connor for the past lwelve years; Miss Connor
madde to her three statements about the payment of
$100 t0 Mr. Hennessey for her appolptment ws
teachier—one that she gayve the money to Mr, Hen-
nesscy in an envelope, as a love letter, in the street;
another that sbe handed him the money o frout of
s door, and the third that she gave the money to
Mrs. Hennessey; gshe did not believe either of her
statements, She was submitted to a lengthy crose-
