l»rctty Utile rewn once more and with the same objectas before, to study the whipping post and pillory.1 gave you an account lost week of the lashingof six criminals for divers utile oircnces, but I
bad no opportunity then to see tno pillory In operation,as none oi the poor devils sentenced had been
bad enough or unlucky enough (1 don't know which)
to provoke from the judges an inillctlon of story No.
8 of tthe whipping post. Therefore it is that 1 come
now to finish up the job, in oihcr words, to sec both
whipping post and pillory in operation, and to paint
Xor the delectation of your readers a pen picture of
the scene.

Ten minutes nfter one o'clock this afternoon 1
started from the Wilmington depot In the ttaln
for Newcastle. a tr.i.n made up of the engine and
one car split tip Into two com part men's.one for
passengers and the other lor baggage. Three men
worked the train.an engineer, a fireman and a condoctor,who also performed the functions oi braaeinan.ALout thirty m uutcs pulling and blowing
brought us to the cud or onr Jon ney, and flvo
minutes' walk sulficcd to overcome the distance betweenthe uptown depot an I tn Court House,
which was my objective point; for the old Court
House bul'dlng Is where the criminals a;e tried,
convicted and sentenced. There the state Attorney,
Mr. Lore, prosecutes the law's v.cuius,
and gets off his terrible denunciations against
Jhe ravagers of lien coops, the deuioilaliers of old
clo'B men, the vipers of children, tho horse
thieve-', burglars, garoters, murderers and all
classes of offeudora. There the high and mighty
Sheriff Hlchardson has Ilia otllc.al Headquarter'.a
little bit of a comer, where a hrst rate le ine cotilloncould hardly be accommodated w.th complete
atlsfacuou.
KlchardBon waa the man I most wanted to Fee, hut

hoist.d himself by means or a ropo up Into the windowaperture, where he appeared doubled up like a
monkey, peei tng out into the prison yard through
the little iron bars. It was a suspicious looking
position lor a criminal, Bugges'.lng au etfert to escape.
"What are you doing there ." sa'.d Wild.

Neither Brown nor Mat Heard seemed to give a

AN OLD PAUPER DIES.SOLEMN SCENE IN TUB CELL
OF DEATH.

At this moment Warden Wise came up breathless
and exclaimed,
"Mark, let me out as quick as you can. Old Jim 13

Leaving me to wonder what was the matter, who

wa-i old Jim and what were the circumstances of the

in the last struggles of death. The noctor with his
stimulant came too lute.

Tin
physician nevertheless made au effort. Stooping
down lie measured out a teaspounful of brandy and
tried to pour it down the tnroat. ilttt there was no
relaxation of the muscles. The ciocior re it t.ie
wlists and fumbled over the chest in the region of
the Ik art to catch even the faintest pulsation, but
there was none. lie placed his ear over
the mouth, but no respiration was heard.
"Jtc is gone," said the doctor at last;
' he's dead;" ami with one accord everybody present
said "P< or fcliow'." It was au exclamation of pity,
and notmng could have been more appropriate.
Jlrn Martin Mas poor, Indeed. Ills crime was
poverty. lie was a pauper.a poor, miserable,
epileptic vagrant, wit/.oat home or fronds, nobody
to care for him, none to lend him a helping hand,
except the cold poorhouse oitlclals in the first place,
and next and last the authorlil s of Newcastle
Prison. While 1 was gazing down upon his dead
face, wondering if any story could be traced in his
dark features, searching lor some last impressiontnat might have played there before
IfCfttb struck It; Mark Wild, the gentle turnkey
whispered In my ear the story of Jim Martin. He
bad been sent to the poorhouse for i rotcetion, but
ins Tits were so dreadful and ids manner sometimes
so perilous that the poorhouse people had him transferredto the prison. H seems in one of lus tits he
savagely attacked the keeper of the poorhouse. After
reaching tiic prison one or his dangerous spells came
on and during its progress he wrenched from its
fastenings on the floor a huge iron vessel secured by
iron bolts, manifesting the strength of six stalwart
men. With great difficulty he wus secured and pacl11d, and ever since has been growing worse and
worse until to-day. . . .

cloth caps that might have been new some time beforethe Revolutionary War. Vining sent the con-
victs np the ladder and followed immediately nim-
self, placing ono of them on the right and the other
on the leit of the whipping post. That done he nn-
booked the frame and raised the upper sections to j
enable the criminals to place tnclr necks and wrists
in the hobs "for such purposes made and pro- <

vkled." For the better understanding cf Jthe operation by your readers 1 may briefly t

tepeat what I stated last week by way
of description of the pillory. It consists simply jof a p.cce of board about lour feet Ions, one foot (

high and one incn thick. In this board are cut bix t

holes, two of them large enough tor the neck and jfour of Butllelent capacity to hold securely un ordl- (
nary man's wrist. This board, thus provided with
holes, is fastened on the upper part of the whipping
post at right angles, and in such a way that at each
side of the post there are two small holes with a
large hole between them. The board Is cut In two,
so that the upper parts may be raised up, and when
put down may be fastcued at the outer euds by an
ordinary Iron hook.
As 1 was explaining, Mr. fining raised the uppersections or the frame and first fixed prisoner Urowu

in the carious trap. Brown Is a very small man, his
neck on.y Just about reaching the pillory In a safe
way, to prevent straining. When the frame was
closed upon him, imprisoning neck and wrists, lie
looked down upon us. smiling dismally, as one who
would whistle to<kccp his courage up. Mac Heard jcontemplated his companion's position In gloomysilence, but was not left many seconds to travel juiong with whatever train of thoughts was ruBluug
through his mlud. No sooner was tne frame udjusted
over Brown than fining turned his attention to the <
big Mac Heard, who beside h s keeper lookedjlke a
giant. Mac Heard was soon fixed like Brown, and
rolling h.s large eyes right and leit finally settled jthem on one of the prison cell windows, out of t
which ull the convicts on that side were gazing with i
Interest, some of them looking solemn, but by tar j

the greater number laughing and jibing at the pilloriedvictims. One of the criminal spectators called
out something to Mac Heard which caused the latter
to Indulge iu a little forced effort at Jolly laughter.When all this had occurred Vlning descended the
ladder und unlocked the gate of the prison
yard, letting iu a Juvenile crowd similar
to that which 1 v,-messed and described last week.
There were, perhaps, more grown people scattered
among the youngsters to-day than I noticed on the
former o caslon. As each person entered the yard
a glance was directed to the two prisoners aloft
undergoing the sentence of the law. A smile and
some ordinary exclamation, like "My now funny 1"
or "(loudness!" or "By jlugo 1" wero all that the
crowd Indulged in. Nobody pelted the prisoners
with pebbles or rotten eggs, as used to bo done by
me oruuu crowus uiui/ aneiuieu sucu exultations
1a the olden time In "Merry England." I
did not even liear any one get otr a joke
at the expense of Hrown and Mao Heard,
mnch to my astonishment, in the so-called
"good old times" such would not have beeu tho
case. I recalled seme of the scenes of which Iliad
read In history and chronicles, where the poor victimswhile lastened In the pillory were cat with
sharp stones, and taken down torn and bleeding and
utterly exoausied. Noble crowds tliey must have
been surely to Jeer and torture men to whom retaliationand revenge were Impossible. I asked the omclalsabout me whether they remembered auy Instanceslu their experience of the HI nsage of prisonersby the crowd, and they one and all declared that
tliey knew of no such oases in Delaware. A very
great Improvement, therefore, Is the New Castle pilloryupon Its ancient prototype.
