down, it is the opinion of Mr. Trumbull that the bill
will do the republican party more harm thau good.
Men like Suiun ;r, Howard and Chandler soy tliey
are willing to risk tue consequences.

A Hoana Election Case Disposed Of.
The H usa spent tin entire day In considering one

of tbe bogus LjuIs ana elec 1 u cases, and when, by
amijrr.ty of thr.e v. tcs, the republican contestant
was dicl .rei entitled to a seat, ibo democrats begunto filibuster, and finally compelled an adjournmentwithout action. Many of the more conscientiousrepublicans voted in lavor of declaring a vacancyin the district from which the contestants
came, believing that neither of them Is entitled to a
seat. It is thought thut this will finally be adopted
as tbe sense of the llouse.
Opposition. of Nutlona! Banks to Fonr Per

Cent Bonds.
It is given ont that the friends of the national

banks in Congress are In favor of four per cent
as the rate of Interest for the proposed new bonds.
They do not seem to think that tlio debt can be
fnndBd at this rate, and tbey think thut If any fundingbill is passed wltn the uniform rata of interestat four per cent the bill will be
practically iuoperat.ve aud tho banks be
lelt In the undisturbed possession of their present
six per cent bonds. Secretary Boutwell seems to
think that a rate ot Interest less tliun four and a
per cent would render the funding of the debt impossible.He Is willing to try It, however, at whateverrate Is fixed upon by Cougress. It is known
that the Senate Finance Committee, or a majority of
It, will not favor a four per coat tioud.

A New Mail Route Between tireat Britain

and Anstrnlln.
Mr. Gray, the Postmaster General of Kcw Zealand,

to-day had a long Interview with Postmaster GeneralCreswcll In relation to transit malls between
England and New Zealand through the United
States. It appears that recently some mall matter
was sent by the Pacific Railroad and reached Englandsixteen days ahead of the buez ronte. An
arrangement of an informal character was entered
Into authorizing the transfer or tno closed malts or
the British government passing through the country.Mr. Gray set out for San Francisco this evening,his mission proving very satisfactory.
Postmaster Jones, ofNew York, was present at the

Interview between the Postmaster General and Mr.
Gray, and communicated tbe needed information as
to tbe cost of the transmission of the British Australianmulls. He also received lnstrnctlo ib in regardto tbe matter. General Jones returno 1 to New
York this evening.

Cancelling Beer Stamps.
The Commissioner of Internal Revenue has receiveda number of letters from persons doing busl

ness as brewers inquiring whether the law requires
them to cancel beer stamps by using either Wheeler's
patent or any other than those prescribed by the
department. The Commissioner responds that so
far as beer stamps are concerned there need be no
other method of cancellation used than hitherto
practised.

The following Is a continuation of the United
States Senate report:.
At three o'clock this morning Mr. Thurman, (dem.)

of Ohio, succeeding Mr. Casserly, in some humorous
remarks, closed with a denial of the truth of the
assertion of his colleague. Mr. Sherman, that the
strength of the democratic party was in pest houses
of large cities.
At twenty minutes past three o'clock the Senate

voted on Mr. Hamlin's amendment, which was carried.yeas81, nays 11.
On motion of Mr. Morton, (rep.) of Jnd., a section

was inserted making criminal all attempts to influencethe votes of colored persons by depriving
them of occupation, ejecting them from houses,
lauds or other property, relusiug to renew leases,
Ac., and imposing a line of $500 and Imprisonment
or not less ttian one year for such offences.
An additional section by Mr. Pool, (rep.) of N. C.,

was adopted, making organizations of two or more
persons for the purpose of violailng this act felonies,punishable by a line not more than to.ooo and
Imprisonment not exceeding len years, and the
offend' r 10 be thereafter ineligible to office under
the United States.

Mr. Willky. irep.) of W. Va.. moved to strike out
'fca to lnfonncrH." Lost by 21 to 28.
Mr. Carpenter, (rep.) of Wis., moved an amendmentthat any person deprived of an office, except

a Cougre-Huinn or member oi a fctrate Legislature, by
reason of violations of this act or by the denial of
the right to vo e to any citizen on account of race,
color, Ac., shull he entitled to hold such office and
recover poses-ion of It by writ ol' quo warranto or
other appropriate proceeding In any United States
District Court or proper District or State Court having
jurisdiction.

Mr. Tuurman said that would enable any body of

The following is the bill, belug uu amendment, Inthe nature of a substitute for the House Did on the

Ac., That all ctilr.eni of the United Stateswbo arc or shall otherwise be qualified by law to vote at anyelection by tlie people In any State, Territory, distrlc-v,county, olty, pariah, township, achool district, municipality,or other territorial sub-dlvialou, shall be entitled and allowedto rote at all aueb elections, without distinction of race orcolor or previous condition of servitude; uuy couslHtillon orlaw, custom, or auy regulation of any Slate or Territory, orby or under Its law, to the contrary notwithstanding.Kkc. 2. And be It further enacted. It shall bethe duty of every such person and ottlcer to give to all citlsensof the I. uiled states the same aud equal opportunity toperform such prerequisite and to become qualified to votewithout distinction of race, color or previous condition ofservitude. And If any such person or officer shall refuseor knowingly omit to give roll elfoct to this section, heshall for every such cllence forfeit and pay the sum of $000to the persou aggrieved thereby, to be recovered bv an actionIn the case, with lull costs and such allowance ror couuselfees as the court slioll deem just; and shall also for everysuch offence be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall,on i ouvicuou thereof, be fined not less than tt&OO, or be Imprisonednot less than one month and not more than oneyear, or both, at the discretion of the court.bcc. 3. And be it further enacted, That whenever by orunder the autuorliy of the constitution or laws of any Hiate,or the luws of any Territory, auy act or acts shall be requiredto be douc by any citizen as a prerequisite to qualifyor entitle him to vote, the offer of any such citizen to performthe act required to be done as aforesaid shall. preasnce or every member. We have endeavored diligentlyand talthlully to attend to the tmilneaa of reconetructlonwhich had been entrusted to ua.
Qur dullea, an deecrihed In the concurrent reeolutlons ofthe two Aaaembltcn for our appointment, were "to prepareand nroDoae to the tteneml Anacmhlv of tl,. llniiMi shi.n*k

a proper adjustment of the boundaries of the presbyteriesand synods, and the ratio of representation ; and any amendmentsof the constitution which ibey may thinlc necessaryto secure efficiency and harmony la the administration oftha Church, so greatly Increased and so rapidly eitendlirc."Under this minute, especially the latter part, many supposedour powers very extensive and our ranse or subjects almost
unrestricted. We have not so judge but piaferred to keepclosely to what ll more especially ueutioued or clearly ImN

umerous communications on these matters have reached
us.a few from eculeelastloal bodice or associations of m meters,but chiefly irom individuals-all which have been respectfullyand patiently considered, Ihoueb the suggestionscontained in tooie of them we may have failed to adopt.Many of tbnm either tell In with our own convictions or
tended somewhat to modify them; a few recommended
chaucee so treat and radical In the constitution of presbvtcriee,synods and the assembly thst we couhl not approvethem; some we thought might better come before your bodyfrom another quarter, while others, though important andsalutary, would cause such agHstlon an 1 opposition, if proposed,as might seriously disturb the peace and harmony of
our so happily united Church. We have thought proper to
recommend only measures which were of immediate and
pressing necessity, leaving olheiftnaUers to future and fuller
development.
