any State, Territory, district, county, city, parish, township,school district, municipality or other territorial subdivision,shall be entitled aud allowed to vote at all suoh elections,without distinction of raee, color or previous condition of
servitude; any constitution, law, custom, usage or regulationof any State or Territory, or by or under lie authority,to the oootrary notwithstanding.SKC. I. An.i be It further enacted, that If by or undej theautherily of the couelitutioa or lawe of any Slato, or thelaws of any Territory, any act li or eball be required to bodone aa a prere intuitu or quaiilloaclon for voting, anil byeuch oocetiiutlou or lawe peraoue or olllcert are or ahull be
charged with tha performance of dutlea In furnishing to
ollixent an opportunity to perform auoh prerequisite, or to
become lualittwl to vote, it shall be the duty of everysuch person and o HIcar to give to all oltuene of the lulled
States tbs same and equal opportunity to perform such
prerequisite, and to become qualified to vote wiihaut distinctionof race, color or prestou* condition of servitude;and If any sucb person or oilloer aboil refuse or knowinglyom|l to give full efl'ect to this section, he shall, for everysuch offence, forfeit and pav the sum of ffjfioo to the person
