Our naval organizations &re small, and In service
are largoly separsted from and inlependent of cach
other. Each organization, however amall, must be
complete o itsell for every purpose of service, wilh
113 complement of odlcers, suticlent In number and
experience for every Kind of duty and responsibility,
More than one-nall of the oflcers on the active list
are now actually at sea; buat they cannot—no oMoer
c¢an or should—remaln always at sea. The efMelency
of the service and common humanit, réquire
that they ghould have rebef from their dis-
tant dangerous duties. But if this were othor-
wise #tlll they must come home in tne sbhips
which carried them out, hecause the sesmen
are enlisted for only three yenrs, and musy
be returned to the TUnited States for dis-
charge, and thelr officers must coms with them.
There are, however, othier reasons why all the ori-
Cers cann ept always at sea. They are needed
for shiore duty—duty required by law—daly u8 essen-
tial to the ediciency, good order and safety of the
navy s issea service itsell.

The education of cadet midshipmen reqnires ita
quota of both oMcers and vessels.

Oflice; some, in obedience to resolutions of Congress,
in making soun for telegraphic cables, and
some in exploring the routes of the greal inter-

$160 to the third, mile heats, best three in five, in
naruess, The entries were Alexander Putterson’s
chestnut gelding Dreadnaught, M. Roden's chestnut
gelding Prince, Dun Mace's bay gelding Dresden,
Mr. Loveil's bay mare Topsey, F. J, Nodine's brown
mare Eastern Queen, Mr, Fay's bay gelaing Captuin
GUl and John Murphy's chestout mare Loulse.
Dreadnaught won the first, third and fourth heats
amndl the first purse. Prince won the second  heat,
and being second La all the other heats 100k the sec-
ond prize. Dresden won the thira money, bealing
the next best horse,

Dreadnaught, the winner, was little cared for by
speculutors, being sold among the fleld. In fuet, If
he had been sold alone he would not have broaght
five dollars against one hundred, his previous record
being 8o very funity., He has been on the turl three
or four years, has won occasionnl heats, but we
never knew him to win a race, on Account of his
provoking unsteadiness, He always showed him-
self a fast horse, but would break up when leading
at his ease, without cause or warning, and lots of
money has been lost on him at different timea. He
yesterday, however, trotted very steadily and won &
capital race 1o very excellent time considering the
hewvy condition ol the track.

For several days past Prince has been the fuvorite
