Five priests have boen couverted,
and theroare s great many gative yonng men anxious
to vnter the mission geld, provided they can be
guaranteed merely supportto the extent ot about
$250 @ year.  The ventrable and eloguent Ponce de
Leou, who is looked upon as a second 5L Paul,
travels everwhere preachiog and organizing socie-
tee, and all that he recolves s ten dollars o wonth.,
Eighteen months ago the Rev, Henry O, Riley, pastor
of the Spauisti-American church of this city, and a
native of South America, was ssut out to superin.
tend the Provestant congregations in Mexico,  IHis
comumand of the Spanish langoage (his vernacutar),
let bim at once Into sympathy with the Mexicuns,
and he has organized tirty-elght congregations and
mauintuined FProtestant worsbio among them at his
own expense. Himself and Major Hrown, who has
speut 8lxX years in Mexieo, are now here appmlmﬁ
ro the American churehes for ald to purchaze chure
edidces for these confrrantlulm. The vepuhlican
government of Juarez having conflseatad the churen
anid convent property of the Homan Catholle Charch
offers Tor snle such as are not needed for the actual
wants of Catholie congregutions, and the fund cre-
ated by this sale 18 pledged to the support of popular
education throughout the repubile, ese udvocates
of Mexican Protestantism during their briel vish
here have ralsed 16,000 for this purpose.
