Judge Woodward replied briefly, but to the point,
lie said that when he selected his biographer he
wanted a man who told the truth; therefore he
could not select Ma colleague. When ne
wished to debate on the floor of the
House he wanted to debate with a man
who had 8 a constituency , and not a man
who stole his seat from an honest man lor the purposeof selling cadetshlps. Thia had a great effect
upon those who heard it; but as Judge Woodward
speaks in a very low tone it is necessary to give it
here, otherwise it might be lost to the world and
to the House. Schenck is confident that he can

Crovr».Muperatltlon of Ibe .sato«m.

Washington, June 4, 1s70.
General Sully, Superintendent of Indian Affairs

for Montana, writes the following to Commissioner
Parker from Helena, May 25:.

I have this day received sad newa concerning tho
Crow Indians. Captain Camp, their agem, writes
me under date of May 23 as iollows:.

1 have to Inform yon that ipvernl lodge* of the river Crow*
came to this placn late la»t night Mating thai tbelr trlbo bad
t'ie smallpox very badly among Jinn, and are scat
tered In amall paril«a all over tho eountrv. I have
tried every Inducement 10 have the Crow» here
vaccinated, but tbev itrenuoiifly rofuand, »«>
Inn it wa* "bad medicine." The Itlver Crow* who
came here l««t nliiht are apparently free from diaeaee. I
have written to Captain ('amp and directed Llin to remove
the River Crown away from the agency a distance of ten
mileg, and do all we can to prevont any intercourse betw een
tbem and other Indiana; alto to try and pcrttuade
the Mountain Crow* to be vaccinated: but 1
fear if tlicy have a superatltiouR dread of the operationwe will nut lucceed. "The Crown are
exceedingly auperKllllona. In tome of tbelr chlldith Ideaa
and belief* they fur excel any other Indian. Siiou.d the dliCHiebreak out at the agency I have luckily a good phyilcian
there, and he mav aucceed in Hopping It If he can get tbo
Indiana to follow bia directions.

SUICIDE IN JERSEY CITY.
Yesterday morning, about six o'clock, a butcher

named Dertnod Conroy, forty-five years of age, and
residing at the corner of President and Morgan
streets, Jersey City, committed suicide by placing
the muzzle of a revolver to his mouth and firing It.
lie had Just arisen from his bed lor the purpose of
going to Washington Market and procuring a supply
of meat. Justice Haybeck, who lives immediately
opnosittv hearing the noise, rusncd across the
street to the tlOOSft, and, having forced
open the room door, against which Conroy was lying,
found him still gasping and waving the revolver In
his hand.
