Carep CusHING ON ANNEXATION O ST,
DomiNgo.—Caleb Cushing has lost none of
that vigor of intellect which characterized him
thirty years ago, and made him one of the
leading statesmen of New England. Hissound|
judgment and logical reasoning are displayed
in the report of a recent inierview with a
HERALD correspondent, in which he freely ex-
pressed his opinions upon the St. Doming
question, He takes a truly statesmanlike vie
of the annexation of that island, and thinks it
mequisition most desirable, as well for its com<
mercial value as for a point of national des
fence. General Cushing is right when he says
“that the Congress of the United States in
aggregate intelligence has always been far
inferior to the Execative.,” Every acquisition
of territory has originated with the Executive,
and generally has been sturdily resisted by
Congress, a8 is now the case with St. Domin-
go. Senators will do well to read General
Cushing's remarks upon this subject. They

FIRE ON SHIPBCARD.

Burning of the Ship Willlam F. Storer, with
a Cargoe of Tallow,; Cottons Grain, Rosin,
&cv=Loss Over One Huudred Th I

llars.

Bhortly after ten o'clock last night the William F.
Storer, Captain James Bryant, a fully rigged shlp of
1,700 tons burden, owned by Messra. O, H. Marshall
& Co., of the Black Ball lime, Iying at pler 23 East
river, and piying between this port and Liverpool,
was discovered to be on fire by the ship's boy,
Edward Bickers, agad about thirteen, The boy first
discovered the flre in  the aflerpart of the
wvessel and immediately gave the alarm. The
Metropolitan  Fire Department and Insuranco
Patrol were speedily on  the grouml and
rapldly ‘organized for battle with the faming
element, which was now giving cvidences of 18
power in the hoge volumes of dense, black smoke,
mingled with lurld fame, that were pouring from
the hatches fore and aft; but belore long nearly a
dozen lines of hose Were pouring coplous streams
of water into the hully and preventing the further
Bpread of the fames,

The steamtug Thomas Fuller arrived at the scene
about tweive o'clock, and shorily nwl four sireams
io operation. her powerfal force pumps pouring a

savage tide of water into the hissing cauldron of the
veesel's hull, The Storer had been graduslly
pettltng down from the frsg, and pow was almost
1evel with the pler. The fire 3 not yer extinguished:
bul the fuil extent of the damage ean be glven,

She was loaded with 160 to 200 hogsheads of tal-

low, stored In the upper portion of the bhetween
decks, where was also & 1ot of rosin and moiasses,
and o pretty fall cargo of grain i bulk and gome
cotton were stored below,  The cargo will no doubt
almost &  total loss  and  the damage
to the vessel great.

Cisnercs, who cominanded the expedition, had
sallel on the Upton with the balance of her cargo
for Colambia, for the purpose of bringlug back an
expedition of 200 Columblans,

The edltor of the Voz de Cuba reports that the slx
tons of gunpowder, 2,000 rifies and the entire mate-
rial of the Upton expedition fell intothe hands of
the troops, and that several prisoners taken were
immediately executed.

Reconstruction of the Revenwe Mnarine.

The Becretary of the Treasury has communicated
to the Senate a copy of the report of the apectal com-
midssion appoluted to “consuler and report upon the
charncter of vessels beat adapted for the revenue
marine service, together with such views and con-
clustons upon other matters as might appear to them
calealated to advance the interests of the serviee."
They propose that the vessels be classified as (ol
lows:=First class steamers Lo be 360 tons, second
class steamers 10 be 250 tons, third class steamers to
be 150 tons and voder. Sclhiooners of 250 tons and
under, to rate as first class vessels, to be dlstributed
aa follows:—For the Atlantic and Gulf coasts, twenty
gtenmers and three saling vessels; for the Pacine
eoast, three steamers and two schooners; for the
lakes, four steamers. Total, thirty-two. In view of
the condition of some of the vessels, their want
of uniformity for the performance of duty and their
unfitness for the service, the commission recommentd
that the appropriation of $300,000 now on hand be
used In the construction of five steamers—one frst
class and four second class, SIX of the salling vis-
#els can b sold, a8 also ive steamers, which the new
vossels would replace, Tho proveeds of the sale
thus obtalned ean be wsed In the constructlon of
more steamers, and this process continued as rapldly
as the exigencles of the service or publie polloy wiil
permit. The personnet of the service will be, if the re.
