CURIOUS CUBAN REPORTS.

Allegations or Corruption and Bribery in
Washington.Congressmen and New*paper
Men Accused.How "Poor Cuba" Han
Bocn Htrautiled.A Deep Laid Scheme K*.
poHcd.

For several months past reports have been In circulationthai the Cuban leaders, In order to secure
the recognition of the t'ub.in republi as a belligerentPower by the United States, have expended
large sums of money with tbelobny and newspaper
correspondents here. These statements have
been met with prompt de ntois by the friends
ol Cuba, who claimed that ihey were placed In
circulation by those hostile to Cuban independence.
Hut these rumors came from such sources as to
entitle them to more weight than is generally attachedto mere speculations, and in order to estabJishtheir truthfulness or falsiry a sut>-judiciary committee,with General liutier at its head, was given
the necessary authority to make a thorough investi

This commute* examined a large number of witnesses,and concluded its labors some time ago, but
from some unexplained cause has not made any reportto Congress on the subject. Although General
Hutier declines to make public the nature of the evidenceobtained by his investigation, your correspondenthas come into possession of facts of an oillciaIcharacter bearing upon and relating directly to

$1,000,000 Jn Cuban bonds, which were deposited
with a certain foreign minister nere, Tayior was io
obiain the recognition of belligerent rights for Cuba
by the government of the United States. The sum
was to be used by Tavlor in the bent possible man
ner to accomplish this end within a specified time.
As soon us the contract was signed Taylor started

out West to secure the services of a person.whose
nauie is withheld for the present, and who was supposedto have great Influence at the White House.
and to induce him to come to Washington anil urge
President (.rant to recognize the Cubans as bellige
rents. This gentleman, however, emphatically declinedto have anything to do with the matter, althoughhe was ottered $100,000 for his influence.
Bemg unsuccessful, Taylor returned to Washington

to bring other influence to bear upon the President,
and soon entered into a contract with a Mr. P., who
was on Intimate terms with ex-Senator Wade, 111 the
pum of $2011,000, to secure the influence of Mr. Wade
and Senator Morton. The agreement wus acknowledgedueiore Davm R. Smun, a justice of tne peace
ol the city of Washington. At this time ex-.-senator
Wade was not in the city, bui he was sent for ami in
a few days arrived.

In the meantime Mr. P. saw Senator Morton, and
noun after scut his triend Luther L. Wilson 10 tHlk
with Mr. Morton about the matter.

Mr. Taylor and Mr. P. were in close consultationevery day, and Mr. P. reported at ilrst that
Messrs. Wade and Morton would see the President
and endeavor to Influence him to extend the Cubaus
belligerent rights.
About the end of November Mr. P. reported

thst senator Morton had drawu up a proclamution
recognizing the Cubans us belligerents, which lie
had taken to the President to sign. The President
bad, however, declined to sign it, as It was antagonisticto the policy which the administration expectedto follow.

It was about this time that the Cubans caused
to lie published a positive announcement that the
President would recognize them as belligerents,
which was based no uoubt upon the supposition that
he would loiiow the advice of .Senator Morton and
Mr. Wade.

Previous to these movements, however, Mr. Taylor
had deemed it necessaiy to secure the aid of certain
correspondents in creating public opinion, and so in
October had had a talk wnh a Mr. Latham, who was
nnxcd up in the Alaska Investiga Ion, wun the cotrespondent01 the New York ,ynn and Philadelphia
Inquirer, and w ho Is also law partner of Colonel
Pickett, Mr. Taylor's own attorney. Mr. Taylor lold
Mr. Latham to promise Cuban bonds, inside of
$60,000 iii all, to vario.is newspaper correspondents
in Washington If they would write up the Cuban
cause ami auvocate uie ejiiy recognition oi uie republicof Cut>a.

Mr. Latham told Mr. Taylor afterward that he had
prom:fed certain (if these bomb, but that it would ne
uiucli better to pay actual money to the correspondents,or, If UitM could not be done, to obtain irorn
Buiz the release of some bonds, and me ihem
directly and unconditionally 10 the correspondents.
As noon an Congress assembled in December Mr.
Kuiz so far modilled Ids contract with Mr. Taylor as
to agree to furnish him with from thirty to forty thousanddollars in money, to be used immedUieiy with
the members of Congress.
Mr. Taylor then went to work to Induce members

of Congress to vote lor recognition, 11 that question
should t»e brought before the House, and to work 111
a general way for the Cuban republic In all matters
wnleh might come up. He saw many members for
this purpose, and among others Goliaday, of Kenlucky;Butler, of Tcnuessee; Deweese, of North
Carolina; Flub, of Nevada, and McCormlck, of Missouri;but it is not known positively who accepted
bribes and who did not. It is conclusive, however,
that bribes were tendered.
Towards the close of December Mr. Taylor became

dissatisfied with his contract and went to see Mr.
Mm/., with whom he insisted that both bonds and
money should be given to htm directly to use with
Congressmen, and not be kept in the hands of a
third person until the recognition of Cuba was accomonsiied.This Mr. Kuiz promised to do, but not
Immediately.
About the end of January Mr. Taylor wrote to Mr.

Ruiz, deciltilnit to have anything further to do with
the matter, assigning as a reason that no monej or
bonds, as promised, had been lurnislied biin.

Before this period, however, Mr. I.emus, the envoy
from the Cubau republic, had made anotiier contractwith I>r. D. W. Bliss, of tills city. This contractprovided that $^,000,000 or Cuban bonds
Hhould be deposited with some bank or depository
oy Mr. Lemus. and which should oe paid over to
Dr. Bliss If Congress should pass the resolution recognizingthe iielligereut rlgnts 01 Cuba, or any
other resolution which should modify the neutrality
law* of the United States bo as to practically give
u> Cuba belligerent rights.
The consideration of tins agreement on the part of

Dr. bliss was thai ne anouiu u*e an t ne menus in ins
power to accomplish the desired result. Ttie

Thus the pariles who had had this contingent Interestin the Cuban bonds, by the aid or a few purchinedcorrespondent* here, created a fictitious feelingthroughout tho United States. The exact

amount or tnu bonds distributed among these correspondent*is not known, but it is estimated at
$100,000. The correspondent of the Philadelphia

THE CITY OF BRESLAU.
Dedication of the Hew German Settlement on

Long Island.The Cities of New York.

Yesterday was an occasion of considerable Cclat
among the Hermans of Brooklyn, New York and
vicinity who contemplate making the city of breslau
their future home. Breidau, or rather the germ of
the settlement of that name, is situated on the south
side of Long Island, distant thirty-two miles lrum
Brooklyn. It ombraces an area of three square
miles or thereabout, and Is mapped out into streets
and avenues, which are as yet, however, but
sparsely cleared of the undergrowth which marks
the land. The building lots within the limits of the
place are nearly 100,000. There Is a line water
frontage on South Oyster Bay, about one mile
from the South Side Railroad, which latter runs

nearly through the central line of Breslau. The
country is level; clear, fresh water is founu ten feet
beneath the surface, and the drainage lacllitles are

excellent, owing to the natural condition or the sur*

lace, there being a descent of lltteen feet to the mile.
Water power lor manufacturing purposes is, it is
claimed, superior, as there are several streams
which can be utilized at comparatively small
expense. Toe announcement that the deificationwould take place and that Governor Hoffman
would speak upon the occasion had the effect of
attracting a very large number of Germans.not less
than 5,ooo.to the place. This larjje concourse of
people was augmented largely by residents of the
surrounding country, who Hooked there in numbers
and took part in the festivities of the da}.
Shortly after one oVlock the workmen and residentsof the new settlement formed in line, and,

headed by bands of music, paraded about the depot,
and finally halted in front of the speakers' stand,
when County Judge John K. Held, of Sull'olk county,
came forward, and addressing the assemblage said
It affords me peculiar pleasure to welcome this immenseaudience to Suffolk county. You have assembledto mark a new era in the progress of our

county by dedicating the first city within its limits.
Eight hundred and seventy years ago the godfather
of our present city was lounded ; and amid the
stifling influences ol despotism it has become
the second city of Prussia, great in mercantileprosperity, great In mechanical and manufacturingavocations, great in educational
institutions, great in religious edifices, great in
its literary, scientific and philosophic minds. Leadingthe world in one article of commerce.one which
in a uolltlcal sense we have no desire to emulate.
the German iu America may well fed proud to perpetuatea uamc so redolent of pleasant, memories in
Sutherland. Anil heie, with ail the glories of the
past clustering around the purposes or the present,
you are about dedicating to Freedom and the spirit
of progress a city which will enshrine hopes more
ennobling, ambition more "elevating, a faith more
sublime than animated those who nearly nine hundredyears ago surrounded the natal offerings
or the Hreslau beyond the seas. In a nation
Known as the asylum of the oppressed you
are about building a place of reruge for those loved
ones who, clinging to ihe traditions of freedom's
martyrs at home, seek the United States to see the
tree of liberty flourish without the sicklier cast of
kmgiy shadows. Superficial observers may pronouncethe advent of so many representatives of the
Rhine detrimental to those who call Long Islaud
their world. This is a sad mistake. Our people
need the example of patient latter, personal economy
ami social unity which your city will exhibit.
You dedicate to coming generations a city which
shall forever perpetuate the memory of its founders.
It has been well said that "The union of men in large
masses Is Indispensable to the development and
rapid growth of the higher faculties of man. Cities
have always been the fireplaces of civilization,
whence light and neat radiate out into the cold dark
world." The lntcuse life which springs from their
stern competition undoubtedly petlonns a most Importantotllce in the progres or civilization. The facultiesare sharpened by the direct contact and collision
of kindred minds. The great accumulations of capital,
which almost exclusively take place in commerce
and the occupations connected with it, exercise an
ull-powerfui iniluence on the community, and are
felt in all its enterprises. The social sympathies
gather warmth and force from the generous contagionof congenial natures. Here, on the shores oi a
bay nearly one hundred miles long, von have suspendedthe natal flag ami commenced a city
which shall rival in manufacturing prominence
Its honored namesake. By the enterprise of
Mr. Welwood a location has been secured which
offers every inducement to seekers ot health and
competence. Its means of access to the great marketsof New York and Urokiyn make 11 unrivalled as
a grand manufacturing centre. Streams of water
adapted to milling purposes in the immediate
vicinity invite capital, and the natural advantages of
the location invite skilled labor. In the coming
future this day will be made a local holiday.theanniversary of an event fraught with
blessings to countless tnousands. While this vast
audience shall be numbered with the dead the perpetuatingmonument of a prosperous city will keep
the memory of its founders green torever. Changes
will come. Art will adorn the Dlace where nature
lias given her benediction of health, and the beautifulwin perpetuate itself in the handiwork of our
children. The Breslau oi anticipation will become
the active city of a grand reality, and tne simple
ceremonies which mark the advent of the great en
terprisc will linger in the memories of future generationslike the pleasant ecUoes of a golden chime.
