ana Philadelphia appear to be quite claud at tne
prospect of a more direct and cheaper transit to
the two great cities, and their sympathy in favor of
the road is every day practically demonstrated by
their willingness to release the ncce.ssary lands at
comparative trifling damages.
Meanwhile the rriends of the monopoly are strainlngevery nerve to prevent the construction of the

new road. It Is said that emissaries are
at work in tampering with the feelings of
those farmers and others who have a special
Interest in the building of the new section from
YardleyvlUe to Bound lirook, but with one
or two exceptions their efforts havo thus far
proved unavailing. One Instance of defection is

cited in the case of the president and lessee ol the
Pennington Seminary. This gentleman was known
to have t>ecn an active friend of the National
Railway, having Invested $s,ooo In the project.
Latterly, however, he has donned the livery
of Camden and Amboy, and on hint Monday Invested$10,000 In the opposition line, which
the Camden and Amboy men propose to construct
from the Belridere Railroad by way of Pennington
to Millstone. This projected road Is intended to
bluff the National, but with the exception of two or
three persons the people along the route are resolvedto support the latter road. On the Pennsylvaniaside the feeling in favor of the National RailroadIs equally strong.
The estimated cost of the road from Philadelphia

to New York, including the erection ol depots, the
construction of bridges, pro ratu charges over the
New Jersey Central irom Hound Brook to New York,
stock, Ac., is set down at $t>,000,000. The
stocks of the camden and Amboy Company,on tho other hand, have already
reached the enormous «um of $46,000,000. ft
Is easy to see lrom thee Azures that, wlih
four times less traffic, tho National road can
ylald larger dividends than the Camden and
Amboy road with its present system of giganticmonopoly. The transit between the two
cities will be shorter along the new road, the fare
will be less thuu it Is at present, and there Is uo
doubt but that the road will receive the support and
patronage ol the travelling public. Decides, new
sections of the country will be opened up I11 due
time by means of collateral roads, winch will secure
a large amount of local business.

Efforts were made last year to obtain a charter
granting permission to run the cars across the company'sbridge over the Delaware at Yardloyville.
The bill, however, was killed, and the companyIntend to obviate ibis difficulty by constructinga viaduct at the above place, intended lor
the exclusive transit 01 railroad cars. Tins privilege
they claim to be included in their charier, and from
the precedent established a few years ago in the case
of the bridge or viaduct across tuc Hackcnsack river

alarmed at the approaching danger. 11 w .-aid that
the directors propose to reduce the fare mid rate of
freight by the system of lowering the wages of the
employes. The latter are determined to resist the
measure, an t the attempt will Inevitably result In a

general strike.
It 11 also confidentially asserted that tho shareholdersare somewhat di.v-a titled with the dividends

lately realized, aud strongly urge the directors to reducein some way the present expenditure. The collateralroads are not paying, and by the recent strikes
In the Pennsylvania coal mines tliey are suntaliiing a
loss of about $50,000 per mouth. The tact, is that
the stocks of the Camden and Amboy road have run
to thigh by repeated sules and transfer, that the
present holders of stock can only realize moderate

Paupers Biding in Barouches and Taxpayer!
Going Afoot.Horrible Indian Outrage#.AppropriatingMillions of Money to Carry

Oat the Provisions of Treaties that
Have for Tears Been Abrogated.
Indian Outrages in Arizona,
Arkansas, New Mexico,
KanlXI RQd Nebraska.

*Ve have all been edlfled here for ten days past oi

more by the spectacle of thirty or forty pauper In
dlans riding up and down Pennsylvania avenue in
opon barouches, while the humble taxpayers trudged
along afoot. The Indian ring correspondents have
been active In chronicling tbo interviews of "Spotted
Tall," "Red Wolf" and "Black Bear" with our high
dignitaries and sending lying despatches like this
over the length and breadtu of tbe land:.
During the Interview at the Executive Mansion

Spotted Tail said to the President that he had kept
Kith with the government, but the fidelity hud not
been reciprocated, aud he hoped the white man
would hereafter at all times treat tbe Indiana aa hla
brothers.
The falsehood contained In the above quoted linos

has been published in a thousand forma and more

extensively circulated than any truth ever oould
hope to be. The (alae allegations that me Indians are
faithful to treaty obligations, while the whites are

not, has been the burden of the Indian ringlsts>song from time immemorial. The truth
Is exactly tbe otner way. Almost in every
instance, since the early settlement of the country,
where treaties have been made with Indians the
whites have been fatthrul to their obligations and the
Indians have been tbe repudiators. Not a slnglo
treaty has ever been made that has not been abrogatedtime after time by the Indiana. They have no
Idea of the obligations of a treaty, and no disposition
to observe Its stipulations. Every ludian within the
exterior boundaries of the United States has made
dozens of treaties of peace with our government.
Juftt how these treaties have been observed by the
Indians I propose to show from certain official reportsnow before me. The following is a small portionof a well authenticated statement ol the wav tbe
Indians In Arizona observe their treaty obligations.
It was read in tbe Senate last Saturday by

SENATOR STEWART.
We will commence with Yavapai county, where the savages

whoui we had partially clothed and fed dug up the hatchet,
and, without cause or provocation, commenced a career of
murder and robbery unparalleled In the history of the West,
by murdering live Mexican* and two Americans whose name*
are to us unknown.
March 16, they attacked tbe ranch of Sheldon £ Forbes,

near Proscott, and killed a Mr. Cosgrova.
June 6, they waylaid and killed W. P. Jones, and shockinglymutilated his body.
On tbe same day Samuel Harrison was slain In Battle

July 24, poor Jack Beauchamp lost his life while exploringthe country east of Prescott; the "friendly" Coyuieros

COLORADOAshort extract from the President's spocial messagein relation to Indian troubles, and dated ExecutiveMansion, April 6, 1870. will show how Colorado
and Arkansas Indians obserTB their treaty stipulations.Captain E. L. Smith, Nineteenth Culted state*
Iuiautry, reports as lollows:.
Since the date of the treaty made at the mouth of the Little

Arkansas, I believe on the 6th of October, 1866, In which the
CaBhehokelka Comauches Joined, these and other contract
ing parties to the treaty have carried otf a large amount ol
stock in violation of Its provlsioua, and have slain and made
captive many white persona held in apcculation to be ran
aomed. The practice of the government of condoning (par
donlng. perhaps) these offence*, by the payment of libera
sums, has bad the natural effect of encouraging this inhuman
tralilc among the Indians; and every day or Ha continuance
addB ditllculues to the return to what I deem a wiser and
sterner policy, and one that would ultimately be the most hu
mune. My inexperience in the exigencies of the frontier
causcs me to defer to the views of such sensible while rest
dents, and others, as, irom long residence among the Indiana,
are competent to advise; unci this communication, whilo It
expresses my own, is tuoro particularly the embodiment of
tbelr views.

HOW INDIAN AGENTS GET RICH.
Indian agents appear to think that an Indian can

do no wrong. They get rich i/j trading with ihem,
and are of course anxious that their trade shall continue.Major Douglass, of the Third infantry, niukes
the following report:.
The issue and sale of arms and ammunition, such as

breech-loadltiK carbincs and revolvers, powder and lead
(loose and in cartridges) and percussion caps, continues
without intermission. The issue ot revolvers aud ammunitionts made by Indian agents, as being authorized by the
Commissioner of Indian Affairs, and the sale of them in the
gieatust abundance Is made by traders. Bltttcrfreed, an Indiantrader, formerly of the Overland Kxpress, has the
largest investment lu Indian goods of all the traders. He
has sold several cases o( arms to the Cheyenaes and Arapahoes.
Between the authorized Issue of agents and the sales of the

traders the Indians were never better armed than at the presenttime. Several hundred Indians bave visited this pott,all of whom had revolvers in their possession, a large majorityhad two revolvers, and many of them three. The Inuiansopenly boast that thuy have plenty of arms and ammunitionlu case of trouble in the spring.The Interior Department does not seem to appreciate the
danger of this arming of the Indians.
The agents have no real control over the traders; in fact,

they are accuscd by many, both Indians and white men, of
being in league wtib them and of drawinu a largo probt from
the trade.
Should such be the case (and I think It highly probablei It

is a natural consequence that the u^ent does not wish to controlthe trailer.
The anxiety of Indians at the present time to obtain arms

and ammunition Is a great temptation to the trader. For a
revolver an Indian will give ten, even twenty times its valuu
In horses and furs; powder and lead are sola to them ut almostthe same rate, and as the bulk is small large (juaniitius
can be transported at comparatively Utile expense. This
anxiety cannot be caused by a lack of such articles, because
they have plenty to last fur some time but everything tends
to siiow tiiut tne Indians are laying in large supplies preparatoryto an outbreak. W hen tins outbreak occurs we will see,
tou late, that we have provided our enemies with the uitans
lor our destruction.

If the treaty syslein Is abolished, the Indians
brought under the subjection of limed Nates laws
and the appropriations from our national treasury
to carvy out abrogated treaty stipulations stopped
this prolitable trade must also stop.

Heretofore no instructions have been enforced concerning
the removal and couvsyance of this offensive material
tnrough our principal thoroughfares, and, as a consequence,
frequent complaints have reached this olllce relating thereto.
As, for instance, carts or wagons loaded to overflowing, with
their liquid contents drlpplDg unon the streets, have been allowedto pass along, and sometimes remain standing tor

i hours in some public street, where the otlenslveness was Initolerable, or during transportation across the adjacent rivers
upon ferry boats, the liuuld offensive contents were allowed

' to drip upon the decks of the boats, producing conditions alimost insufferable to the passengers.
In my efforts to apply some remedy for these offensive

practices the enforcement of the present ordinances, through
I the assistance of the p'lHce, has already caused some Imiprovement and compelled these applications for permits. In

view of these facts I would respectfully recommend that a
special blank permit be provideu, upon the back of which
the sections or the code of ordinances specially applying to
this business be printed as follows: -Sections 92, Hi, Vii, TOO,
101,102 and 108. In enforcing section ninety-two, spuclally
with reference »o the time or removal, and section ninetynine,as to the proper construction of vehicles enraged in the
business, such regulation* should be enforced as woulu preventany cause of complaint.
After carefully watching the methods now employed and

considering the Improvements that might easliy be adopted, I
respectfully submit the following as a regulation to be requiredin the proper construction of vehicles t'i r use in this
business, viz.:.That all vehicles in which hotel and house
swill, garbage or other offensive material ot a liquid nature
Is to be placed for transportation shall consist of tigluiv
covered Iron-bound casks or botes. These can be made of
anv size and adapted to any cart or wagon for transfortatlonfrom the places of reception an I discharge,
'rovided with proper handles they will be found most convenientfor the purpose intended. They can be readily
washed out and cleansed before being refilled. Those having
tight covers, securely fastened, will prevent the escape of
offensive odors or drinping upon the ground or ducks of lerryboats,and with the enforcement of the other sections of
the code of ordinances before enumerated very decided improvementsIn the mode of conducting this offensive business
may bo secured.

An entire transformationhas within the shortest possible time taken
plaoe In tim interior of the Coliseum, and, although
the workmen are ftili busily engaged, it has now
assumed quite a different appearance to that which
it recently presented. Indeed, the great energy,
taste and spirit displayed In the magnificent and appropriatefittings clearly indicate that a brilliant
exhibition is at hand. Mo expense appears to have
been spared in the way of commodloos accommodation,comfort and elegance, and while, of course, the
alterations are only of a temporary character,
strength,eaae and costliness are throughout apparent.
A more suitable site thau the Empire Kink could not
have been obtained in the city. It possesses all the
features that could possibly contribute to the successof the festival, among the most prominent Delng
Its splendid acoustic properties. It is now a grand,
colossal tneatre, handsome In its structure, bright
and airy and easy of both entrance and exit. It is
particularly well ventilated, a refreshing current
all the while running through the building. Had
the structure been expressly erected for the entertainmentit could not have been more suitable. So
far, therefore, as the interior arrangements are concernedthe enterprising managers have certainly left
nothing undone and confidently anticipate their final
completion by (Saturday.

la admirably constructed. Past experience has
Bhown that the close huddling together of many
choristers is Invariably attended by much confusion,
to say nothing of the great Inconvenience endured
by the performers. The stage at the Coliseum Is
perfect in every point and so boautifuliy situated *' ]
that not a single voice will be lost. It measures 115
by 180 feet. At the extreme edge it is a little over J
three feet in height and gradually slopes up. Tho
organ is being erected In the centre at the back, but
owing to Its altitude considerable way beneath had
to be made for its location. It is of black walnut,
forty feet high, twenty-five feet wide and fifteen feet
deep. It has two sets of keys, with two and
a half octaves of pedals, thirty-one stops and
1,800 pipes. Last evening the workmen had almost
completed its erection. On either side of the organ
will be the main entrances to the stage for the soloistsand principal artists. To the extreme right there
will be four stairways for the chorus leading down
to dressing and ante rooms below. The centre of
the stage will be occupied by the orchestra, measuring40 by 120 feet, and seats will be arranged for
about 500 performers, extending to the right and
left. The arrangements for the chorus are especially
well designed, and easy accommodation will be
afforded for over 3,000 voices. The hearty and eajnestmanner, however, in which the varioussocieties from Connecticut, Mew Jersey,
Massac nusetts ana other States have responded to
the call of the managers has necessitated the erectionof other seats adjacent to the stage, and one v

thousand additional singers can readily be provided
for. The stage decoration and ornamentation wilt
Include appropriate banners and Mags. Life figures
of Beethoven and Mozart will be conspicuously
£laced on both sides of the organ, and busts of
[endelssohn. Haydn, Handel, Von Weber and others

will add to the display. Altogether the stage, for the
purposes intended, is perfection ltaelf.

TUB AUDITOR!I'M.
It should be mentioned that about halfway down '

the auditorium from the stage the aisles 111 close
proximity to the walls will be elaborately arranged
with sntioi IniinimH and rhulr-t to lit* i-ouerir.wl fur
tbe season ticket Holders, and the remainder of llie
aisles towards tbe entrance doors will be clear
and unobstructed for promenading Tbe auditorium
itself is about430 leet m length, and lias a width of
over 200 feeu The sight and hearing are not in tbe
slightest degree interfered with by pillars. The roof
forms a clear span from wall to wall, and is supportedby numerous Iron arches, which converge andJoin together at a height of 100 feet from the ground.
The b milling itself is of corrugated iron, and possessesgreat sueugiu, an* ta vapaoiu «r accommodatingfrom 16,000 to ls.ooo. The seats in the auditoriumare very handsomely arranged and are
probably the best of the kind ever gotten up for temporaryuse. During the evening performance the
methods of lighting will be by gas and large calcium
lights, rendering the interior as bright as in daytime.By the uuiversal desire of the conductors tiio
decorations, while appropriate, will not be very extensive,as It was clearly shown at the Boston Jubileethat the numerous flags and banners
waving in the air materially marred the perfectionof the Utymony. In connection with the
auditorium it should be mentioned that in order to
avoid all confusion large placards will designate the
exact location of every scat In the building, so that
ushers will have bat little trouble in escorting visitorsto their Beats.

THE BALCONY.
This is an entirely now and mnch desired structure,and will doubtless be much nought ai'ier. It is

fully as large lu Its dimensions as feteinway Hall,
and is situated over the main entrance. At least
2,000 people cun easily be seated, and perhaps the ,
two best features which mark it are great strength
and a splendid view. Indeed tbe fixtures throughoutthe bnildlng are of the most substantial character,all resting as they do on solid foundations.
It is thought that the bulconv will perhaps be
the most attractive place In the building on accountof tbe admirable features winch surround it.
The view is certainly magnificent, and the colossal
characteristics of the building can only be properly
appreciated from it.

TUB PROGRAMME,
aa will be seen, is or a mam.noih charactcr, and
deserves the highest commendation for the judicious
selections wlilcn have been made. By permission of
the Mayor the caunon to be used in the interpretationof the "Star Spangled Banner" will be dischargedIn a vacant loc at the northeast corner of
the building. The sincere co-operation ol the various
choral societies trora several States at once proclaims
the grout interest taken In tne festival. But the
names of l'artna-Kosa, Kellogg, Bnguoli, Lefr.inc,
Isabella McCullocli and a congregation of other
brilliant artists cannot fall to bring together the
largest asM)mbla?e ever seen at any musical iestival
in New York. As previously announced, the openingday will be Monday next, when some of the
goms or the greatest composers will be performed.
The entire programme, however, speaks for ltseif,
and little need be said in reference to it, except that
It cannot fail to receive the cordial endorsement of
those who love true art.

Tho Common Council Still at a Deadlock.
A Regular Kilkenny Cat Fight.

The wheels of the Trenton city government are
so deeply sunk In the slough of political contentionthat after two months of vigorous pulling
the citizens have not yet succeeded In putting the
vehicle in motion. The election of the llth
of April created a tie in the Common Council, which
has thus far prevented an organization. The democratsinsisted on holding a special election in the
Seventh ward for the purpose of deciding the odd
vote, but the republicans were ail along opposed to
this measure and favored a compromise of the two
parlies.
On Tuesday night the regular monthly meeting

was held, and, arter a good deal of rmliotlug and
speechifying, adjourned until next Tuesday, without
being aole to effect an organization. The democrats
appear to yield .i little, ami on Monday offeied
to organize on condition tliat the republicans should
withdraw tho name of Mr. BeU'llle, their candidatefor chairman, and appoint any other republican
member that they might wish. The demociais « era
not opposed to Mr. Heivil'e on any personal grounds,
but the pride of party spirit, suggested to tiicm tho
propriety of wlindrawing the two original candidates.This concession tin republicans were not
williug to grant, and, <vuiisequomly, no chairman
could ue elected.
