DEATH OF WILLIAM GILMORE SiMMS,

The well known and popular Southern novelist
Wikism Gllmore 8imms died at the residence of his
son-in-law, in the eily of Charleston, 8, C., on the
evening of Eaturday last. Mr, Slmms was born in
ihe eity in which le breathed s last, on
the 1Tth of April, 1808. At an early age
he was left an orphan, and the only fosterlng care
which was thrown over his early years was such
protection a8 his grandmother, an old lady whose
meaus were rather lmited, could afford. Under
such circumstances 1t may naturally be inferred that
the early education of the future novellst was poor,
ludeed.  Yel we find that at the age of elght years
he ndulged in poeiry and  wWroté versed
He wag, even at (his early age, &
great  reader, and  devoured  eagerly all
the books within his reach, This stood him in after
years, and served, In a measure, to anpply the det-
clwncy of a regular education. To practise medi-
cine Wius s Nrsl asplration: but this, 1t seems, was
abundoned, and the stody of jaw next became Lhe
object of his ambitlon,  He, however, practised law
but # short time. He then entered journslism and
commenced by editing the Charleston Oty
Gureite, & political news sheet of Unlon or anti-
nuilitication principles. The Gazetts 1alled, and
Blums begoming disheartencd or discouraged for-
BOOK journalism and devoted mself to Nterature
proper.  In this pursaoli he made raphl suceess. One
of s firet novels, if not the irst, was **Martin Faber,"
wig o nit, The book was well written and (e
servid the suceess it won, For an unknown author
this success was fame and fortune. Encouraged
with the reception of this work Mr. Sunms set 1o
work with renewed vigor, and novel after novel fol-
lowed each other wilh astonishing rapldity,

AR B blumﬁtt‘r Mr. Silmms has produced four
creditable wor +‘The Life of Bayard" 18 one upon
which he to have bestowed most attention,
Ad @ poet he Lins written more perhaps than any
other Southern writer. Among the best Xnown of
hie poetlcal works are those of “Atalants,” “Tne
Vision of Cories” and *“The City of the
Bient. He aiso took part In  politics, and
sgrved one term in the Legisiature of South Caro.
lina.  During the lale war he wrote many stories,
the hest Known Ol which was & hiamorous novel
entitiea JMPaddy MeGann, or the Demon of the
Suump."

A# i novellst Mr, Simmes belongad rather to the.old
school of romance writers than to the school of
Dickens, of Collens, or of Reade, His poeiry wus
fuir, nothlng more,  His hvely namor, fascliating
conversation, pleasing anocdoles made his company
much songht arter, and s death will be learned of
with regret by muny who kfoew apd prized him for
those qualtties of head and heart which inyariably
make men respecied, esteemed and loved.
