The Cuban question monopolized a lion's share

of thy attention of Congress a^aiu to-day, and the
P'iblic of Wa.-liji.gi.on Ailed the galleries to hear the
apecdus and witness the cloning proceedings,
upon wlilcli It may be said that tlic l'ate of
the "ever faithful'' defends. General Jordan,
late Commander-in-Chief of the Cuban forces,
and Beflor ltu.z, together with a host of
Cubans, male and female, occupied front seats and
listened to the debute with tne keenest Interest.
The first three hours and a half of the session were
taken up in disposing of Garfield's Banking and Currencybill, and then, at half-past two P. M., the
Speaker awarded the floor to Fernando Wood, of
your city, who made a strong aud telling
speech in favor of the majority reportMr.Wood made one very strong point,
brought out in my correspondence published
last Monday.namely, that General Butler exceeded
his authority when he engaged in the Cuban lobby
Investigation, having been charged by the House
only to reDOit bow and through whose fault the tes-
tiuiony In the golil conspiracy case got prematurelyinto print. Mr. Wood connected this singular
prying disposition or Butler with the recent publicationof the bond iooby story and the unexpected
message from the President, three remarkable occurrences,which, he hinted, pointed to a plot to
strangle tne atiempt to do something in Congress in
favor of Cuba. Ben Butler very guardedly denied
that his committee had given out the bond story, but
when Banks unked him if he had npt gone about the
Bouse exhibiting bonds of the republic of* Cuba, ho
acknowledged the corn. General Butler lias excited
great indignation against himself by his course on
the floor of th$ House ye-ter-lay, when he went
about exhibiting bonds said to have beeiHsome of
those captured by General Butler in the course of
his investigation of the lobby and which he hawked
about, repeating the oariavd about the plot to bribe
Congress. His operations were so transparent thaj,
very honorable member was disgusted, and
some expressed themselves in language
more pungent than parliamentary. But
to return. Mr. Wood's speech was listened to with
the utmost attention to-day, and wa3 followed by
one on the other side by Mr. Willard, of Vermont, a
man of hard facts and no sympathies.
Mr. Willard made a good spcech from his standpoint.the nest., In lact, that has been mado

In favor of the administration policy. But Mr.
Willard's speech made no impression upon
the House. Ben Butler was recognized by the
Speaker shortly after four o'clock. There was a
mingled feeling of curiosity and anxiety to
hear what he had to say on the
question of the hour. It had been
given out byBome that he was against the resolution
reported by the majority of the committee, and by
others that he was the friend of Cuba aud in favor of
Gul an independence. It was known that some
mouths ago Butler was in favor not only of neutrality
oo the part of the United States, as between
Cuba mid Spain, but that lie waa the earnest advocateof granting the Cubans belligerent rights. The
knowing one*, however, were not deceived. In bis
Inves igutlon of the alleged use of Cuban bonds to
influence the vo.es of members, and In his general
everr- lay talk with "members on the floor of the
House, it was apparent tl.at a change had come over
liim relative to Cuba. Wheathe started out to-day,
therefore, by declaring that he was the friend
of the Cubans and that he wished to see them attain
tfcelr lndei eudence, everybody on the floor of the
House and many in the galleries knew just how
much sincerity there was in his statements. He
aroused 110 enthuslam and created no feeling of sympathy.His assurances or friendly feeling towards
Cuba were received at their real value, and when he
Ifcuuched out against the report of General Hanks
nfld commenced reviewing that gentleman's
apeeoh of yesterday nobody was disappointed.
It was what a majority of those present expected.
Butlor commanded greater attention than any persouwho had spoken on that side of the question.
He was manifestly regarded as the ablest chsmpion
of the opposition to Cuba, and the members seemed
determined to listen attentively to all lie had to
a/.
First or all, he defended Secretary Fish from the

assault made upon blm liwt. night by Mr. Fltoh, of
Nevada. He believed him to be a pure patriot, who
waa trying to do the best ho could. He had read the
eard of Mr. Sidney Webster, published some time
ago. In reply to a statement that he was largely feed
l>y the Spanish government. Upon hearing this
Mr. Fitch arose aud retracted what he said last
night about Mr. Wei s'cr. Butler next proceeded
to defeud Caleb Cushlng and to pass a eulogy upon
that gentleman, lie knew, ho said, that Mr.
Cushlng was not In the employ of the Spanish gov-'
crnmcot and that he had not wrltteu the Presidents
message relative to Cuba. He thanked God
that we havo a President, a Secretary of
State and an Attorney General who can write their
own messages. Thin much he thought proper to say
In reply to the speech of his colleague, General
Banks. It was noticed, however, that Banks did
not retraot what he said yesterday about Cashing
and Fish. Butler went on to review the report of

f Banks and to compare Its statements with that gentleman'sspeech. He argued that tho government
had shown Cuba the sainc chance It had shown

Butler seemed a Ultle embarrassed, but alter a

pause repeated, "In tbe neutrality law#."
"That's no answer," cried Raudall. "I want the

Butler declined to yield further and tbe Speaker
ordered Randal to take his seat. That gen tiemanhad scarcely finished muttering something
about "You can't do It," when Butler Bald,
"PooU as well as some gentlemen on the other
side of the House can often ask questions which
even wiso incu couldn't auswer." Tills aroused
Randall, who cried out so that he could be heard
ubove the rapping of the Speaker's gavel, "Some of
us on this side of the house arc honest, ana that's
more than can be said of you, ami you know It."
This created au uproar of laughter ami applause,

which for a lime drowned Bullet's voice aud tUe
hammering of the Speaker's gavel upon his desk.
Having maue a hit Randall seemed satisfied, and
allowed Butler to go on without rurther interruption.
After criticising the speech of Banks and the mannerin which the Cubans have managed their cause,

Butler closed by drawing from hH pocket three or
four Cuban bonds, which he held up and shook
before the Uouse, siting that lie was satisfied
thei-e bonds were attempted to be used to
influence the action of Uio House. He admitted,
however, that noboby had been influenced by the
bonds. Butler's speech received close attention, but
when he sat down it was evident that Uhad as little
influence upon the Uouse as tne Cuban bonds themselves.
General Logan followed Bailor, and supported the

majority report, ile, too, commanded great attention.Without waiting for any extended exordiun^
he w;trmed up Immediately and launched out
at Butler without «pr«m<mir I.nm» la " K«1«l

fearless, impassioned speaker, arid It wub not loug
l>e.ore lie had bis audience worked up to such a pitch
of enthusiasm that at the end of every sentence
there was a round of applause. At first
.Speaker Blaine contented blmself with a

gentle tap or his gavel as a reminder
to the appiauders that their conduct was
not ta order. As Logan proceeded, however, the <

audi n o became more and more excited, and the
applause l£udert longer continued and more fre-
quent. It seemed to come rrom tlioae on the floor as
well as tho«e in the gallery, and at last the Speaker
ordered Logan to suspend, while bo alinlnlstercda gentle reouko to the disturb-
ers of thfi good ofder of the House.
This nerved as a temporary check on the enthusiasm,
which was overflowing lu every part of the hall. Ir
soon broke out asaln, however, lirst in hupprcs-ed
tokens of approval, ami then in regular
clapping of bands and stamping of feet. Lo-
gau spoko to-day, as Bauks did yesterday, the
honest sentiments of his heart, and bis manner was

that of a man thoroughly in earnest, lie took Butler
in hand from the first and handled him without
gloves. During the career of tbe Essex statesmen In
the House he lias not received a more thorough
rasping, not even from Bingham or Schen'k, than
be did to-day from Logan. "If,J' said Lopan, "I
could be upon both sides at once, like the gentleman
from Massachusetts, I mlgnt give my country some
cause to suspect that either Cuban bonds or something
else bad Influenced me.'* He charged that to his
knowledge less than three months ago Butler was
the moat, raninnni ailvonntn of Drmntititr lioillornront.

was going on as well as the gentleman from

nues of Cuba to repay these parties. He spoke until
his voice gave out, when tho House proceeded to
vote.

Japan. The British, French and Prussian governmentsare In accord with our own in interposing
their good ofllces for the protection of those
Christians. They wiil exert their moral power t</
this end. Forcc cannot be used, as no treaty obligationsare violated. It appears that Japanese oppositionis not because the converts are Christians, but
because it is feared the professed faith will render
them disloyal to their government.

Postmaster General Creswell has accepted the

otTers recently made by the agents of the Cunard
and Intnan lines of steamers to transport the mails
from New York to Great Britain and Ireland for the
amonnt of the sea postage on the malls conveyed as
full compensation for the service. The steamers of
the Cunard line leaving New York on Thursday of
each week will convey the mails for the United
Kingdom and the steamers of the lnman line leaving
on Saturday of each week will convey the Irish mail
only to Queenstown. Under the existing arrangementsthe mails for Europe are regularly despatched
from New York as follows:.On Tuesdays, by
steamers of tno Hamburg line, to Plymouth,
England; Cherbourg, France, and Hamburg, Germany.On Wednesdays, by the steamers of the
Williams Jc Guloaiine, to Queenstown and Liverpool.
On Thursdays, by the steamers of tho Cunard line,
to Queenstown and Liverpool, an^d pf the North
German Lloyd lino to Bremen. On Saturdays by
steamers of the North German Lloyd line to Southamptonand Bremen, and of the lnman line, carryingthe Iilsh mall only to Queenstown. The foregoingarrangements include all the available service

great delays and confusion.

Mr. Davis, (dem.) of Ky., referred to the facilitywith which pensions were paid in former years
through the United States bank. lie believed tha
national hanks could be made use of us government
agents for the purpose, without expense either to
the government or to tnc pensioners, lie asked furthertime to prepare an amendment to that effect.

Mr. Edmunds thought the proposition a good one,
but impracticable. The number of pensioners In
former years did not amount to a one-hundredth
part of the present number, there being now liW.sll
persons on tbe pension rolht.
