Tribute from the President to Ills Late

Ik>tli the* (resident and Judge Hoar were mucti

surprised to-day on learning Ui.it the fact of lite latterb resiguat on or the otllce of Attorney General
Was last ulgtit telegraphed Kortii, especially as
neither of them bad uu nttoaed the subject to an/
©no, nor was it their lutoution to do so, excepting
on the nomination of a sua eatior. There is much
peculation as to the causes of the resignation. It
hus no political significance. After the withdrawal
of the nomination of Mr. A. T. tttewnit to bo becretaryof Treasury, the President being desirous
of appointing Mr. lfcmtwell to the vacauoy,
Judge Hoar informed the President that in order to
void embarrassment in the appointment of two

members of the Cabinet from the same State he
would withdraw from it, leaving tlte President free
to select Mr. Bouiwe L The President, however, remarkedthat that was a matter which more intimatelyconcerned himself, and while thanking Judge
Boar for his friendly consideration appointed Mr.
Boutwell Secretary of the Treasury. Some months
afterwards Judge Hoar again voluntarily proposed
to resign, fee never Appearing to desire a continuanceIn tbe position, but was always ready to retire
whenever the President should think proper to appointlils successor. The nomination or Judge Hoar
to AH tbe vacancy on the bench oi the Supreme Court
of the United States was from tbe most friendly feelingsof tbe President toward him, which It is known
were as slnoereljr returned by judge Hoar, and
these friendly relations have never ueea interrupted.
When recently Judge IfcJar tendered bin resignation
for the first time in writing tne President accepted

« it, with tlie Intimation that as the South bad no judge
ou Supreme Court bench lt.Beoinectfair that Uiat
section should have a representative in the Cabinet,
aud, therefore, inquiries were mude as to a-suitable
successor.

The Cuban matter was Anally disposed of in the

House to-day, but not to the satisfaction of either
General Banks or the Cubans. It 1b a sort of drawn
battle, a compromise between the House aild the
President; though, It must be confessed, the Presidenthas the best of It. Shortly after the reading of
the journal a vote was taken on Logan's proposition
to place the Cubans and the Spaniards on the same
fooling. This was aefeated.yeas 77, nays 10L The
next aueption was the lllnaham substitute for tho

resolutions of the majority of the Foreign Affairs
Committee, and U was adopted by a vote of 102 to
88. II is as follows:.
That the President to Hereby authorized to remonstrateagainst the barbarous manner In which the

war in Cuba has been conducted and, if he shall
<t< era it expedient to solicit the Co-operation of other
governments tn such measures as he may deein necessaryto secuie from botn contending parties an
observance of the laws ol war recognized by all
civilized nations.

It will be observed that while the mere fact of the
existence of a war in Cuba is recognized, a fact
known long ago, and conceded by the President in
his message, there is no remedy proposed. The matter
Is left Just as it was, and the President is neither
authorised nor directed to do anything that He has
not already done, except to solicit the co-operation
of] otbor governments. General Banks regards the
action of the House as a clean backdown and a
triumph of tbe policy or. the administration, fje
thinks there will be a warm debate in tike Senate
when the matter come* up in that body. Blnebam,
on the other hand, thinks he bai put in the entering
wedge, which, if driven home, will end in securing
belligerent rights to (he Cubans. The whole matter,
however, is left where it was beforo, with the
President.

The Babcock-Hatch-Perry Investigation was rather

spicy this morning, owing to souie developments
brought out by Senator Schurg, au<J supposed to indicatethat Jake Howard, of Michigan, uaed some
.efforts to suppress Inquiry into the matters in dispute.Indeed, the proceedings before this special
senatorial committee become more and mora bewnderinglyluteresting as they progress, and one gets
more and more botherod to decide whiou side
is right ana which wrong. At the commencementof the proceedings to-day Senator
Ferry re id over tevml letten written by
Mr. Davis Hatch to President Baea and others,
and also a letter addressed by a brother of the
Dominican President regretting that be baa rcclved
an order for the arrest of Hatch, as the latter had
rendered service to tho republic. Senator Ferry also
rea-J a communication from the most respectable
resident-* of Norwalk, Conn., giving a very good
character of Mr. Hatch, and thns apparently breakingdown the theory that i he ehlef complainant In
the case Is not truqfcyvorthy. Mr. , an editor in
Norwalk, was examined, and gave testimony which
tended to show thut one reafon why Cazeneau was
so hostile to Hutch was Irecuuse the latter had some

time ago written a history of that worthy, exposing
his operations In St. Domingo and elsewhere, and
which history was sent to the Norwalk editor. Hatch
wns a correspondent of tho editor, who, npoa
receiving the biographical sketcn, sont It to the
State Department.

Parry
attain answered very positively in me amrmative,
and declared that, while on the steamer Tjbee, on
hie way to St. Dotoiugo, Colonel Fabans had ventured,repeatedly, to advise him to the same course.
It was the subject of his (Fabens1)'conversation

with me," said Perry, "nearly every day, after dinner,while we would walk the quarter-deck. Fabenswould take occasion also to talc about what a

good chance I would have to make money In St.
Domingo." Mr. Perry further testified that ex-ConsulSmith had no hand in the preparation of his long
statement to Sceretatr Fish- He said he had that
